JMF PROPERTIES: Parc Lane-Zoning Map Amendment Request

Joseph Forgione, Joseph Sarchino, from JMC Properties, Dominic Cordisco, Attorney at Drake Loeb Heller Kennedy Gogerty Gaba & Rodd, and Steve Michalski, the property owner of the project came before the Town Board to discuss their project. 
Joe Forgione said JMC Properties is proposing to develop the property located on Stewart Avenue, for multi-family rental units that will have the look and feel of Town Homes. The project will be located on 23.96 acres consisting of 10 units per building with eight garages. The buildings will be two stories with a direct entry. There will be no common corridors. There will be a club house which will have a meeting room, a small kitchen with an open area, a leasing office, fitness center and pool on the property. JMC Properties manages all of their sites and they have a full time onsite leasing manager and a superintendent who lives on the premises and manages the property.  

JMC Properties manage 2000 units in New Jersey, New York, Connecticut and Pennsylvania. They have just completed the River Bend project in Wappingers Falls. 
Councilman Piaquadio asked if all of the units will be market rate.

Mr. Forgione said all of the apartments are designed to be market rate.
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Councilwoman Greene asked where these apartments would be located on Stewart Avenue and will JMC ask the Town for any discounts on property taxes. 
Supervisor Booth said the property is located in the back of the Greenhouse Apartments. 
Councilwoman Greene asked if the units are designed for seniors.  
Mr. Forgione said the units are designed to be age associated.

JMC Properties is asking for a lot line change for the R-3 Zone portion of the property to be included in the IB Zone of the property.  
Councilman Piaquadio asked if there are any wetlands located on the property.

Mr. Cordisco said there were not and the density of the property meets R-3 zoning requirements.

Councilwoman Greene asked about additional parking.

Mr. Forgione said there are eight garages per building with parking for one car in front of the garages. There is parking along the edge of the road and a parking area that will accommodate parking for 30 cars. 
Councilman Woolsey asked if JMC Properties intends to dedicate their road to the Town.

Mr. Forgione said there is no dedication planned. JMC will maintain and landscape the roadway.

Mr. Cordisco asked the Town Board for a zoning amendment for JMC and will the Town consider including the lot line change in the update of the Comprehensive Plan. 

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town of Newburgh, said the Town will have to decide if they are going to proceed with the applicant’s request. If so, the Town will ask for a request signed by JMC Properties Associates and the property owner. Mr. Taylor said the Town Board is considering a map and comprehensive plan change and a modification for the property located at the corner of Patton Road and Route 52. 

Councilman Piaquadio suggested that JMC Properties hold a public meeting for all of the residents who live within 50 feet of the project.  
6.
ASSESSOR’S OFFICE: Assessor Clerk Position
Michael Fogarty, Sole Assessor for the Town of Newburgh, is requesting that the position of Assessor Clerk be reestablished in the Assessor Office. Mr. Fogarty is requesting to start the process of canvassing to fill this position. 

Supervisor Booth said the title of Assessor Clerk is the same grade and pay rate as the Clerk title. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to authorize Supervisor Booth to change Mary Butler’s title of Clerk to Assessor Clerk. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

2011 Camp Fees

Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation and Conservation, came before the Town Board. He said the current Chadwick Lake camp rate is $115.00 for residents and $125.00 for non-residents. 

Supervisor Booth said the Town is going to increase the number of camps this year.  

Mr. Petrillo said the camp was full last year for all of the sessions. The Town asked to expand the camp by 45 people, which would require 5 additional counselors to comply with the county’s rule. The camp will need additional buses for the weekly trips. Mr. Petrillo said the number of residents who attended the camp last year was 889 and there were 148 non-residents. He is proposing to increase the camp fees for residents to $120.00 per week and non-residents to $140.00 per week. Mr. Petrillo said the Town of Newburgh is below the cost of all surrounding camps.  

Councilman Piaquadio asked if the increase Mr. Petrillo is suggesting will pay for the additional counselors and buses needed for the camp. 

Councilwoman Greene said the Town would be able to pay for the additional councilors and buses at the old rate. The increase would allow the Town to add additional activities and trips for the camp. 

The Town Board discussed the weekly charge for the non-residents verses residents.

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey that the weekly 2011 Camp Chadwick weekly fees will be $120.00 for Town of Newburgh residents and $150.00 for non-residents. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

T Shirts: Sealed Bid Request

Mr. Petrillo is requesting that the Town Board establish a sealed bid quotation to purchase T-shirts for the 2011 program year. He said the Recreation Department purchased 3,370 T-shirts for the 2010 programs at a cost of $9,317.34. 

Councilman Piaquadio said the lowest bidder for the 2010 T-shirt bid was submitted by an out of state bidder.

Mr. Petrillo said he was satisfied with the Arkansas company’s quality, price and shipping time. Their bid was 30 and 40 cents cheaper per shirt than any other bid submitted. 

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town of Newburgh, said the notice of bid invitation has five different print types with five different bids. He asked to have this portion of the bid clarified. 

The Town Board discussed the options. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to add # 9 to the bid package which stated “The Town will use a weighted average of the four separate bids for print types plus the screen charge to determine the lowest bidder. Bidders must submit prices for all four types. The weighting will be based on the percentage each print type comprised of the total shirts purchased by the Town during the 
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previous year. The “l color front screen only” print type makes up the largest percentage of the shirts the Town orders. The time and date of the bid opening will be set by the Town Clerk. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

(Add On) PLANNING BOARD: Amended Subdivision, Site Plan Architectural Review and Lot Line Changes

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said the Planning Board is inquiring about the application fees for amended subdivision approvals for applicants who are coming back to the Planning Board for an amended approval of a project that has gone through the Planning Board process and has a Resolution of Approval for their project. At present the Town’s fee structure does not address amended applications. Mr. Taylor is suggesting a 20 percent charge of the initial charge of the application. The Architectural Review Amendment is another fee that must be considered. 

Councilwoman Greene asked if there will be a charge every time an applicant makes a change. 


Mr. Taylor suggested that the Planning Board Chairperson would determine if there would be a fee for changes made after the amended approval was given. 


The Town Board Members asked to have the Planning Board and their attorney review the changes and submit their comments. 

Councilwoman Greene said the water meters and the remotes used by the Town were in existence before 1978 and the manufacturer is no longer going to manufacture the remotes. She asked the Town Board to consider what they are going to do about future purchases. 


Mr. Taylor said there was a determination made by our court that the Town Code, as drafted, requires that lot line changes are treated and considered as subdivisions. This poses two consequences. The first is administratively the Planning Board has to go through the public hearing process and be treated as a subdivision. The applicant has to pay the application fees and do the proper notifications. The seconded is vesting right approvals. The Planning Board Chairman has asked if the Town Board will authorize a change in the Town Code to allow the Planning Board to consider the applications.  

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to authorize Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, to draft a Local Law to revise the amended subdivision, site plan architectural review and lot line changes. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.
