       and Consultants for their collective help in achieving the 2019 accomplishments 

       listed below:

· Town property taxes were kept below the 2% State Tax Cap resulting in a

1% increase to the tax payers and allowed the Town to maintain its

Moody rating of Aa-2 which means that the town has a high quality credit worthiness and is a low credit risk.
· The Independent Audit by RBT indicated no improper accounting practices.

· The Town Board will continue to keep a balance between services to the

property owner while minimizing taxes.

· The Town Board offered a retirement incentive for those employees eligible

to retire. This incentive resulted in the retirement of three employees which,

in turn, created openings within the town and promotions.

· The Town negotiated a cell tower lease with Sprint on Town Property

· The Town Clerk’s Office implemented credit card payment for dog license renewal, Fishing and Hunting Licenses along with the sale of E-Z pass devices.
· The Town made security upgrades to the computer network including the purchase

of a new computer server with estimated capacity to last the town until 2030.

· The Town purchased the Anchorage property which is the only land adjoining the Hudson River for future recreational purposes and for securing the rights to a well 
site capable of producing 500,000 gallons a day of clean water.
· The Town established weight limits on Delaware Road and Neversink Drive.
· The Town Board has commenced work on a Tree Preservation Law. Councilman

Presutti is the driving force behind this local law.
· The Police Department hired three full time Police Officers, three part time Police Officers, and one full time Police dispatcher.
· The Town participated in the stop DWI program.
· The Town partnered with Orange County to supply all new emergency radios at no cost to the Town.
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· The Highway Department purchased two large trucks for plowing.
· The Highway Department also purchased a previously owned “Grade All”

which saved the Town over $10,000.00.

· The Highway Department repaved over five miles of road including Oak Street 
which was the last unpaved road in the Town of Newburgh.
· The Town donated $3,500.00 to Mill House from tourism monies the Town secured 
through Orange County.

· The Town witnessed the completion of improvements to the intersection of

Gidney Avenue and Gardnertown Road including the installation of a much needed traffic signal.
· The Town had requested a traffic study from Orange County for the intersection of 
New Road and Fostertown Road. The traffic study resulted in the installation of solar stop signs.
· The Town had requested that the New York State Department of Transportation

(NYSDOT) conduct a traffic study at the intersection of Little Britain Road and Old Little Britain Road. As a result of the study, the NYSDOT has committed to the installation of a traffic signal.
· The Town requested a traffic study from the NYSDOT be conducted for the 9W corridor to help the flow of traffic.

· The Police Department continues to installed speed sensors at various locations within the town. This technology tracks the speed of vehicles to help the Police with enforcement and the Town will continue this program to add more speed sensors at
additional locations.

· The Town has received the following grants in 2019:
1. $330,000 for North Fletcher Drive Water Main Extension
2. $300,000 for the Meadow Hill South Water Infrastructure Repairs
3. $10,000 for the DARE Program and the Junior Police Academy
4. $1,800,000 for Improvements to Chadwick Lake Treatment Plant
5. $50,000 to the Police K9 Program
6. $9,954 to the Justice Court for New Door Access System

7. $195,000 for Improvements to Roseton Sewer Treatment Plant
8. $200,000 through Senator Skoufis for the Town’s Senior Recreation Center

9. $250,000 for modifications to 21 Hudson Plaza which will house Code 

Compliance and Animal Control Administration by March, 2020
· The Town Board will continue to vigorously maintain the Town Buildings from 
floors to the roofs to protect the tax payers’ assets.
