C. Authorization to Hire Parking Enforcement Officer

8. VEHICLE AND TRAFFIC:  Local Law Adding Stop Intersections on Carter Avenue

Supervisor Booth distributed a Local Law proposal for stop signs on Carter Avenue to the Town Board. He asked the Board Members to review the information and the recent traffic study. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked who conducted the traffic study.

Supervisor Booth said the Town of Newburgh’s Highway Department did the study over an extended period of time with the counter system. This system does the time, speed and the amount of vehicles that pass through an area through specific dates and also gives the total for the day. There was a counter placed at the intersections of Leslie Road, Brooker Drive and Lattintown Road. 

Supervisor Booth said after the Town Board reviews this material he will ask Mr. Taylor to prepare a Local Law and conduct a public hearing regarding this matter. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if the traffic committee has been brought up to date with what has been done. 
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Supervisor Booth said the residents in the area have given him a petition asking the Town to investigate this matter. 

Councilman Piaquadio suggested putting a traffic counter on Fleetwood Drive.   

9. BOARD OF ELECTIONS:  Payback for 2012 Primaries and Election

Town Clerk Zarutskie said the Town of Newburgh has received a bill submitted by County Executive Edward Diana for the payback of the 2012 elections. The bill was in the amount of $105,644.58. The Town of Newburgh budgeted $77,275.00 for the year 2012. There were four separate primaries and a general election in 2012, therefore the amount budgeted is insufficient. 

It is Town Clerk Zarutskie’s opinion that the system has to be revised and he volunteered to write a letter to Albany expressing his objections. 

Supervisor Booth said the dates for the primaries were set by the State and the function was set by the County. The Town had no say in what the process would be. This is an unfunded mandate. 

Councilwoman Greene stated a voucher is needed before this bill can be paid. It is her opinion that our Legislators should look into this matter and see if these bills can be brought under control. 

Councilman Piaquadio has concerns that the 2012 bill is double what the 2011 was.

Supervisor Booth will write a letter to Senator Larkin and Assemblyman Skartados stating the Board’s objections. All of the Town Board Members agreed. 

Councilman Piaquadio suggested seeing what surrounding Towns were charged for the 2012 primaries and elections.  

10. ENGINEERING:  

A.  Laurie Lane Road Improvement District Benefit Unit Assessment Formula
At the public hearing for converting all of Laurie Lane Road to a Town road there were comments concerning the fees from residents who lived on the portion of Laurie Lane that is already a Town road. Mr. Osborne was asked by Supervisor Booth to do benefit formulas that would accommodate those residents. Below is the assignment of Benefit Units for the Laurie Lane Road Improvement District.

· All lots that have no frontage on the existing Town road, either dedicated or by use, shall be assessed one Benefit Unit.

· All lots that have frontage on the existing Town road, either dedicated or by use, in excess of zero feet but less than 100 percent of any single front yard line shall be assessed one-half a Benefit Unit. 

Councilman Woolsey asked how many people living on the road will be affected by this formula.

Mr. Osborne said there are two. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Benefit Units for the Laurie Lane Road Improvement District, drafted in the memorandum dated January 11, 2013, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, as listed above. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

B. NYCDEP Delaware Aqueduct Tunnel Repair, Letter of Agreement for Water Service
New York City has been evaluating their design to reduce the time the Delaware Aqueduct is shut down. NYCDEP has revised its water demand projections based on changes in the design of the tunnel repair which lowered its instantaneous demand from 725 gallons per minute to 300 gallons per minute lowering the Water 1 / Water 2 Equivalency Charges by 41.4 of the original estimate. The water usage charge falls within the Town’s current rate structure. The estimated daily usage would be 72,000 gallons per day with a quarterly usage of 6,552,000. The annual cost is $115,315.00. 
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Mr. Osborne asked the Town Board Members to review the proposed Letter of Agreement with terms for the Town of Newburgh to sell water to the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and any contractor in connection with the construction work for the DEP in Water for the Future (WFF) that is in their folder. The agreement has been reviewed by himself, Mark Taylor, the attorney for the Town and a DEP attorney. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if a meter will be used to measure the water being used by the DEP for the tunnel repair. 

Mr. Osborne said there will be a meter located in a pump station at the property line. 

The water demand charge in this agreement is based on the 2013 principal and payments. If the Town Board may want to consider bonding any further water project. The anticipated duration of this contract is seven years. 

Mr. Osborne said he will print out the latest version of the agreement and put it in the Board Members baskets for their review. This matter will be brought back to the Tuesday, January 22, 2013 Town Board Meeting. 

C. West Stone Street Sewer Extension Agreement for Crescent Ave. Sewage Pump Station
Mr. Osborne said an outline of an agreement was presented to the Town Board. The agreement is encompassed under # 4 of the Town Undertakings and # 5 of the City of Newburgh’s Undertakings (see attached).  Mr. Taylor drafted the remaining agreement which was given to Corporate Council in the City of Newburgh. They reviewed the agreement and submitted their comments which were taken under consideration and incorporated into the agreement. 

Mr. Taylor said the City of Newburgh is required to provide insurance for the work that is done on the sewer station. Upon the completion of the project the City of Newburgh will pay their prorated share.

Councilwoman Greene asked when the completion date is for this project.

Mr. Osborne said the plans and specs for this project system are in the DEC’s office waiting for approval. The Town will go out to bid for the project as soon as possible. Mr. Osborne will meet with an engineer at the site and is expecting a proposal hopefully in the next 10 to 12 days. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Resolution of the Town of Newburgh authorizing the Execution by the Supervisor on behalf of the Town of Newburgh Amendment No.1 to Intermunicipal Sewer Agreement between the City of Newburgh and the Town of Newburgh. D. Parke Lane at Newburgh Cost Estimate of Off Site Improvements

Mr. Osborne said this cost estimate is for the off-site roadway/intersection improvements for the Parke Lane at Newburgh. The cost estimate was prepared by John Meyer Consulting, PC. The Town Board required these improvements when the developer applied for their driveway separation waiver. They will reconfigure the Stewart Avenue Extension intersection with a curb and an island. The hydrant in the driveway will be relocated.

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the request dated January 11, 2013, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, for the cost estimate for the off-site roadway/intersection improvements for Parke Lane at Newburgh in the amount of $40,000.00 and an additional $1,615.00 to cover the cost As-Built Drawings. Prior to undertaking this work, the developer must procure a Highway Work Permit and a Water Connection Permit for the Town and post the required security. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

D. Interfund Transfer for Water Meters
James Osborne, Engineer for the Town, said John Platt, Commissioner of Public Works, is asking to transfer $150,000.00 from the Inter-Fund Transfer Line to a Capital Project for the water meter replacement. The Town is currently looking to purchase 300 plus meters for installation in homes located in Meadow Hill South and Meadow Hill North. These two areas are still using meters installed in the 1960’s. 

Councilwoman Greene and Councilman Woolsey are in favor of this project. 

Councilwoman Greene said a lot of houses in this area do not have outside remotes therefore these properties have estimated water bills. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if the new meters are given to new construction.

Mr. Osborne replied yes and also there have been 300 to 400 meters installed at problem account sites.

15. CERTIORARI SETTLEMENTS:

A.  LKD Realty Corp.  (Assembly Way/Governor Drive)
Mr. Taylor said this parcel is located in the Stewart Industrial Park and consists of two industrial buildings located on land owned by NYS DOT.

The settlement provides for a reduction in the assessed value for 2011 by $233,600.00 from $2,245,000.00 to $2,011,400.00 and for 2012 by $40,370.00 from $2,245,000.00 to $2,204,630.00. The refund liability for the Town, not including special districts and the fire district, will be approximately $3,134.40.
