Consultant, Charles T. Brown, PE, of Talcott Engineering Design presented to the             

Town Board a request from Mr. Ruggiero regarding zoning concerns on his property which is surrounded by commercial lots.  Supervisor Piaquadio attended an informational meeting that was held at the Legion Hall with Mr. Ruggiero’s surrounding neighbors who expressed concerns with the drainage issues and whether their taxes would be going              up (if that was the case, the neighbors stated that they are not interested).  Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor asked that Mr. Brown prepare an EAF on long form and include the two parcels of land with a description.   The Town Board could then move forward with the zoning request for Mr. Ruggiero and a Public Hearing can then be scheduled.
Councilman Ruggiero rejoined the meeting at 7:17 p.m.
7. GARDNER RIDGE: Senior Component
Darren Doce from Vincent Doce Associates made a presentation to the Town Board  regarding the Gardner Ridge Project (Planning Board Project Number 2002-29; Section 75, Block 1, Lot 4.12).  The project was revised to consist of 108 non-senior apartments and 36 senior citizen apartments which previously consisted of 90 non-senior townhomes and 30 senior citizen apartments.  A Planning Board review is now being requested to review the Gardner Ridge Project under the gross density provisions of Section 185-48.B.4.  Projects consisting of a mix of non-senior and senior multiple dwelling units allows a density of nine units per usable acres as long as 1/3 of the bonus units are devoted to senior citizen housing (there is sixteen useable acres on the site).
Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor requested that the Planning Board write to the Town Board stating that they have reviewed the amended plan and agree to grant the density provisions.
