Megan Fitzpatrick, reporter from the Sentinel, led the pledge to the flag. Councilwoman Greene asked everyone to please think of Bud Fisher, from Balmville, who is ill, in their moment of silence.

ADDITIONAL ITEMS FOR AGENDA

There were no additional items or deletions.

4.
APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the audit in the amount of $2,402,194.40 with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

5.
OLD SOUTH PLANK ROAD CULERT REPLACEMENT: Discussion


Darrell Benedict, Highway Superintendent and Mr. Gary Gaydos, of Old South Plank Road, came before the Board. 


Supervisor Booth said the culvert located between Route 300 and Waring Road has been closed for over one year due to unsafe conditions. It was not put out to bid last year because the stream has to be dewatered and there was not enough time to prepare the specifications. This culvert has water and sewer running through it. 


James Osborne. Town Engineer, said: “Due to the deterioration of the deck and beam support on the north side of the culvert, the culvert was determined to be unsafe. The section of Old South Plank Road utilizing the culvert was closed to all traffic. The Town engaged Clark Patterson Lee to prepare an evaluation of replacement options and to prepare cost estimates for each of the options.”   

A report on the replacement options was submitted to the Town Board in July of 2008. The report identified two options for the replacement of the existing deteriorated culvert as follows:


1.     Three sided concrete culvert                        $511,500.00


2.      Four sided concrete box culvert                    434,700.00


(see attached)
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The replacement of the existing culvert is complicated by the fact that the stream bisects the road on a skewed angle and because there are existing utilities that need to be relocated. 


At this point, if the Town Board decides to move forward with this project, the following steps must be undertaken and completed:

1. Complete a SEQRA review of the proposed project.

2. Establish financing for the project depending on the selected alternative.

3. Complete the design engineering necessary to bid the project.

4. Bid and award a construction contract for the culvert replacement.

Supervisor Booth said the Board did look at alternatives, such as replacing the decking and replacing the I beams. The headwall presents a problem because the east wall has extensive deterioration and is starting to collapse. This culvert also has sewer and water running through it. Supervisor Booth said this road is used as a shortcut and he discussed the map that is attached. The changes discussed would require a local law. 
Councilman Bello asked how this project will be funded. 

Supervisor Booth said it will have to be bonded or there might be multi-modal money available. 
Councilman Woolsey asked about the bridge on Waring Road. 
Supervisor Booth said Waring Road is a smaller project. He considered having an engineer look at the project and submit a design. He said as long as the head walls are reusable the Highway Department can replace the I beams and the decking.  

Councilwoman Greene asked if the water and sewer pipes are attached to the culvert or do they run underground.  
James Osborne said they are attached in the culvert above the stream.
Councilman Woolsey asked if the engineering costs were included in the cost of the project. 

Mr. Osborne said the engineering costs for Old South Plank Road were included in the cost, but the engineering cost for Waring Road are not in the cost estimate.

Councilwoman Greene asked if the Town look into a Bailey Bridge.

Supervisor Booth said the Town did look into having the bridge built at a different location. The problem is the head walls would cut off some of the existing driveways. 

Councilwoman Greene asked Mark Taylor for his opinion.

Mr. Taylor said everything is straight forward. He suggested having an informational meeting for the public before the public hearing date is set. 

Mr. Taylor asked if the cost of the raised walkways was included in Highway’s budget or will it be added to the cost. 

Supervisor Booth said the sidewalks would be considered road improvements. This project has to be done under dry conditions which limits when this project can be done. 
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Mr. Taylor asked Mr. Osborne if easements are necessary for this project. 

Mr. Osborne said they have not been identified yet because that is part of the design process. 

Mr. Taylor asked if easements were needed would they be permanent, just for  construction, or both. 

Mr. Osborne said if they are needed they will probably be permanent. 

Mr. Taylor asked Mr. Gaydos, if a permanent easement was required by the Town for a wing wall, would he be willing to grant the easement to the Town. 

Mr. Gaydos said he did not see why not. 

Councilman Piaquadio said the perfect time to do this project would be when the residents of  Orange Lake have the lake drained to do repairs to their docks.
Councilwoman Greene suggested talking to Jay Cappolla, from the Orange Lake Homeowners Association, to coordinate a time to do this project. 
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the four sided concrete box culvert design alternative for Old South Plank Road. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

LINCOLN AVENUE: Mitchetti Property
Ken Lytle, from Zen Design Consultants, and Rich Mitchetti, the owner of the Lincoln Avenue property, came before the Board. Mr. Lytle said that Mr. Mitchetti is interested in purchasing half of the 40 foot paper street located on the eastern side of Mr. Mitchetti’s property. Valuation Consultants, Inc. appraised the 20’ wide strip of property at $8,000.00. Due to the poor economy and the storm that touched down and destroyed the building where his business was previously located, caused him great financial setbacks. He is proposing to purchase the property for $1,500.00. Mr. Fogarty, Town Assessor, has estimated the increase in the Mitchetti’s property tax would be $500.00 per year. The Town would be paid back the entire amount from the original appraisal in 13 years. 
Supervisor Booth said the Town set a standard for the sale of this type of property in the Town.  

Mr. Taylor said the New York State Constitution states that municipalities have to receive fair market value when transferring municipal property. The fact that there will be property tax revenues does not equate to the Town obtaining the fair market value. 
Supervisor Booth suggested asking the Assessor what the appraisal of this property would be if the Town kept a permanent utility easement on the property.

Councilman Bello said the $8,000.00 appraisal was done on behalf of the applicant. He suggested that the Town have an appraisal done. 

Supervisor Booth said the appraisal was done by a licensed appraiser. He asked the applicant the reason they wanted to buy this property. 
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Mr. Lytle said the applicant was thinking in terms of down the road. He does not have any current plans for the property. 

The Board asked Mr. Mitchetti to have an appraisal done on the property that  give the Town a permanent utility easement.
