Meeting called to order at 6:59 p.m.

1. ROLL CALL
The results of the roll call appear above.

2.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG  

Anthony Zambrotta, of Orange Lake, led the pledge to the flag.

3. MOMENT OF SILENCE

4. CHANGES TO AGENDA

There were no changes to this agenda. 
5.
APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve this audit in the amount of $2,393,023.72 with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene said there is a voucher in the amount of $40,373.46 from Orange County Board of Elections for the 2011 elections and primaries in this audit. 

Town Clerk Zarutskie said this year there will be a Special Election to fill the vacancy in the Assembly on March 20th, a Presidential Primary on April 24th, and a Federal Primary on June 26th. The Town will be presented with a bill for three elections in the next five months.

6. ADULT ENTERTAINMENT BUSINESS:  Negative Secondary Effects 

       Study
Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said Supervisor Booth had consulted with him and advised him that the Town Board should begin an examination of the negative secondary effects of adult or sexually oriented uses and the recommended uses in the Town of Newburgh’s Comprehensive Plan. Mr. Taylor’s colleague Jeffrey Sculley has prepared a memorandum addressed to the Town Board that provides guidance for the performance of the examination and several studies that were preformed by other municipalities on the secondary effects were included. The effects are listed in the memorandum that was prepared by Mr. Sculley, Assistant Attorney for the Town. (See attached)

Mr. Taylor said the Board should review each of the studies, date and initial the index when they have reviewed each of the studies. It is important that each Board Member make a determination on each study and its effect on the secondary effects.  

Supervisor Booth will schedule a meeting to discuss the Boards reviews of the studies. Jeffrey Sculley will be in attendance at that meeting.   
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7. GOV DEALS:   New York State Office of General Services

Supervisor Booth said the Town Board discussed retaining the services of Gov Deals to sell the Town’s surplus materials at the December 28, 2011 Audit Work Shop Meeting. Mr. Booth said he and Jacquelyn Calarco, the Town Accountant, have looked into other companies who perform the same services as Gov Deals, but they did not provide the quality of service that Gov Deals does. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve Option B submitted by GovDeals that states the client pays a 5% fee and the winning bidder pays a 7.5% buyers premium. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

DISCUSSION: Supervisor Booth said he will ask James LaColla, Head Mechanic, to compile a list of surplus vehicles.

8. ALL GRANITE AND MARBLE CORPORATION:

A. Outside User Request---Crossroads Sewer District
Supervisor Booth said this site is adjacent to the Pepsi Cola Newburgh Bottling Company on Tarr Road and the former Maroney site. Dominic Cordisco, owner of All Granite and Marble Corp, is currently pursuing approvals to construct a 39,133 square foot two-story building for granite fabrication and sales. They are requesting an outside user agreement for the Crossroads Sewer District. 

James Osborne, Engineer for the Town of Newburgh, said this lot is part of the original Brook Trust Commercial Sub-Division which included seven lots. Six of the lots are off of Pepsi Way. The lot that is requesting an outside user agreement is located off of Tarr Road. A previous Town Board had granted an outside user status to the sub-division and each of the lots were going to request outside use when they were developed. Mr. Osborne, upon Town Board Autorotation, will calculate the required outside user fee and forward the information to Mark Taylor, the Attorney for the Town, for the preparation of a Town Agreement.

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the request dated January 24, 2012, submitted by Dominic Cordisco, owner of All Granite and Marble Corp., an outside user to the Crossroads Sewer District. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey. 

DISCUSSION: Mark Taylor said All Granite & Marble Corp. will pay the fee calculated for the use. The approval will be subject to the standard conditions that the Town Board has imposed on other outside user status.  

Mr. Osborne said All Granite & Marble Corp has to execute the outside user agreement within three years, if not they will have to request the outside user agreement again. 

Councilman Piaquadio questioned if there was a working fire hydrant located in the vicinity of Pepsi Way.

Mr. Osborne said that the hydrant was requested by the Good Will Fire Department when Pepsi expanded their building and is operating.

10. ENGINEERING:

A. Mid Hudson II – Outside User Request:  Crossroads Sewer District
James Osborne, Engineer for the Town of Newburgh, said Mid-Hudson II, also know as Michalski, is requesting outside user status. The property owner had originally requested and received outside user status in March 2006 which expired in 2009.

The project is a single structure with three uses. There is a 1,412 square foot bank and two 2,998 square foot restaurants. The proposed sewer service line crosses two pieces of private property before connecting to the Town’s manhole on Route 32. He has suggested that the easement agreements for those property owners be submitted to Mr. Taylor.  

MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to approve the request dated January 30, 2012, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, to enter into an outside user agreement (P.B. Project No. 2011-24) with Mid-Hudson II (Michalski) subject to the review and approval of the two easement agreements for the connection line as well as the standard conditions. The outside user fee for this project is calculated to be $13,510.00 which is based on 193 benefit units. The payment of the outside user fee is to be made per the terms of the agreement. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene asked if there will be any cost to the Town for this connection.

Mr. Osborne said this is a private sewer service and there will be no cost to the Town of Newburgh.
