C.S.E.A. CONTRACT APPROVAL 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to authorize Supervisor Booth to sign the C.S.E.A. contract upon completion, seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

DISCUSSION: Supervisor Booth stated that recently the Town Board and the C.S.E.A. membership approved the Fact Finder’s results. The Town Board and Supervisor Booth are waiting for the C.S.E.A. to complete the final version of the contract so it can be signed by Supervisor Booth.


Supervisor Booth thanked Councilman Woolsey and Councilman Benedict for all their hard work during the negotiations. He stated the process took longer than both sides would have liked, but everyone is glad that things have come to a successful completion. He is eager to move forward with both bargaining units. Supervisor Booth also stated that there was a Special Meeting on January 18, 2007 to disclose publicly the results of the fact finder’s report for the C.S.E.A. collective bargaining contract. The C.S.E.A. contract was read in its entirety. The Town provided the opportunity to all members of the bargaining unit the ability to attend this meeting to assure that everyone was able to hear the results first hand so there would be no mistakes in its translation. The contract went into effect on January 18, 2007, when the C.S.E.A. union members voted on the contract.

P.B.A. MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT APPROVAL


MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the P.B.A. Memorandum of Agreement, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.


DISCUSSION: Supervisor Booth stated a Police Benevolent Association agreement has been reached. Within the Memorandum of Agreement there is a three year package with 4 % pay increase for the year 2006, a new five year step program for the year 2007, a 4% pay increase for the year 2008, member participation for insurance payments for new members, new longevity rates and the most important for the Town are the following: compliance for Palm Scanning, sick leave monitoring, a drug policy and testing plan. 

Supervisor Booth thanked Councilman Piaquadio for all his hard work and his diligence with helping the P.B.A. President, the P.B.A. Vice President and himself reach a conclusion.

PUBLIC HEARING:  Colden Park Sewer District Bond Authorization


Supervisor Booth asked Andrew Zarutskie, Town Clerk, if all the proper notices and posting have been done at this time. Mr. Zarutskie replied the Colden Park Sewer District Bond Notice has been posted on the bulletin board since January 16, 2007, a legal advertisement was in the Sentinel on January 16, 2007 and the Mid Hudson Times on January 17, 2007. This is within the time frame prescribed by law. Supervisor Booth stated a letter from his office was sent to each individual resident living in Colden Park to notify them of this meeting.


MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to open the Public Hearing for the Colden Park Sewer District Bond Authorization, motion seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

VOTE: Councilman Woolsey –yes; Councilman Benedict—absent; Councilman Piaquadio—yes; Councilwoman Greene—yes; Supervisor Booth—yes.

Motion passed 4 yes; 0 no; 1 absent.

DISCUSSION: Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, stated this is a public hearing pursuant to New York State Town Law. During the Public Hearing the Board will consider comments as to whether it is in the public interest for the Town Board to proceed in authorizing the project for the Colden Park Sewer District. Mr. Taylor stated that James Osborne, Town Engineer, is present and has prepared a document which describes the project. Following the close of the Public Hearing the Town Board will consider two resolutions.

1. The project is in the Public interest.

2. Authorize the financing of the project through bonds in the amount of $550,000.00, which is the total estimated cost of the project.

 Mr. Taylor stated that all four Board members present at this meeting must vote in favor in order for the Bond to pass.

James Osborne, Town Engineer, stated that since the mid 90’s the Town has been intermittently inspecting the condition of the sewer mains in Colden Park through the use of T.V. cameras. 


Through the last T.V. inspection, which was conducted in 2004, and which completed inspection of about 50% of the sewers, the consultant had identified approximately $200,000.00 worth of repairs for the sewer district. The Town has to complete the T.V. inspection of the remaining 45-50% of the sewers. The fact that we do not have T.V. inspection of those lines has made it difficult to project what the final cost will be. As a result the cost has been estimated to be conservative. The Colden Park Sewer District consists of 6000 linear feet of 8 inch sewer main, 42 manholes, a sewage pumping station and approximately 1800 hundred linear feet of 8 inch force main, which is connected to the 

Crossroad Sewer District. Looking back at the T.V. inspections that were completed the consultant identified several types of repairs that need to be done. Some of those repairs require excavation and repair of the sewer. There are approximately 130 linear feet on Linden Drive that has been identified for full replacement. There are several areas that are identified for point repairs, which require excavation. The consultant has also identified several trenchless technologies that will be used to repair minor defects in the sewer main. Based on the Town’s Board instructions Mr. Osborne looked at the history of repairs that have been identified. He projected forward to come up with an estimate for all the repairs that might be anticipated for the public portion of the sewer main in Colden Park. The first step in completing the repairs is to complete the T.V. inspection of the remaining 45 – 50% of the sewer main. It is his hope this work will be done in March when leaks are less prominent. It is estimated to complete the T.V. inspection will cost about $15,000.00. The next step will be to identify the full extent of the sewer repairs, which fall into two categories excavating repairs and trenchless technology repairs. Based on what has been seen to date they are estimating that excavation point repairs will cost a total of $75,000.00. The estimated budget for sewer main replacement is $50,000.00. Trenchless technology repairs are repairs that can be accomplished without digging up the road. There are four major components of the trenchless technology repairs:

1. joint testing and sealing.


2. liner repair  

3. sealing leaking service connections 


4. manhole rehabilitation


The total estimated cost for the trenchless technology repairs for this project is about $280,000.00. This brings the total cost of the sewer repairs to $410,000.00. Engineering, financial and legal administrative costs will be needed. At this point contingencies will be needed and 35 % has been added bringing the total estimated cost up to $550,000.00. Based 
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on that cost they have also undertaken an analysis of what the financial impact will be and bonding the cost over a 20 year period at an interest rate of approximately 5% will result in a 

20 year bond payment of $55,000.00. That translates to approximately $200.00 per household per year for the lifetime of the bond.

Councilman Woolsey inquired as to whether work could be started on the sections that have already been inspected by the camera while the remaining portions are being inspected.

Mr. Osborne stated the impact would be that the contractors will end up going out for two contracts for the same type of repair.

Councilman Piaquadio inquired as to when the repairs will start. Mr. Osborne estimated April May 2007.

Andrew Brew, Westwood Dr. had several concerns:


1. The property in the back of Colden Park and the possibility of selling the acreage to offset the bond issue. 


2. How the figure of $550,000.00 came about was it from bids or is it from estimates that James Osborne, Town Engineer, came up with. 

3. He thanked Supervisor Booth for the letter sent to residents informing them that the Colden Park Sewer District Bond authorization was going to be discussed at this meeting.


4. He wanted to know if the Board was going to vote on this issue tonight or is it still up for discussion.


5. He would like to see the water lines replaced at the same time as the sewer lines.


6. He inquired as to whether the Drury Lane Project will pick up any of these costs.


The response Supervisor Booth had to Mr. Brew’s questions was:

1. The property behind Linden Drive, where the pump station is will not be discussed tonight.  What the Board wants to decide tonight is it, in fact, in the Public interest to authorize this bond for repairs that are necessary for the sewer district and to resurface the roads. It is the Board’s intent to meet at a later date with the members of the Colden Park Sewer District to discuss the financial options of selling the property and consolidation with Cross Roads. At that time they will give all the numbers of the appraisals and what benefits the consolidation would provide as far as reducing rates. This project has been on going for several years and the Board debated how to finance this project. 

An appraisal of the property was done with a zoning change of R3 and then as R2. It was also appraised as an R1, to see how it would financially benefit the Colden Park Sewer District. There were also debates as to whether or not the property should be kept as open air space. Supervisor Booth stated the bottom line is the Colden Park Sewer is in need of repair.  

The $550,000.00 cost is a bond authorization. The Town has to stay within the amount authorized for the bond. They can spend less than the bond amount but they can not spend more than what the bond is authorized at tonight.


Peter Orsino, 16 Flamingo Drive, inquired as to whether the new bond would be added to the existing 1996 bond that is already in place. He would like to see the property sold behind Colden Park.

Supervisor Booth responded that the amount to be paid per year will be $142.00 for the 1996 bond and $200.00 a year for the new bond. The total amount per year will be $342.00.


Stephanie Tighe, 64 Westwood Drive, would like to see the water lines replaced at the same time as the sewer lines, then put in new roads.


Ms. Tighe had a question for Jim Osborne, Town Engineer, as to what the life expectancy of repairs to the sewer system versus full replacement and what the cost differential would be. 


Mr. Osborn’s response was 100 % replacement would probably run $200.00 a linear foot and would be between one and a half to two million dollars. 

John Ward, 8 Windwood Drive, wanted to know what guarantees the residents have that the repairs are adequately being done. Mr. Osborne stated the trenchless technology is really identifying and targeting the weak points in the sewer main, which are the joints, the lateral connection. All of these repairs will be accomplished without structural repair to the pipe. Mr. Osborne can not guarantee but feels this is the most cost effective way to do these repairs. 
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Helena Giunta, 74 Westwood Drive.

Mr. Osborne, Town Engineer, stated one of the things to keep in mind is the public sewer system is about 800 linear feet. Then add up all of the forty foot runs to each individual home, which are not under the Town’s direct control and there is about 6000 linear feet of private sewer main in the Colden Park Development. If you do not address the laterals you are looking at about a thirty to forty percent reduction in I & I. 


Supervisor Booth stated as far as residents with sump pumps emptying into the sewer system,  there is not a shared system. The drains and storm water should not be emptied into the sewer system. The only way the Town would know if residents are emptying their sump pumps into the system is if someone reports it. He said with the storm drains being put into place, the homeowners will be able to have their sump pumps empty into the drains, which will help with sewer costs. 


The road repairs are financed by the whole town. Supervisor Booth has met with Mr. Benedict, Highway Superintendent, and Mr. Woolsey to schedule the road work. 


Mr. Brew stated he would like to see a consensus of opinion from the people of Colden Park who attended this meeting. The question he wanted answered was should they move forward or should they wait until some of the questions asked at this meeting were addressed.

Supervisor Booth asked the Board if they wanted to see a show of hands on the Bond Issue.


Councilwoman Greene stated she would like to see the bond issue move forward and take into consideration the input that was discussed tonight. She would like to work with the people of Colden Park to see if there are ways to alleviate some of the costs of the Bond. Councilwoman Greene stated that it takes so long to do the specs and bids for this type of project that she would like the Bond papers in the works. She would like to move forward with the Bond and work with the people of Colden Park to cut the costs. She thanked everyone from Colden Park for coming to tonight’s meeting.

Supervisor Booth asked the audience if they had any objections to the Board moving forward with doing the repairs, and also taking into consideration all of the things that have been mentioned at this meeting. No one commented. He then asked if anyone had any objection to the Board moving forward with doing the repairs to the sewer lines. No one commented. He then stated that it is unanimous that everyone here feels that this works needs to be done. Supervisor Booth stated that letters will be sent to all the Colden Park residents when a meeting is scheduled to discuss further the financing of the project. Supervisor Booth thanked everyone for coming. 

Councilman Piaquadio stated that things he heard tonight were very valid and he will look into all the comments and letters presented at this meeting. He stated the sewer lines in Colden Park are over forty years old and the Town is going to go over the sewer lines thoroughly and do its best on the repairs that are going to be done. To replace instead of repair this system would raise the Bond considerably. Councilman Piaquadio wanted to look into the possibility that he shared with Mr. Orsino of selling the property behind Colden Park and use that money to pay off the old bond or refinance to pay the old bond off. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to close the public hearing meeting at 8:52 P.M., seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.
