16.  PUBLIC COMMENTS


 Sandra Kissam from Union Avenue, Nora Galgardo from Pressler Road and Alan 

       Crawford from Mountain View Avenue made a presentation on the proposed               

       Pilgrim Pipelines which will run from Albany, New York to Linden, New Jersey for                   

       a total length of 178 miles.   Ms. Kissam appreciated the opportunity to present                          

       to the Town Board and get their consideration to pass the Resolution banning the      

       Pilgrim Pipelines.  She also wanted to thank all those who attended the meeting.
       Cronomer Valley Assistant Chief Rob Dorrmann had some concerns that he wanted                  

       to address such as: Who is going to train the firemen and who will be paying for the 

       training that will be required?, Who will supply the equipment and what will the response 

       time be?  Mr. Dorrmann also asked that all fire departments in the district be included       

       on all notes. 
       Jonathan Ridgeway from Plattekill reported that he has spoken to Mr. Doroso from 
       Pilgrim Pipeline and asked if the Pilgrim Pipeline will be willing to provide resources for 
       training and equipment in case of an emergency.  The response he received was that    

       the people of the Towns would need to look out for themselves and can’t expect any 
       help.  There is a strong opposition with regard to the Pilgrim Pipeline and would be an 
       imminent threat to our people within our community.
       Norma Constable from Route 300 stated that the Pilgrim Pipeline would literally be in her 
       backyard.  Ms. Constable allowed two land managers on her land and already her water 

       was cloudy.  She has concerns that this would ruin her well.  
       Stephanie from New Windsor asked the Town Board if we are petitioning and Ms. 

       Constable stated that we need to get more involved.

       Debra Dressler from the City of Newburgh stated that the City has already passed the 

       Resolution opposing the Pilgrim Pipeline.  If all Towns write a Resolution and say the 

       same thing, there will be a sense of coalition.   There will be a forum to discuss the 

       Pilgrim Pipeline on Saturday, March 28, 2015 at 1:00 p.m. to be held at the Heritage 

       Center located at 123 Grand Street in Newburgh
       Supervisor Piaquadio said he invited Pilgrim to send representatives to a Town Board 
       Meeting but has not received a response.  The Town will consider joining the opposition 
       at a future meeting.
