    A. Orange Lake West Water Supply Feasibility Study

          i. Agreement with Orange Lake Homeowners’ Association
              MOTION made by Councilman Ruggiero to approve the Water Feasibility 

              Study Contribution and Cooperation Agreement between the Town

              and the Orange Lake Homeowners’ Association (OLHOA). OLHOA will pay to
              the Town a sum of $2,350.00 to be applied by the Town toward the payment

              to C.T. Male of the $9,400.00 fee for the performance of the professional

              services provided by C.T. Male. Half of the $9,400.00 fee will be funded
              by a grant provided by the Orange County Water Authority.

              Motion seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

          ii. C.T. Male Associates Proposal
               The Town, having submitted an application at the request of the Orange

               Lake Homeowners’ Association (OLHA) has been given a matching 
               grant from the Orange County Water Authority (OCWA) to pursue options for 
               a water supply feasibility study for the west side of Orange Lake. The OLHA had
               originally solicited a proposal to hire the engineering firm C.T. Male Associates of

               Poughkeepsie, New York to locate and utilize other possible water sources

               in proximity to Orange Lake. As the Town is the matching grant recipient, 

               C.T. Male Associate’s proposal has been reconfigured as a professional services 
               proposal to the Town and a proposed agreement between the Town and C.T. Male 
               has also been submitted. C.T. Male Associates’ fee for these services will be $9,400.  

               Once the Town receives the $2,350 contribution from the OLHA, the agreement

               with C.T. Male will be executed.

               MOTION made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the proposal between the
               Town and the engineering firm C.T. Male Associates of Poughkeepsie, New York to 

               locate and utilize other possible water sources in proximity to Orange Lake for

               a fee of $9,400.00 half of which will be reimbursed by a grant from the OCWA and

               one quarter coming from the OLHOA.

          Water District by the acquisition of lands for Monday, March 23, 2020 at

          7:00 p.m.. Motion seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

8. HOME RULE: Solar and/or Wind Energy Systems Exemptions
     Town Board members discussed the exemption statute for solar energy, wind
     power and/or alternative energy systems. New York State encourages the development

     of cleaner and alternative energy systems and therefore offers tax incentives to owners 

     of these systems. The exemption statue applies to the increase in value created by

     the construction of alternative energy systems. Basically, a Town has three options
     from which to choose:

     - Option 1: Town can make alternative energy systems fully tax exempt for 15 years

     - Option 2: Town can “opt out” which would make alternative energy systems fully 

        taxable.

     - Option 3: Town can make alternative energy systems tax exempt but require

        some sort of Payment In Lieu of Tax (PILOT) payment.

     The members of the Town Board will need to consider which option is best for

     the Town and discuss their opinions at the March 23, 2020 Workshop Meeting.

       A. Trolley and Stage Request
             Commissioner of Parks, Recreation and Conservation Robert Petrillo requests

             approval to allow the Town of New Windsor use of the Town of Newburgh’s

             trolley and one truck and driver for the Town of New Windsor’s Memorial Day

             parade on Sunday, May 17, 2020. The Town of New Windsor also requests

             use of the Town of Newburgh’s mobile stage for the Town of New Windsor’s

             Community Day celebration to be held on Saturday, August 22, 2020.

            or the Park unsupervised, approval is requested to waive the required duty free 
            lunch for the guards for the months of April through August.

11. ANIMAL CONTROL: Discussion of Introductory Local Law Involving Dog     

       Custody

       Town Board members and the Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor discussed

       the dilemma confronted by the Animal Control Department when the shelter
       must care for a dog owned by an individual who has been incarcerated.

       Because of the uncertainty associated with incarceration, the shelter requested

       that a limit be set on how long the animal must remain in the shelter before it
       can be offered for adoption or moved to another facility. Mark Taylor advised

       the Town Board that a pet is considered property of an individual and all property

       of an incarcerated individual must be maintained by the arresting municipality

       until the incarcerated individual is released or passes away. More thought has

       to be given to this situation.
