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was constructed in 1991 and has undergone no maintenance since 
that time. Full color recapitulation of Kevin’s report is attached.  Bottom 
line cost will be $2,570,000 if all the options are included.  Town 
Engineer James Osborne suggests adopting all the options, and 
urging that we proceed with financing so that we can select a 
design engineer.  This will be funded by bonding.

    A.  Town Hall Lobby
Councilman Woolsey led the entire Town Board and all guests in the audience out to the lobby of Town Hall to discuss his vision of a vestibule at the front entrance to help preserve heat. There were various proposals submitted.  One called for the vestibule to be constructed on the outside of the building, which would have been quite expensive.  Another would have encompassed most of the lobby.  Yet another was a limited size vestibule with a roof on it.  This is the least expensive alternative and is the one Councilman Woolsey recommends.  Deborah Smith, the receiver of taxes, asks if the vestibule wouldn’t hinder people from lining up at her window.  Councilman Woolsey does not think this version would be a hindrance.  She also asked if it would be wheelchair accessible, as required by law.  Mr. Woolsey said it would be.  He also said that one of the best things about this proposal is that renovation of the entire front façade of Town Hall is included in the package.  The meeting returned to the meeting room.

Surrounding communities have been consulted regarding their rates.   Police Chief Michael Clancy submitted a chart suggesting a patrol officer regular rate and an overtime rate, as well as a sergeant regular rate and an overtime rate.  It was suggested that the amounts on this chart be rounded off to the nearest dollar.  Accordingly the Officer Regular Rate is $65; the Officer Overtime Rate is $85; the Sergeant Regular Rate is $78; and the Sergeant Overtime Rate is $101. These rates are the equivalent to the usual overtime pay rate, with the cost of benefits added in.
