     Supervisor Piaquadio- It really is well worth it. 
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      Councilwoman McLymore- I can say it was a great conference, and a lot of stuff that 
      was presented there was a refreshing course for me, because I have done some 
      other conferences similar to this in the field that I retired from. So, just being able to 
      go and represent the town of Newburgh in a different fashion was very good, and 
      got to meet a lot of people and learned some things to broaden my spectrum of 
      thinking. So, it's really great, and also different companies have been reaching out 
      to me, I will be sitting with one of them to really find out what it's all about. I'm going 
      to be learning about AI. So, I'm just saying a lot of stuff is going to be brand new and    
      welcoming for me to learn, and also some things I was able to ask my grandchildren about   
      that helped me to understand a lot of things about AI and the computer and all of this other 
      stuff. So that was really great. Also, different ones have been reaching out to me, through 
      internet, to find out what's going on in the different areas that you live in.

       Supervisor Piaquadio-    Supervisor Piaquadio- So, what I have is going to take me a few 
       minutes to read, 'because I am a slow reader, but this is actually a press release that's going 
       to go out from the town this week.  So, in 2022, the New York State Legislature passed the 
       law, NYSVF, the New York Voting Rights Act, whose purpose was not to suppress the 
       minority's candidate of choice. The minority candidate of choice is a Democrat. The Abrams 
       firm of White Plains, New York, placed the town on notice, as there were no Democrats on 
       the town's current board. The Abrams's law firm insisted the system must be changed. 
       Their number one choice would be converting to from our current at large system. to avoid 
       systems. They did this without any attempt to include the public, in this very serious and 
       permanent change, to the election system. As normally, it would take a referendum, like 
       the vote on the back of the battle. The ward system would four council members would 
       represent approximately 8,000 residents each. The Abrams firm insisted that the words be 
       drawn, not by geographical boundaries, but by using race to create the minority and non-
       minority districts. We believe this was wrong and diverse. The ward system also creates 
       division, as seen in other municipalities, wherever a resident has an issue and asks the 
       wrong council member, that person is referred to another council member creating 
       frustration. The Adams firm with their experts claimed 40% of the town's population is 
       minorities. And yet, Democrat registration exceeds Republicans by over 2,000. So there's no 
       reason why Democrats cannot be elected to the town board. The town was sued before the 
       90 day sunshine period. Not allowing us time to examine if there was any merit to your 
      claims. Depriving the board of the opportunity and the ability to seek public input. But the 
      case went to New York State Supreme Court in front of Judge Vasquez Doles. After months 
      of litigation, the judge dismissed the case, ruling that it was unconstitutional to draw lines to 
      enhance any group based on race, that it was illegal gerrymandering and unconstitutional. 
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The plaintiff appealed the case to the Court of Appeals at Albany, the highest court in the 
state. The Court of Appeals ruled that the case should not be dismissed because it never 
went to trial, and it was premature to rule on the constitutional issues. So I went back to 
Judge Vasquez Stolz, who ultimately recused herself because she personally knew some of 
the plaintiffs. Several judges then refused the case, and it was assigned to the Supreme 
Court in White Plains. Remember, all along, the town was defending itself to keep the 
At large system, and we were against dividing our town by racially drawn boundaries. This  settlement came on the day of the trial was about to start. Actually, the first day was a snow day on the 23rd of your house. The Abe concern never offered a settlement in the past, but the town keeping its at large system. In my opinion, by Mary Macklemore, winning a council seat, a woman of color, receiving the highest vote count in an odd year. Her Abrams case, and I got to almost do it. Had the Atlaw system been offered in the past, this case would have been already settled, saving an extreme amount of legal fees to defend ourselves approximately $2 million. If a judge ruled the town was suppressing a minority vote, the town would have to pay the Adams firm. They're full legal views. There would be no cash award, though, to the six individuals named as plaintiffs. So, the Adams firm needed to make some changes to the existing election system to be entitled to any legal fees. And that was, in this settlement, rank choice voting for council siege. Right choice voting does not substantially change our voting system, and more importantly, does not create wards. Council members still serve at large, but voters get to rank their choices of candidates. Rather than just voting for two, you get to vote for four of your view. Whatever your choice is. Adam's legal fees were greatly reduced in this settlement for $2.5 million to $1.6 million. And there was absolutely no admission by the town of ever suppressing the minority vote in the past. The town board, by a 5 vote, agreed to the settlement agreement of February 23rd, 2026. So, I know that's lengthy, but that's pretty much the story, as I live in.
   
16. PUBLIC COMMENTS:
      Judy Lobig 1285 Union Ave. - As you’re all aware there is a farm down the road from where I 
      live. The dump trucks are flying up and down Union Ave. It's a residential road. The speed  
      limit is 30. They were dropping chunks of stone on the way up and on the way down. 
      Somebody is going to get hurt in fact, somebody did get hurt. Okay? Supposedly, it's a farm. 
      It looks more like it's a business construction site than it is a farm. They haven't grown 
      anything there in years. They haven't had animals there in years. I don't know what it is 
      they're doing. Is there some way that this can be checked into? And is there another way 
      that the trucks, instead of coming all the way up Union Avenue from 300, could come down 
      Chapel Road, which is a smaller, less populated road, and a shorter distance to this facility. 

      Supervisor Piaquadio- We’ll definitely check on it. Last time I went to the teamster, actually,     
      and they were able to come up with a route that included Chapel Road to come down that 
      way. You know, you still got to make a local delivery. You’re going to end up on a town road 
      somehow. But I will see once again
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Judy Lobig- most of the trucks from what I've seen are out of state trucks. I don't know  
what is going on back in there, but there's load after load after load of, I think it's fill. There 
are all wetlands back there, nobody monitors. So... And like I said, he's got an agricultural 
overlay, and I don't see anything agricultural going on back there.

Marianne Carter 14 Floral Drive- My sister lives at 1270 Union Avenue, and we also have a 
problem with the dump trucks, or wherever they are, with all the dirt and the debris coming 
off the trucks. They don't pull the covers over the back of the trucks, and my sister was 
going northbound, and the trucks were going south, and the rock flew off the truck and hit   
her car, just about went through her windshield, took out the side of her car and her mirror. So, I want to know if something can be done about this.

Supervisor Piaquadio- Did you get the plate number to truck?
Marianne Carter - Oh, she, we did, and the police took a report, but... there's nothing anybody can do about it. That's what they said. The truck was from New Jersey, and she filed an accident report. Her insurance company will take care of it, but still, now, when I ride up, go north on Union Avenue, and a truck's coming toward me, I want to veer off the road, because now I'm afraid a rock's going to fly off and go through my windshield. 
Councilmember Carolan- I just wanted to mention that I supported ending the process through the settlement, rather than spend any more money on this situation. I believe that you, the voters, should have decided and been asked two years ago whether you supported an award system or an at large voting system. I believe in trust and the power of the people, and I think that it should have been done through a referendum early on, and would have saved a lot of money and a lot of time. I also think we have to have a better understanding what the board system is, and that this is a very large town. It is very hard to run for office in this town, because you have to traverse the 40 square miles, and rather than have neighborhoods to serve your particular community. So, I felt it was necessary to stop that leak of money, and just get the situation resolved. But we will learn the rank choice voting system together, and it'll be a challenge, but we'll have an educational process in place to do that. 
Josh Huckabee 32 Leslie Road- Um, Mr. Piaquadio, while you got to give your, uh, version of what happened in this case, I want to bring, uh, the facts to life. First, the claim that the plaintiff wanted to draw voting lines based on race is false. If that were their goal, they would have fought for redistricting maps. Instead, they agreed to rank choice voting. This system uses no lines at all, it’s color blind, math based. It's a system that ensures every group has a fair chance. If the town was truly worried about racial engineering, they should be celebrating the settlement, not mischaracterizing it. Second, using Mary McLymore and her historic election to this board, as a defense of the old system, is flat out flawed. The New York Voting Rights Act is 
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systematic fairness, not a single outcome. For decades, 40% of the town's population has zero representation on this board. One win in a century does not prove a system is fair. It highlights how high barriers work for everyone else. Furthermore, the town's attempt to block the seating of Mary Lou Carolan after the same election, only reinforced the need for the very reforms the town just paid millions of dollars for. It's time to stop this political spin. The settlement is a massive admission that the old way was legally indefensible.
