ADDITIONAL ITEMS FOR AGENDA

There were no additions or deletions for this agenda. 
5.
COMMENTS ON AGENDA ITEMS

Bill Corbin, Fleetwood Drive, commented on items 10a. and 10b. on tonight’s agenda. He asked if these items cover all of the monitoring services that are in place in the town and if it covers both the equipment and service. 

Supervisor Booth said that American Alarm Company will donate the monitoring cost for twelve Town facilities and they are donating the cameras, monitors and switching devices, with the exception of the 16 channel digital video recorder at the Police Station. They will not do repairs on the security systems.
Mr. Corbin has difficulty considering this a donation. It is his opinion that this has been paid for by the Town over the years and that it should have been purchased instead of leased.

Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Corbin to remember that the Town would have to pay to replace all of the equipment that is being donated by American Alarm if the Town changed vendors and monitoring services. The decision to lease the equipment was made in 1991.

Frank Carbone, Jr., Wintergreen Avenue, said it is his opinion that the Town should not accept any gifts or donations. He asked if the Town has a policy on accepting gifts.


Supervisor Booth said there is a State Law stating an individual can only accept a donation of $75.00. The donation that is being made by American Alarm is not to a person but is to the Town as an entity. 
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6.
PRESENTATION: Carly Fund Grant Donation to Town Recreation     
Supervisor Booth introduced Carla and Louis Sigelbaum, the Carly Fund Founders, along with Bill Pellino and Karen VanHouten, also from the Carly Foundation. He also asked Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks and Recreation and Nick Hannaghan, the Soccer Director for the Town of Newburgh, to come forward. 
Karen VanHouten, Executive Director, for the Community Foundation of Orange County, Inc. thanked everyone for the grant and said the Community Foundation is privileged and humbled to administer the Carly Fund on behalf of the Sigelbaum family. The Carly Fund was established by Mr. and Mrs. Sigelbaum in memory of their daughter Carly who exhibit wonderful acts of kindness. Carla and Louis along with Mr. Pellino are here tonight to present the grant money to the recreation soccer league. 
Carla Sigelbaum said on behalf of the Carly Fund that they would like to present a check in the amount of $1,000.00 for soccer goals. She said that soccer was very meaningful to Carly and their family. 

Supervisor Booth thanked Mr. and Mrs. Sigelbaum and the Carly Fund for their gift which will buy two new soccer goals and additional soccer equipment for the Towns’ programs. On behalf of all of the boys and girls who participate in this program, Supervisor Booth said thank you.

            A.     Acceptance of Donation: Video System at Police Station and 

                    Monitoring Services
            Councilman Piaquadio recused himself at this time.
            Supervisor Booth read the following letter:

            Dear Supervisor Booth:

I am pleased to report that since 2004 American Alarm Co. has donated security services to the Town of Newburgh amounting to over $13,000.00. These included security improvements at the Animal Shelter and installing internet cables in town buildings, as well as all the repairs to the security systems that they completed. 

American Alarm Co., Inc. has monitored the security systems for the Town of Newburgh for over twenty five years from their Rock Cut Road location. Currently contracts exist, signed in the year 2001, for a total yearly monitoring cost for twelve Town facilities of $2,856.00. As of this date American Alarm Co. will donate these services to the Town of Newburgh at no charge until further notice. Our company will execute an agreement approved by the Town Board formally terminating the 2001 monitoring contracts. We will endeavor to notify 
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you far enough in advanced to obtain substitute monitoring service in the event it is necessary anytime in the future to end this ongoing donation to the Town. We ask that the Town find another vendor to perform repairs to the security systems when necessary.

A lease contract dated June 2001 also exists for the video system installed at the Police Department facility. American Alarm Co., here by donates all leased equipment making up the video system to the Town of Newburgh: cameras, monitors, and switching devices, with the exception of the 16 channel digital video recorder. We request the Town purchase a replacement D.V.R. within the next 90 days. Our company will also execute an agreement approved that the Town formally terminating the lease.  
I wish American Alarm Co., could donate the entire service but in these difficult financial times this is the best we can do. Feel free to contact me if you have any questions.

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to accept a donation from American Alarm for a total yearly monitoring cost, for twelve Town facilities, of $2,856.00. American Alarm Co., here by donates all leased equipment making up the video system to the Town of Newburgh: cameras, monitors, and switching devices, with the exception of the 16 channel digital video recorder with the exception of the D.V.R. that they ask to be replaced within the next 90 days. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene. 

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene said The Receiver of Taxes office was burglarized and a safe was stolen, which was located in the Town of Newburgh Town Hall back, in the early 1990’s. The Town hired American Alarm to install a security system and there has not been a problem since. She thanked them for their excellent service.

The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

ANNOUNCEMENTS & OTHER PRESENTATIONS


Supervisor Booth asked everyone to please fill out and return their 2010 census. The Census Bureau said the 2010 census will play a critical role in determining how the Federal Government distributes 400 billion dollars each year to critical programs such as education, housing, community development, health care and transportation. More than 200 thousand New Yorkers were not tallied in the 2000 census, costing the state ten’s’ of thousands of dollars. He said it is important for all
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New Yorkers to fill out the census accurately in order for their Town or City to receive the State Aide that they desire. 


Supervisor Booth also announced that the Town of Newburgh is taking measures to help its residents clean up branches and limbs that littered the community during the recent blizzard. Beginning Saturday, March 13th and ending Sunday, April 11th, the Town of Newburgh Highway Department brush bin, located at 90 Gardnertown Road, will be open from 7 a.m. until 7 p.m. Monday through Saturday, and 9 a.m. until 1 p.m. on Sundays. The bins are only open to Town of Newburgh residents. Beginning Monday, March 22nd, the Town’s Highway Department will expand the roadside branch and limb pickup operation in the Town. Residents along Town roads wishing to have their tree debris picked up should have it neatly stacked within 15 feet of the roadway. The debris should not extend into the roadway, impair traffic or limit sight distance. 


Supervisor Booth thanked the Town’s Highway Department for doing a great job removing all of the snow and debris from our Town roads during the recent storms. The snow clean up will create a lot of extra work for the Highway Department and their efforts are appreciated. 


Councilwoman Greene said the Cronomer Valley Ladies Auxiliary will sponsor a country breakfast this Sunday, March 21st from 8: a.m. until noon at the Cronmer Valley Social Hall and on the following Sunday, March 28th the Middle Hope Ladies Auxiliary will sponsor a pancake breakfast from 8:00 A.M. until noon.  


Town Clerk Zarutskie announced that the Board of Elections will not change any of the polling places in the Town of Newburgh this year. 

12.       PUBLIC COMMENTS
Margaret Gaydos, Morley Circle, asked if the Town Prosecutor is employed by a law firm or is she a Town employee. Ms. Gaydos also asked if the Town Prosecutor was related to anyone sitting at the head table.  


Supervisor Booth said that the Town Prosecutor is not employed by either. She is an independent contractor and she is not related to anyone sitting at the dais. 

Ms. Gaydos asked if the Town Attorney is a Town employee or does he bill the Town using the voucher system.


Supervisor Booth said the Town Attorney is paid through the voucher system. 


Bill Corbin, Fleetwood Drive, asked if the Town has any auto renewal contracts and if so who are they with. He also asked the Town to look into open source office suites. It is his opinion it would save the Town money. 


Supervisor Booth said he would have to look into how many renewal contracts the Town has in order to answer that question.   

Frank Carbone, Wintergreen Avenue, has concerns with the septic stations located in the Town and using pumper trucks when the pumps fail. It is his opinion that it happens more frequently than it should and has concerns about the cost to the Town. He suggested that the Town buy another generator to rectify the problem. He asked everyone sittings at the table to please talk into the PA system because it is difficult to hear what they have to say.
