8. RESOLUTION Ratifying Support of Greenway


Supervisor Booth thanked Councilwoman Greene for bringing this matter to the Town Board’s attention. 


The Orange County Association of Towns, Villages and Cities has requested that every Town pass a resolution that would enable constituent municipalities to obtain Greenway Grants. The Town Board adopted a resolution in 2003 endorsing the Town’s designation as a Greenway Community. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Resolution of Town Board Ratifying Endorsement of Goals of the Hudson Valley Greenway and Designation as a Greenway Community. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

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9. RESOLUTION Opposing New York State Legislation Limiting Traffic Violation Plea Bargains

Councilwoman Greene said this item was discussed at the Association of Towns and the Mayors and Supervisors Meeting. Mrs. Greene said that New York State Police can no longer plea bargain and that practice is being encouraged for all Police agencies. The Governor also wants to implement additional surcharges on fines of between $50.00 and $80.00. The surcharge would go toward the fee of a special prosecutor that the Governor wants to hire. Councilwoman Greene has concerns for the average person and their ability to afford the surcharges that are being implemented.   

MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to approve the Resolution Opposing New York State Legislation Limiting Traffic Violation Plea Bargains. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

A. T-94 Withdrawal
MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the request dated March 5, 2013, submitted by Chantel Haight, Animal Control Supervisor, to pay the invoices submitted by Flannery Animal Hospital for veterinarian services for the months of January and February 2013. The invoice is in the amount of $1,136.46 and the funds will be withdrawn from the T-94 account. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

Supervisor Booth said the T-92 account is a donation account and is approximately $90.00 short to pay the invoices submitted by MDW Feline Rescue. Mr. Booth said that he and his wife Terry will donate the difference.

T-92 account. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

11. DPW: GIS Consulting Services

Supervisor Booth said there is a memorandum from John Platt, Commissioner of Public Works, stating over the last few years, as part of the mandated Stormwater Management Program and MS4 Regulations, the Town of Newburgh started to locate all of the stormwater drainage system outfalls and identify their Town road locations on a GIS computerized mapping system. However, at the present time, the Town of Newburgh does not have any accurate up to date maps for the water and sewer departments. 
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MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve GIS Consulting Services Update Parcel Layer and Develop Edge of Pavement Layer proposal for the following tasks:


Task 1 – Update Parcel Layer

Consultant shall contact the Orange County GIS Department with regards to receiving the latest parcel layers and datasets. 

· BE will install layers on existing GIS systems and create any required data relationships 

· BE will integrate data and re-associate map layers to current maps utilizing parcel data

· BE will discuss and provide training for searching the new datasets with staff for future use or reference. 

ESTIMATED FEE FOR TASK 1 $1,200.00

Task 2 – Create Edge of Pavement Layer

· BE will digitize the Town of Newburgh edge of pavement layer for some 200 miles of roadway

· BE will use heads up methodology and digitally race the edge of pavement from the latest available aerial photography

· BE will utilize a GIS technician and provide this digitizing service at a rate of $80.00/hour.

· BE estimates 100 hours to properly digitize, perform cleanup and QA/QC, install layer on GIS Systems and attach to maps.

ESTAMATE FEE FOR TASK 2 - $8,888.00

· Consultant shall train staff in techniques for searching the Water Layer and retrieving data when the water layer is updated. 

· Consultant shall provide on-going training for staff involving the benefits and use of this layer.

TASK 2 – Field Training, Post Processing and Water Map

· Consultant shall provide real time field training in the use of the Geo HX unit to assure proper accuracy is achieved during the collection process which includes both location accuracy and data entry. 

· Consultant shall perform post processing on the data collected and export data to the mapping layer. 

· Constant shall provide on-going training for staff involving the benefits and use of the equipment. 

· Consultant shall prepare a large scale wall map prepared in scale and in full color.
