6. WORKER’S COMPENSATION INSURANCE QUOTATION

    Hank Chapman, the Account Executive of  Haylor, Freyer and Coon, Inc, (HFC) 

    of  Syracuse, New York and Al Campney, Senior Director of Marketing and 

    Underwriting for Public Employer Risk Management Association (PERMA) presented

    to the Town Board the PERMA Workers’  Compensation insurance proposal for the 
    Town of Newburgh. The cost to renew the Workers’ Compensation Insurance for the 
    period April 1, 2019 to April 1, 2020 will be $898,094.00 which is a 34.7%

    decrease from last year’s premium of $1,375,938. The Town will also receive

    a 2018-2019 PERMA credit of $55,385 which will bring the annual premium

    to $842,709. In addition, if the Town is able to meet certain conditions specified by 
    PERMA, the Town will receive an additional credit of $89,027.00 plus a $30,000 grant

    that PERMA will  award to the Town to offset the cost of any purchase made for

    safety equipment. As standard practice, the Town solicited two additional quotes for
    Workers Compensation Insurance. The first quote came from State Insurance Fund for

    a sum of $2,049,388.88. The second quote came from Comp Alliance through
    Marshall and Sterling for a sum of $1,768,653.00.
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    MOTION made by Councilman Presutti to renew Workers’ Compensation for

    the period April 1, 2019 to April 1, 2020 with PERMA Insurance company at a

    net cost of $842,709.00 with the understanding that if the Town meets certain 

    conditions specified by PERMA, the Town will receive an additional credit of 
    $89,027.00 and a $30,000.00 grant for the purchase of safety equipment. 

    The Town will also be utilizing the same agent HFC.

       Town Engineer James Osborne presented a proposal from Wildlife Busters for

       nuisance animal control at the Chadwick Lake Dam. The proposal is structured 

       as follows:

· One week of trapping will cost $969.00

· Cost to remove a trapped animal is $50.00 per animal.

· Cost to inspect dam for recurrence of animal population is $125.00.

       There is generally 3 to 4 weeks between the initial trapping and subsequent

       inspections. Traps are only reset if necessary. Town has utilized Wildlife

       Busters for the past two years and Wildlife Busters have performed well

       and the total annual past costs have averaged about $4500.00.
