ADDITIONAL ITEMS FOR AGENDA

4.
APPROVAL OF AUDIT 
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the audit in the amount 
of $1,500,020.09, seconded by Councilman Benedict.

5.
POLICE:  Hiring of Full Time Police Dispatcher


MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the memo, dated 
March 23, 2006, submitted by Charles Kehoe, Police Chief, to hire Loren B. 
Taback, as a full time-police dispatcher. The proposed hire date is April 12, 2007 
with an hourly rate of 
$14.917 per hour. All is contingent upon her passing the 
required keyboard performance test. The motion was seconded by Councilman 
Benedict.

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene stated that Loren Taback was one of the 
top three on the list.

6.
GARDNERTOWN COMMONS DEVELOPERS & OUTSIDE USER AGREEMENT


DISCUSSION: The Gardnertown Commons Developers & Outside User Agreement has been in front of the Board before. The proposed project is for a Townhouse development on Gardnertown Road and has been in front of the Planning Board. As part of the conditions of approval the Planning Board requested that the applicant make modifications to the intersection on Gidney Avenue and Gardnertown Road. This would offset this cost the applicant is asking for in the reduction to their outside user fee. They ask that the Town apply a $1000.00 credit per residential unit from the current outside user fee of $4500.00 per unit. Secondly, they would like to make the following changes to the payment schedule:

A. $100.00 per proposed dwelling unit, clubhouse, recreation center or similar structure shall be paid to the Town upon execution of this agreement.


B. $900.00 per unit on the final site plan that shall be paid to the Town prior to the Chairman of the Planning Board signing the final site plan for all or any portion of the project.
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C. $1000.00 per unit on the final site plan shall be paid to the Town prior to the issuance of a building permit for construction of any building containing a dwelling unit in the project.

D. $1500.00 per unit on the final site plan shall be paid to the Town 


prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy of any dwelling unit in the project.


The Developers would like to delay payment until the year 2010 instead of 2008.


They would like the Town to agree that if additional project subdivision, whether it be commercial use or any other development is approved by the Planning Board, which contributes any traffic to the Gidney Avenue and Gardnertown Road intersection, certain stipulations be adopted, within seven years of the date of the agreement. He is asking that the Town will require that developer of said development reimburse to the developer a sum representing its fair share contribution to the improvements installed by the developer. A percentage of this shall be calculated by determining the number of proposed trips generated by the new project at peak hour as divided by 45 trips per hour.

Variable Frequency Drive Award


MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the memo dated March 
23, 2007, submitted by James Corbett, Water Supply Superintendent, to award the 
contract based upon the quote submitted by Electric Incorporated located on Mill 
Street in the City of Newburgh, for the purchase and installation of a variable 
frequency drive with a cost of $7035.88. The motion was seconded by 
Councilman Piaquadio.

DISCUSSION: Councilman Woolsey inquired as to whether we have used this 
firm in the past. Mr. Corbett stated that we have and he was very satisfied with the 
company.


Councilman Piaquadio asked Mr. Corbett what a variable frequency drive does. 
Mr. Corbett replied it basically allows you to adjust the rotational speed of an 
alternating current electric motor by changing the frequency.

Councilwoman Greene asked if the money was in the budget and Mr. Corbett 
responded that it was.

MOUNTAIN LAKE SUBDIVISION:  Conservation Easement


This is a request for conservation easement between Alpha Hotel Holdings, LLC located at 42 Snyder Avenue, Walden, N.Y. and the Town of Newburgh. Alpha Hotel Holdings has property located on Rock Cut Road in the Town of Newburgh. (Section 28, Block1, Lot 8.12). The Planning Board of the Town of Newburgh has granted approval for a subdivision subject to certain conditions, including the imposition of a “Clearing Limit”. This prohibits removal of healthy trees greater than six inches in diameter as measured at four feet above the existing grade. (see attached Conservation Easement)

DISCUSSION: The Board had a discussion on how they should go about finding 
a Grant Writer to help find and apply for grants that would benefit the Town of 
Newburgh.

ORANGE COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING COMMENTS:  


Setbacks & Buffers (Cell Towers)


DISCUSSION: Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, stated that one of the 
comments submitted by the Orange County Department of Planning on the Buffer 
and Setbacks Local Law included a recommendation that the Town Board consider 
including a provision requiring the camouflaging of wireless communication (cell) 
towers. Depending on the setting, camouflaging can take the form of an artificial 
tree or a man made structure such as a silo or steeple. The reply to the Planning 
Department adopted by the Board in its Legislative Findings indicated that the 
screening requirement of these facilities contained in the Buffer and Setback Local 
Law amending the Town’s Zoning Code merely reflected the current screening 
requirement contained in the Code’s separate Wireless Communication tower code 
chapter, but that the Board would consider amending that chapter to include a 
camouflaging provision. The amendment could either mandate camouflaging or 
allow the Planning Board to require it at its discretion as a permit condition when 
it decides the circumstances are appropriate. 
Supervisor Booth stated he would like 
something drawn up. Mr. Taylor responded 
that he 
would prepare an amendment 
stating that the Planning Board can require camouflaging when it determines it is 
needed.

The Board recessed at 8:10 and came back at 8:18
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14. 
FRANCHISE AGREEMENTS:  Discussion


 Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, stated there is a Franchise agreement in 
place. The agreement is between Time Warner, Verizon and the Town of 
Newburgh. A Final decision needs to be made.

Councilwoman Greene would like to look over both the new and old contracts.


Councilman Woolsey asked Mr. Taylor to send a letter stating that the Town is 
looking forward to negotiations.

15.
GREENWAY UPDATE


RECOMMENDATIONS: 

1.  Install pedestrian path or sidewalk and widen shoulders as feasible along local 
roads; designate as part of the Greenway system.  


2.  Designate Greenway trail link along Grand Avenue, Commonwealth Avenue, 
River Road and Old Post Road.


3.  Install pedestrian accommodations (sidewalks) along these local roads on one 
side (west side) of the road.


4.  Widen shoulders along Grand Avenue and Commonwealth Avenue to 
accommodate bicyclists (4” shoulders desirable, 12” shared travel lane sufficient 
in constrained areas)

5.  Widen shoulders along River Road and Old Post Road as feasible.


6.  Pursue easements for pedestrian and bicycle improvements through the 
development review process.


7.  Shoulder widening only (4” shoulders) could be used in place of a separate 
pedestrian path in constrained areas with logical termini.



8.  Improve pedestrian and bicycle accommodations on Route 9W.


9.  Work with NYSDOT to designate Route 9W as a State Bike Route.


10. Include sidewalks and bicycle accommodations in future NYSDOT projects on 
Route 9W.


Provide connections to the main Greenway trail.


1. Install sidewalks on Old Post Road and on Balmville Road to create a walking 
loop connecting historic resources.


Councilman Benedict stated the Committee, which consisted of Councilman 
Benedict: Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation; 
Ron (Animal) Hughes; Mark 
Sargent; Jim Osborne, Town Engineer; and a 
representative from the DOT, met. The committee stated that, in a perfect world, 
the Trail would connect with the Trail from Beacon and/or the City of Newburgh, 
go down Grand Avenue to the Balmville Tree, down River Road to Old Post Road, 
and then connect to the Trail that is in Ulster County. There are opportunities 
associated with doing the Trail such as grants and tourism. The Committee 
modified the route to go up Grand Avenue, connect at the Balmville Tree, which is 
a historic site, and up Fostertown Road. It was decided to start small, set a 
designated route and, at this time, just put signs up. Councilman Benedict asked 
the Board if they were interested in this project and should it be pursued? It was 
decided if Councilman Benedict is able to have the signs donated it would be a 
good way to begin.

Distribution of Design Guidelines Handbook


James Osborne, Engineer for the Town of Newburgh, distributed two documents 
for the Board members to review. The first is a Drainage District Report for Elm 
Farm, for which a Public Hearing will be set on Monday April 2, 2007.

The second is the design guideline handbook, prepared by Saccardi & Schiff with 
input from the Planning Board. Mr. Osborne would like the Board to meet with 
Saccardi & Schiff and go over the manual. The Board needs to do two things. 
First, in order to meet the deadline for the Grant money, the Town has to adopt the 
Design Guideline Handbook as a policy of guidelines. For the second step Mark 
Taylor, Attorney for the Town of Newburgh, is recommending the Town formally 
adopt a reference in the Zoning portion bringing the Design Guideline Handbook 
as a reference. The report has to be adopted by April 30, 2007.
