6. (7:00 p.m.) PUBLIC HEARING:  Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension Consolidation

Supervisor Booth suggested having both of the public hearings simultaneously. The Town Board went to item number 8 on this agenda at this time.

Councilman Woolsey voiced concerns regarding sufficient advertising for this public hearing because no residents from the West Stone Street area or the Consolidated Sewer District were present at the meeting. 

James Osborne, Engineer for the Town of Newburgh, said the full consolidated agreement regarding this sewer extension was posted on the Town’s website and in the lobby of Town Hall. A notice of this public hearing was posted on a board in the area of West Stone Street and the Consolidated Sewer District, and the agreement has been advertised in the Mid Hudson Times March 7, 14, 21 & 28 and in the Sentinel March 9, 16, 23 & 30. There was also an informational meeting.  
This Public Hearing was held after item 12B on this agenda.

A.   Water Distribution Flushing Schedule
Supervisor Booth said the Town will flush the Town’s water Hydrants beginning the week of May 7th at 8:00 am and the week of May14th. 

Mr. Osborne said the first week the water flushing will run south down Union Avenue and the outlining areas. The second week the flushing will run east down Route 52 and those outlining areas. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Zarutskie to release a news story regarding the hydrant flushing and he will send the information to everyone on the Town’s email list.  

Town Clerk Zarutskie said an ad will also be placed in the Sentinel and the Mid Hudson Times.

Town Clerk Zarutskie said the Clerk’s Office will be open on Saturday, April 28th from 9:00 a.m. until 12:00 noon. 

The Town Board went back to the items 6 & 7 and conducted the public hearings for Crossroads Consolidated Sewer Districts: West Stone Street Extension.  

6. (7:00 p.m.) PUBLIC HEARING:  Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension Consolidation
7. (7:15 p.m.) PUBLIC HEARING:  Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension

Supervisor Booth asked Town Clerk Zarutskie if all the postings and proper notices have been posted to conduct these public hearings. 

Town Clerk Zarutskie said notices of these public hearings were posted in the lobby of Town Hall and on the Town Website since April 2, 2012, they were advertised in the Mid Hudson Times on April 4, 2012 and in the Sentinel on April 6, 2012. A summary of the Joint Consolidation Agreement for the proposed Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension Consolidation and the Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension appeared in the Sentinel and the Mid Hudson Times four times as indicated above by Mr. Osborne. 

MOTION was made at 7:17 p.m. by Councilman Piaquadio to open the public hearings for the Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension Consolidation and the Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

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Mark Taylor said the first public hearing involves the extension of the Crossroads Sewer District with boundaries that will include a neighborhood located on West Stone Street and Carpenter Avenue. This project, which will be Town Law, involves the installation of sewer facilities that will enable the properties within the extension to connect to the Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District, which will feed into the City of Newburgh’s Sewer system.  

The second public hearing concerns the consolidation of the above extension and the existing sewer district. The purpose of this proceeding is to allow the cost of the project to be spread across the entire existing district and the district extension. Previously the Crossroads Sewer Extension went through a proceeding and a referendum which allowed the cost sharing to occur under provisions of Town Law that are currently in place. 

James Osborne said the extension involves 24 properties located on West Stone Street and North Carpenter Avenue. There has been a history of failing septic systems in that area creating a need for municipal sewers. The lots are too small to reconstruct a new sewer system under the current Department of Health regulations. The 24 properties consist of 14 single family homes, 5 multi-family properties, 2 vacant lots, and 3 commercial parcels. The proposed project includes the construction of approximately 12 hundred linear feet of eight inch gravity pipe, 8 manholes, and 24 sewer service laterals to the properties. The engineer cost estimate for the collection system is $420,000.00. The sewage created will flow through a City of Newburgh pump station, which will increase the capacity of the station. The Town of Newburgh will participate with the City of Newburgh to upgrade the Crescent Avenue pump station that is located across Route 9W in the City of Newburgh to handle the extra flows. The estimated rehab cost of the pump station is $210,000.00 and the estimated cost to the Town will be less than 50 percent. Based on the cost of this stand alone project to the West Stone Street area a recommendation was made to the Town Board to consolidate this project with the Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District. The estimated cost for a single family house will be $376.00, which includes payment of debt service and usage for the area.  

Mr. Taylor said the total project cost is estimated to be $525,000.00. The estimated hook up fee is $100.00 and the cost of the district extension to the typical property is $375.90, equaling the sum of an estimated $7.90 debt service charge for the district extension, an estimated $134.00 debt service charge for the existing Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District and an estimated $234.00 typical operation and maintenance charge, which is the same as the cost to the typical one and two family home. 

Councilman Woolsey asked Supervisor Booth if Councilwoman Greene and Councilman Bello expressed any concerns or questions regarding this project. 

Supervisor Booth said he has not heard of any questions or comments to date. 

Councilman Piaquadio said this sewer extension is needed and long overdue. 

Supervisor Booth asked if the public had any questions or comments. There were none. 

MOTION was made at 7:27 p.m. by Councilman Piaquadio to close the public hearings for the Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension and the Consolidation Crossroads Consolidated Sewer District: West Stone Street Extension. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

DISCUSSION: Mr. Taylor said this Resolution is subject to Permissive Referendum. Following the Town Board’s action there will be publication of notice and a 30 day period when petitions may be submitted requesting a Referendum by the affected taxpayers. This Resolution is only for the extension action on the consolidation that will not occur until the Permissive Referendum period has expired. At that time the Town Board can act on the Final Order of Establishment of the extension and the approval of the Consolidation.
