            the original cost estimate prepared in 2019. The Project Engineers, HDR, have 

            prepared a revised report which shows a new total estimated project cost of

            $2,209,229 which represents an increase of $385,329 over the 2019 estimate

            of $1,823,900. A second public hearing is now required in order for the Board to 

            adopt a public interest order for the project based on the higher cost estimate.

       Mr. Piaquadio did say that reports from the Town’s consultants on this issue is

       forthcoming soon. Ms. Smith then asked about the status of the update to

       the Town’s Comprehensive Plan. Town Supervisor Piaquadio said that the
       Town’s Comprehensive Plan will be updated this year and that the last update to

       the Plan occurred in 2005. Lastly, Ms. Smith asked why the Town has a tendency

       to hire part time workers as opposed to full time workers. Town Supervisor

       Piaquadio said that most of the work activity is seasonal and that the worker

       may not be needed at certain times of the year.
