  John Bainlardi from Wilder Balter Partners, Inc. addressed the Town Board members 
  with an update of the Loop/Marketplace status.   The financing has been problematic            

  as some of the tenants have opted out of the project.   Mr. Bainlardi is currently looking 
  for other tenants to fund the project.  The project will not open in 2017 but Mr. Bainlardi 
  stated that he still wants to be in the market and will need a plan with flexibility.  He 

  requested starting the process of entering into an amendment to allow him with an 
  additional window of time.  Mr. Bainlardi stated that another possibility of the land use 
  would be to build a maximum of 300 apartment units with a smaller scaled shopping 
  center.
  Councilman Ruggiero stated that he doesn’t agree with the building of apartments and 

  said that it will be more of a strain for our Police Department.  Mr. Ruggiero wanted to 

  know about the possibility of building Senior housing, a hotel or condos.  Mr. Bainlardi 

  said that there isn’t a market for condos or town homes in the Town.  Councilman 
  Presutti stated that he will need to do more work on this.

  Mr. Bainlardi commented that the land was purchased in 2004 and he has been 
  involved since 2010.  The Loop/Marketplace is up against a very difficult climate and 
  stated that at some point he will have to say enough is enough, but he is not there yet.
