RESOLUTION:  Authorizing the Filing of a Matching Grant with the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation


MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the Resolution authorizing submission of the Grant application to New York State Department of Environmental Conservation Urban and Community Forestry program. The motion was seconded by Councilman Benedict.

Purchase of Equipment

The total cost is $2,399.00 with Orange County’s share being $1,199.50. The $2,399.00 will come from account number 3120-2. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

ANIMAL CONTROL:  T-92 Account Expenditure (SCATS)


Councilman Benedict stated that Mary Meyer, Animal Control Supervisor, submitted an invoice from SCATS for feral cats that have been trapped, have been spayed/neutered, given their rabies and distemper shots and released back to where they came from.
MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the request dated April 23, 2008, submitted by Mary Meyer, Animal Control Supervisor, to pay the invoice from Newburgh Scats, Inc., located in Newburgh, New York.
