APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve this audit in the amount of $1,714,633.35 with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

TOWN HALL/CODE COMPLIANCE: Scanning and Faxing


Fred Lewis, from Lewis Computers, came before the Board.
Councilman Piaquadio said he, Mr. Lewis and Supervisor Booth had a meeting to discuss this matter. Mr. Piaquadio said the Town has purchased a server, with a one year guarantee, with a four hour response time. The server will be located in the Town Hall’s Mail Room with a cage around it for security. It is their hope that the Supervisor’s Office, Engineering and Personnel will connect to this new server and eventually all of the Town’s Offices will be connected to this server. The back up system will be located off site. The Assessor’s Office will have its own server and backup unit. He explained how the purchase of an Ikon Richoh MP 4000SP will allow the Town to go paperless. The Richoh MP 4000SP delivers exceptional results in versatile digital copying, productive network scanning and printing and high-end faxing. This machine features the following:

The Purchase price of this machine is $7,600.00.

The lease options are as follows:

· 36 months @ $215.00 per month

· 48 months @ $162.00 per month

· 60 months @ $134.00 per month

· Cost per copy/print (purchase or lease) is $.88

The Town has the option to purchase the machine after the lease has expired for 20 percent of the machines fair market value.   

Councilman Piaquadio said the Board does have concerns with the security of this server and it was suggested that anyone who will access to the server will have to be bonded.  

Mr. Lewis does have a concern with the temperature of the Mail Room.

Councilwoman Greene said there was a time when the Town did have a central server and was dissatisfied with it.

Councilman Piaquadio said the servers that the Town presently has are well over five years old as are all of the servers in the Town. At present the Town has to have separate backup for each of their servers. He said a central server will cut costs for the Town. 
Councilwoman Greene asked when the backup would be done for the central server. 

Mr. Lewis said there will be two layers of backup for this system. The first is a tape backup and the second part is done overnight at an offsite location.  

Councilman Piaquadio asked the Board if they are in favor of the central server.
Councilwoman Greene said she has information that Ulster County BOCES has a central server and anyone involved with the operation of the server has to be bonded. She will copy the information and distribute it to the Board members.  

Supervisor Booth is in favor of the change. He said technology has drastically changed since the Town last purchased computers. The new system will be cost effective; it will be an update for the Town.

Councilman Woolsey said it makes sense to have one system rather than individual ones. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to withdraw $7,600.00 from the Computer Reserve Fund. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

DISCUSSION: Councilman Woolsey said the copier in the Mail Room will be moved to the Clerk’s Office and the maintenance contract on the copier in the Clerk’s Office will be discontinued.

Supervisor Booth said there will be operator training for this machine.

5.
GOLDEN VISTA: Workforce Housing


Kirk Rother, the Civil Engineer for the Golden Vista project, came before the Board and presented with a map of the project. They are asking this Board for the authorization to move forward with the Planning Board to apply the affordable housing criteria that is in the Town Code for bulk requirements and setbacks. They are proposing to use the same bulk requirements that were approved for the senior citizen project. He said the Golden Vista Development is 18 acres of land located in Meadow Hill Road that is located in the R-3 District. This project is ten years old and has been before the Planning Board. It has site plan approval for 188 units of senior citizen housing. The applicant is asking the Town Board to switch the 188 units of senior citizen housing to 164 units of which 18 of the units would be affordable housing. There will still be 11 buildings and the setbacks will be as follows:
· 10 acre minimum lost requirement

· 300 foot minimum lot width

· 300 foot minimum lot depth

· 50 foot minimum front yard setback

· 50 foot minimum rear yard setback

· 30foot minimum 1 side yard setback

· 60 foot minimum both yard setback

· 35% maximum lot building coverage

· 35 foot building height maximum

· 60% maximum lot surface coverage

The affordable units will be a maximum of:

· 450 sq. ft. for an efficiency

· 700 sq. ft. for a one bedroom

· 900 sq.ft. for a two bedroom

· 1000 sq. ft. for a three bedroom. 

The price range for the units will range from $195,000.00 to $219,000.00, which was arrived from the formula that is in the Town’s Code with a yearly income of $48,700.00 and a family size of 4 to 5 people. All of the 18 units will be 3 bedroom units. These apartments will be disbursed throughout the project. There will be playground areas and additional parking was added that were not in the original proposal.
Councilman Piaquadio asked who will be responsible for monitoring this project.

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said there are Code provisions for the Town Board to appoint a committee or it will be the Town Boards responsibility. 
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Councilwoman Greene asked if Golden Vista will have full time management to over see the daily operation of the project. Ms. Greene asked if this project will be taxed for both school and town taxes. 

Mr. Rother said there will be someone on the site as an overall project manager. 

Mr. Taylor said this project will be treated as if it were a corporate condominium. The only difference will be on the income restricted units and the Assessor will have to take that into consideration in calculating the value of those units.    

Councilman Woolsey asked to have it stated in the request that there will be a full time project manager on the site. 

Councilman Piaquadio suggested that the Town contact surrounding Towns who have similar projects and ask for their input. 

Councilwoman Greene is going to call the Association of Towns and ask for a list of surrounding towns that have similar projects. 
Councilman Woolsey asked if there will be restrictions that only Town residents will be eligible for the affordable units. 

Mr. Taylor said it is stipulated in the Town Code an eligibility priority list and the first group on the list is Town residents and Town employees. 
Supervisor Booth read the eligibility list for affordable housing. It was as follows:
1. Town Residents

2. Town Employees 

3. Employees of School Districts in the Town of Newburgh

4. Other Persons Employed in the Town of Newburgh 

5. Other Residents of Orange County

6. Relatives of Residents in the Town of Newburgh

7. All Others 

Councilwoman Greene asked if the Planning Board has submitted this project to the fire companies in the Town. 

Stan Shutzman, attorney for the project asked if it was possible for them to go back to the Planning Board to move forward subjected to the approval of the Town Board. There are number of things that can be addressed by the Planning Board while the Town Board is conducting their due diligence. 

Mr. Taylor said the Town Board will have to prepare declarations and put restricts in place for this project.  
It was the decision of the Town Board to put this item on the June 16th agenda.

Mr. Taylor pointed out that the Planning Board Consultant affords the set back requirements for the traditional multifamily homes and as a senior project approval predated the Town Boards enactment of the buffer and setback law. He recommends that the applicant review sections 185-21 and 185-25 in regards to the setback and buffer requirements that are now imposed on multifamily and townhouse developments.
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6.
KINGS HILL ROAD: Discussion

Councilwoman Greene said late this afternoon Peter Calvino of Kings Hill Road submitted a packet of pictures and documents regarding the Kings Hill Road condition. She will have copies made of the information submitted and distribute them to the Board Members for their review. 

Supervisor Booth said in the environmental review the Town of Newburgh was not an involved agent. The Town has not received any notification from the DEC. Mr. Booth said he has been in contact with Michael Hayes, the Supervisor of the Town of Montgomery, Department of Environmental Protection. Mr. Hayes is waiting for specifications in regard to bridging the aqueduct. He asked the Board members to review the information that Councilwoman Greene is going to distribute.     

7.
PARKS AND RECREATION

A.
Capital Improvements (Skate House Roof Replacement)

Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks and Recreation & Conservation, came before the Board. 

Supervisor Booth said the Commissioner’s Office which is located at Chadwick Lake Park needs to have the roof replaced, along with the fascia board and gutters. There is an estimate from Hollenbeck & Dailey, Inc., located on Chambers Street in Newburgh, in the amount of $4,350.00. The funds are available in the Capital Improvement Account which has a current balance of $18,471.60. 
The Town Board asked Mr. Petrillo to solicit two other quotes for the replacement of the roof and then accept the lowest quote.

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to spend up to $4,350.50 from the Capitol Projects to replace the roof, fascia board and gutters on the Commissioner’s Office. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

DISCUSION: Mr. Petrillo said he will submit a spread sheet of the three quotes that have been solicited for this project and submit it to Supervisor Booth.

Security Cameras at Chadwick Lake

Mr. Petrillo said the Recreation Department has received three proposals for security cameras at Chadwick Lake Park. All of the companies were advised what areas of the park need to be viewed and requested to make a proposal that would best fit those needs. All of the quotes have two or more options:
1.     Analog system with fixed wireless cameras

2.     Digital IP system with fixed or panoramic cameras. 

All systems are expandable; however the Digital IP system using the internet can incorporate the Police Department and other locations by adding additional cameras and more hard drive space instead of purchasing another system for each location. In all cases high speed internet service would need to be purchased at Chadwick Lake Park. There is an existing line coming to the guard house, but the Commissioner’s office does not currently have this service. Mr. Petrillo is also requesting to incorporate an alarm system for the Commissioner’s office and the guard house for additional security. 
Supervisor Booth said the Town Board has to decide the type of coverage they want for the park in order to prepare a bid package. 
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Councilwoman Greene said it is her opinion that the Police Department should have the ability to view the cameras at the park.

Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Petrillo to ask the company’s who submitted quotes to give a demonstration.  

C.
Educational Reimbursement
Supervisor Booth said Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation, submitted a memo dated May 20, 2010 for an education reimbursement for Lisa Rappa. She attends Orange County Community College to earn a degree in the Early Childhood Development. She has submitted her passing grades for the 2010 spring semester. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to approve the request dated May 20, 2010, submitted by Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation, for educational reimbursement for Lisa Rapp in the amount of $800.00. This will bring Ms. Rappa to the maximum allowed 2010 reimbursement. She attended Orange County Community College for two courses one in American Lit: to the Civil War and the other in the History of Rock Music. She received a passing grade in both courses. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

D.
Pre-Plan Mutual Aid Drill

Supervisor Booth said he has received a letter from Bob Quackenbush, Training Officer for the Cronomer Valley Fire Department. CVFD is in the process of updating their guidelines for response and will hold a Pre-Plan Mutual Aid Drill on Monday, June 21, 2010 to do a dry run of a simulated airplane emergency. They are requesting permission to use Chadwick Lake for this drill to test their response capabilities and water rescue shills for a small aircraft. 

Supervisor Booth said the Town always cooperates and works with the volunteer fire companies for their drills. He said the Town Board has been invited to a pre-plan meeting on Wednesday, June 9th  at 7:00 p.m. at CVFD.
Councilman Piaquadio does have a concern as to what types of equipment are used in the lake, due to the fact that Chadwick Lake is a reservoir. 

Supervisor Booth asked Donald Greene, from the C.V.F.D. to clarify what type of boats that are going to be used.

Mr. Greene, CVFD, said there will be 2 to 3 crafts. One will be from Orange Lake Fire District which has a self contained unit and the boats, that will be used, from the CVFD, have a four cycle engine, which is not a hazard to the lake, or an electric engine.
Councilwoman Greene asked Mr. Greene to please notify the Town of Newburgh Police Department of this drill. 

Mr. Taylor said the reservoir regulations prohibit boating utilizing internal combustion with inboard or outboard motors upon any reservoir owned by the Town except by duly authorized employees of the Town and the performance of their duties are with regulation and distribution of the water supply. 

Supervisor Booth said he will research this matter and contact the New York State Health Department to insure the safety of the Lake. He will also be in touch with the CVFD Fire Chief and they should plan to move forward with the drill.  
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E.
Park Guards: Lunch Hour Variance

Mr. Petrillo said this request for a variance is made every year. He is asking to waive the duty free half hour lunch for Chadwick Lake Guards who work six or more consecutive hours to ensure the guard house is not unattended. The reason for the request is June begins the season for peak attendance at the Park causing the guards to work extended hours. 
Mark Taylor recommended the Town Board confer with Elaine Gold, the Town’s Labor Attorney, to insure that this variance is not in violation with any New York State requirements. 

8.
ANIMAL CONTROL:

T-93 Withdrawal

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to authorize payment of a April  2010 voucher in the amount of $183.85 and a March 2010 voucher in the amount of $331.83 both were submitted by Flannery Animal Hospital located at  789 Little Britain Road, New Windsor, New York. The total amount that will be withdrawn from the T-93 account is $515.68. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

Chadwick Lake Reservoir - Copper Sulfate Bids

James Osborne, Town Engineer, said Jeff Guido, from the Chadwick Lake Filter Plant, solicited four quotes from qualified firms for the application of a copper sulfate treatment for Chadwick Lake. Allied Biological, located in Hackettstown, New Jersey submitted a quote of $3,750.00 per treatment and L.I.F.E., located in Hopewell Junction, New York submitted a quote of an average cost of $1,675.00 for each of four monthly treatments. The other two companies have not responded. Mr. Osborne said last year L.I.F.E. provided four monthly treatments to Chadwick Lake at an average cost of $2,100.00 per treatment which is higher than this years quote. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the request dated May 19, 2010, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, to authorize Limnology Information & Freshwater Ecology, Inc. located in Hopewell Junction, New York, in the amount of $6,700.00 for a copper sulfate treatment to Chadwick Lake Reservoir. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

DISCUSSION: Mr. Osborne said this transfer is required to fund the continuing efforts for the Final Design Phase of the Delaware Aqueduct Tap Water Treatment Plant project which was previously authorized by the Town Board.

Chadwick Lake Reservoir - Copper Sulfate Bids

Mr. Osborne said there are two change orders associated with this contract. The first is for the UST Improvements & Fuel Management. This change order covers the cost for the removal and disposal of contaminated soil and groundwater at the Public Services Building above the quantities included in the contract. The quantities for contaminated groundwater and soil are 881 gallons and 21.33 cubic yards respectively. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the UST Improvements & Fuel Management Change Order # 6, dated May 12, 2010, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, in the amount of $5,515.00, bringing the total contract price to $265,579.90. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene. 

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene asked if pumps are being installed at the Public Service Building. 

Mr. Osborne replied the Town has removed the 1970 steel fuel tank and replaced it with a double wall tank. 
Councilman Bello asked if contamination was allowed for in the contract.

Mr. Osborne said it was however the amount of this contamination is over the allotted amount. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if these measures are inspected by the DEC will it have their approval. 
Mr. Osborne said the tank closure report has been submitted to the DEC and they have accepted it.

Mr. Osborne said the second change order is for the installation of a UPS system on the electric service to the Police Station Fueling Facility. The installation of a UPS on this line is required to maintain current to the electronic monitoring equipment on the fire suppression system during the switchover to the standby generator. They have found that during the switchover to the generator, the monitoring equipment reacts as if there is a power loss and shuts off the system. While a manual reset is possible, this option was not acceptable to the Chief  of Police. The UPS will be hardwired into the circuit in the electric utility room of the Police Station. 
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MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the Change Order # 8 for the installation of to UPS system on the electric service to the Police Station Fueling Facility. The proposed amount is $3,302.75. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

This additional work was proposed based on the extremely wet conditions the contractor encountered during excavation of the hill in March of this year. Mr. Osborne said the original borings that were taken did not show the excess water conditions. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the change order dated May 26, 2010, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, for additional waterproofing of the buried walls at the Water Treatment Building, in the amount of $7,407.90. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.
