A.  Resolution for Grant Application for North East Orange County Water Supply 

     Sustainability Products

     The Town of Newburgh, the City of Newburgh and the Town of New Windsor share a 
     particular interest in water supply and the prospects of constructing interconnections 
     for sharing water supply and upgrading the city of Newburgh’s water treatment facility 
     which would serve the subject municipalities and their municipal customers of the 
     Town of Cornwall and the Town of Marlboro in the Northeast section of Orange     

     County and Southern Ulster County and would provide a sustainable return on 
     investment for all involved parties.  The City of Newburgh will be the lead applicant             

     for this grant application and the Town of Newburgh and the Town of New Windsor 
     will be co-applicants with each equally providing the 10% cash match required in the    

     application regulations by NYS DOS, and the maximum funding request to the Local 
     Government Efficiency Grant Program to complete the construction of the inter- 

     connections and pump station and water treatment plant upgrades will not exceed   

     $600,000.00.  The application deadline is June 15, 2014 with a decision on the 
     projects being made in the October/November timeframe.

     and New Windsor and the City of Newburgh enter into an inter-municipal agreement 
     and that the Deputy Supervisor be designated as the representative authorized to act 
     on behalf of the Town on all matters related to this grant application and is authorized 
     to execute all documents necessary and appropriate to administer the grant proceeds 

     and facilitate the management of the Project.  The motion was seconded by 
     Councilwoman Greene.
