3. MOMENT OF SILENCE

Town Clerk Zarutskie asked everyone to please remember in their prayers our good friend Bud Fisher of Balmville who passed away this week. Bud attended many of our Town Board Meetings and he will be missed. 

Mr. Zarutskie also asked everyone to also remember Senator Frank Lautenberg of New Jersey, who passed away this afternoon. Mr. Lautenberg was the last surviving veteran of World War II veteran in the US Senate. 

4. CHANGES TO AGENDA

5. COMMENTS ON AGENDA ITEMS

6. RECEIVER OF TAXES: Software Update Purchase

Mary Lou Venuto, Town of Newburgh Receiver of Taxes, is requesting authorization to utilize Software Consulting Associates, Inc. (SCA) to update their program for property and school taxes. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated May 30, 2013, submitted by Mary Lou Venuto, Receiver of Taxes, to upgrade the Property & School Tax program for the Receivers software program with SCA. The cost for this upgrade is $7,100.00 and the funds for this upgrade were budgeted in the 2013 Receiver of Taxes and Assessment budget. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene. 

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene said the Receiver’s Office has used SCA for approximately 18 years and they do an excellent job in servicing the Town of Newburgh.

7. PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENT:  Permit Application

Supervisor Booth said Dreamland Amusements, Inc. located in Stony Brook, NY, has submitted an application for a carnival at the Newburgh Mall. The application has been approved by both the Safety Officer and the Town of Newburgh Chief of Police. The carnival will benefit the East Coldenham PTA. 
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MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to approve the application submitted by Dreamland Amusements, Inc. which is located in Stony Brook, New York for a carnival at the Newburgh Mall that will run from June 13, 2013 through June 23, 2013 from 4:00 p.m. until 11:00 p.m. Monday through Friday and from 12 noon until 11:00 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday. The carnival will benefit the East Coldenham Elementary School PTA. A $1,000.00 security check has been posted by Dreamland Amusements. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene. 

DISCUSSION: Town Clerk Zarutskie said Dreamland Amusement has done a carnival for the East Coldenham Elementary School several times in recent years and they pay for the security officers needed for the carnival.

Councilwoman Greene reminded everyone that this coming Saturday evening there will be a Relay for Life at Algonquin Park. There will be a moving ceremony for remembering all of the deceased and celebrate all of the survivors of cancer.   

11. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Tom Tompkins, Vermont Drive, said cars and school buses are not stopping at the intersection of Vermont Drive, Maine Drive and Greenwood Drive and it is a very serous situation. 

Mr. Tompkins requested that the Town of Newburgh place speed humps in that area within 72 hours. It is his opinion that this is a very dangerous situation and something has to be done as soon as possible. Mr. Tompkins is going to send a letter to the Chief of Police regarding this situation and a letter to the Highway Department requesting the speed humps. 

Supervisor Booth said he will talk to the Chief of Police regarding this matter.

Councilwoman Greene suggested that Mr. Tompkins contact the Newburgh Board of Education to inform them that the school buses are not stopping for the stop sign.  

David VanLeuvan, Garden Street, said the road pavement in his area is in need of replacement.

Supervisor Booth said three roads in Mr. VanLeuvan area will be done in the next couple of weeks and the rest will be finished in next years paving schedule.
