             New # 9 Executive Session: Water Filter Personnel

4.         APPROVAL OF AUDIT     
MOTION was made by Councilman Benedict to approve the audit in the amount of   $164, 736.91 with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.
DISCUSSION: Councilman Woolsey asked Supervisor Booth if he had inquired about the T-shirt invoice. Supervisor Booth said the Town will be reimbursed by the contractor.

5.         ASSESSOR:
            A.        Certiorari Case: Show Time Cinema

Michael Fogarty, Sole Assessor, FIAO, came forward and stated Show Time Cinema is on the market and based on their asking price, the equalization rate, which continues to decline, and the preliminary work that has been done on the value, he believes this is a fair settlement.
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve Showtime Cinemas LLC, formerly Park Avenue Theatres LLC, Resolution of Town Board authorizing the settlement of proceeding under article 7 of the Real Property Tax Law: SBL # 60-3-22.22 Show Time, LLC Index Numbers 2006-5624, 2007-6331, 2008. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

DISCUSSION: Councilman Woolsey asked Mr. Fogarty if this settlement will still be valid if the property is not sold for the asking price. 

Mr. Fogarty said this will hold this value for three years. He then stated the 2003 appraisal was for $4,800,000.00 and the Town has it appraised at $6,700,000.00. This appraisal will not hold up in court.

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B.     Certiorari Case: United Rentals

Mr. Fogarty said this property is located on Route 9W. The reduction in assessed value is $24,600.00, which is a minor change in value. This Certiorari case was initiated by the person leasing the property. The cost of further litigation is not warranted in light of the Town’s declining equalization rate. Mr. Fogarty is in favor of this settlement and this value will be held for three years. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Benedict to approve the Resolution of Town Board authorizing settlement of proceeding under article 7 of the Real Property Tax Law: SBL # 20-2-60 United Rentals, Inc. Index numbers 2005-4698, 2006-5513, 2007-6083. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

6.         POLICE:
    
A.        Purchase of Dress Uniform Blouses
Councilman Benedict said this was held over from the meeting of June 2nd at Mr. Woolsey’s request. 

Councilman Piaquadio said the blouses are part of the PBA contract. The price of each blouse is $119.99 and includes measuring as proposed in the bid, tailoring, applying emblems that are supplied by the Town Police, and supplying and sewing two belt hooks if a gun belt is to be worn on the outside. 

Supervisor Booth said this item is in the 2008 Police budget.

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the request dated June 1, 2008, submitted by Charles Kehoe, Chief of Police, to award the Police Dress Blouse bid to Alfi’s, located at 152 Windsor Highway, New Windsor, N.Y. The price per blouse is $119.99 times 56 blouses for a total of $6,719.44. The money will come from the Police Budget Account number 3120-0462. The motion was seconded by Councilman Benedict.

B.         Interview for Police Officers

Supervisor Booth said a Civil Service List for Police Officers will be out after June 24th and the Town has three Police Officer openings. 
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the request dated June 4, 2008, submitted by Chief of Police Kehoe, to obtain the Civil Service List for Police Officers. The interviews are to take place after 9:30 a.m. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

The Board members said that rods were used to mark the outline of the property and were difficult to see. 

They asked James Osborne, Town Engineer, to contact the surveyor and have them flag the property to help define the property clearly.
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8.         ANIMAL CONTROL:
            A.       T-93 (Feline) Account Withdrawal

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated June 5, 2008, submitted by Mary Meyer, Animal Control Supervisor, for veterinarian expenses for cats at the shelter. There are two invoices; one for April in the amount of $20.00 and the other  for May in the amount of $160.00. The invoices total $180.00 and the funds will come from the T-93 account. The balance in the account after these invoices are paid will be $4,647.86. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.
