A.  Zoning Text  Change
This Local Law shall be referred to as “A Local Law Amending Chapter 185 entitled ‘Zoning’ of the Code of the Town of Newburgh to Provide for Banks as a Permitted Principal Use Subject to Site Plan Review in the IB Zoning District and for Supplementary Regulations for Banks with Drive-thru Windows”.  Project Location: Old Little Britain Road, S97 B3 L1.  Under the Local Law, banks will be subject to the same bulk regulations as offices for business, research and professional use, as in the B District.

Based on the cost estimate, recommendation for security in                            the amount of $214,965.00 and an erosion sediment control inspection fee of              $4,000.00 would include the following:  19 Catch Basins @ $2,700.00 each  ($51,300.00), 1,286 Stormwater Pipe (15”) HDPE @ $30.00 each ($38,580.00),           593 Stormwater Pipe (18”) HDPE @ $40.00 each ($23,720.00), 217 Stormwater                Pipe (24”) HDPE @ $45.00 each ($9,765.00), 4 End Sections @ $400.00 each ($1,600.00), 5 Bio Retention Area – Complete incl. outlet structures @ $5,000.00           each ($25,000.00), 1 Stormwater Pond – Complete incl. outlet, level spreader etc.           @ $65,000.00 ($65,000.00).

Cit-e-Net and Software Consultants have provided the Town with quotes for the        Online Tax Payment application and the Online Utility Payment application.  The applications will enable the municipality to collect municipal property tax and utility payments online directly from the taxpayer using either ACH electronic-check or            online credit card payment methods (if the credit card payment method would be  selected by the municipality.)  

Several key features and benefits of the Cit-e-Net online payment applications are:

· Municipality collects payment directly from the taxpayer.  Cit-e-Net is not the

payment collector or payment processor.

· No Cit-e-Net transaction fees for either the municipality or the individual taxpayer.

· Works with the municipality’s selected bank for the processing and deposit of           

ACH electronic check payments in conjunction with the Cit-e-Net application. 

· Municipality selects its own credit card processor to work in conjunction with the  

Cit-e-Net application for online credit card payments. 

· A self-funding capability is available in the Cit-e-Net online payment applications             

if the municipality would decide to use the optional convenience-fee function.

  -     Payment records are electronically archived and available online to the    

        Municipality for reports & searches.

   -    Credit card account information is not saved in the payment records for security   

        purposes.
