1. ROLL CALL

Kevin Roberts, a Town of Newburgh businessman, led the pledge of allegiance to the flag.

4. CHANGES TO AGENDA

APPROVAL OF J
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve this audit in the amount of $1,257,281.01 with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello. 

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene requested that the Department Heads sign the vouchers and submit them in a timely fashion.

The Town Board went to item 10 on the agenda at this time.

10. ZONING:   Container Law Proposed Local Law

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said Mr. Tibias Lake, an attorney from Jacobowitz & Gubits and representing Mr. Roberts. Mr. Roberts was present at the meeting. Mr. Roberts, the owner of Nella’s Nest located on Route 300 in the Town of Newburgh is facing a code compliance enforcement action and has requested that the Town Board consider text amendments to the Zoning Code which would add storage buildings up to 50% of the floor area of the principal building as an accessory use to offices for business, research and professional use in the IB District. 

The Town Board has authorized the drafting of a code amendment which allows storage containers in the IB District and to treat accessory containers as storage buildings. The Board asked that the screening of the containers be addressed. 

This local law, if approved, will add cargo storage containers as a permitted accessory use in the B, IB and I Districts and the LHI Overlay District and to add storage buildings as a permitted accessory use to offices for business, research and professional uses in the IB District.  

The purpose of this local law is to regulate the use of cargo containers for storage on properties in the Town, which regulations are adopted to protect the public health, safety and welfare, and to promote convenience, economy, aesthetics and the general welfare of the Town.  
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Accessory cargo storage container can be located in any required side or rear yard provided they meet the following conditions.

· The cargo storage container cannot exceed 15 feet in height.

· The cargo storage container must be set back at least 20 feet from any side or rear lot line and at least 10 feet from the main building.

· The storage container cannot occupy more than 10% of the required yard area.

· A maximum of one cargo storage container shall be permitted on each lot.

· Accessory cargo storage containers shall have a maximum of 500 square feet of floor area.

· Yards having a line bounding on the right of way of Interstate 87 or Interstate Route 84 shall not be considered front yards.

· Vegetative screening at least 10 feet in width shall be provided between the cargo storage container and any side or rear lot line within 50 feet of the container and vegetative screening or a barrier shall be installed to prevent the container from being visible from any bounding street right of way. 

· A solid firm base surface shall be provided for the cargo storage container capable of sustaining the load of the cargo storage container and it contents.

· Containers used at construction sites or Pods are allowed on a property for a maximum of 30 days. 

Mr. Lake agreed with the above. 

Councilwoman Greene is not in favor of a storage building being up to 50% of the floor area of the principal building.

Councilman Piaquadio has concerns with people using tractor trailers for storage.

Councilman Woolsey asked if there were any comments from Code Compliance, the Planning Board or the Zoning Board. 

Mr. Taylor said Code Compliance has reviewed the Local Law and their comments have been incorporated into the draft of the Local Law that is presently in front of the Town Board. The draft has not yet been referred to the Planning Board, the Zoning Board or Orange County Planning.  

Supervisor Booth asked the Town Board members to review the draft of the Local Law to add cargo storage containers as a permitted accessory use to the B, IB and I districts and this matter will be on the agenda for the June 17th Town Board meeting agenda. 
6. CAMO:  Additional Personnel

James Osborne, Town Engineer, said he, Supervisor Booth and John Platt, DPW Commissioner, had a meeting with CAMO regarding the retirement of a Water Treatment Operator and the upcoming new facility on options of manning the Water Treatment Department. CAMO Pollution Control, Inc. has recommended one full time person should manage the new facility and a part time person to work at the Chadwick and Delaware facilities. 

Based on the meeting mentioned above, CAMO presented Mr. Osborne with a proposal to add twelve hours of labor per day that will be broken up into shifts equaling seven to eight shifts per week, depending on the scheduling. The cost to provide the additional staffing will be $2,912.00 per month. 

Mr. Osborne said it is his preference to have the cost broken down into an hourly rate. 

Currently there is no formal agreement between CAMO Pollution Control, Inc. and the Town of Newburgh and CAMO is asking the Town of Newburgh for a long-term agreement.
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Councilman Woolsey asked if CAMO will bring someone else in if the person they have scheduled does not come in. 

Mr. Osborne said CAMO asked for the flexibility to bring in their staff as needed. 

Councilman Bello asked what class operator CAMO will supply to the Town.

Mr. Osborne said there are four licensed operators on staff at the Water Department. There are hourly rates for both a trainee and an operator and he will establish a rate schedule for the employee that is working. 

Councilwoman Greene suggested that the Town Board know the schedule rate before making any decisions.

Mr. Osborne said he will he will ask for a specific proposal from CAMO Pollution listing the title with an hourly rate and bring this matter back to the Town Board.   

7. DATWTP:  Change Order(s)

Mr. Osborne said the change order is for clean in place piping which runs between the clean in place tanks and the connections on the skids to run the cleaning chemicals through the membrane filter.

Seaman’s made a design change recommendation to support the clean in place piping by a floor support instead of a ceiling support which is also incorporated in this change order. The change order is for $133,286.88 and $63,000.00 of that money is for materials with the remainder being for labor. Mr. Osborne is asking the Board to approve this change order based on a time and materials basis not to exceed the total mentioned above. 

Councilwoman Greene questioned the difference in price.

Mr. Osborne said there are still ceiling mounts included in the installation and there will be a substitution of structural mounts from the floor.  

Councilwoman Greene asked what the time schedule is for this change order. 

Mr. Osborne said it is his opinion that the work will be completed in time for the start up of the plant. He has heard verbally from the EPA that the Department of Justice has accepted his rationale for the extension of the deadlines and they have accepted the deadlines that were proposed in his letter. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the change order for the DAT WTP Project, dated June 5, 2013, submitted by GHD for Clean-In Place piping and support modifications on a time and Material basis not to exceed $133,286.88. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

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8. POLICE:  DARE officer

Chief Clancy came before the Town Board.

Supervisor Booth said the Town’s DARE Officer is planning on retiring.

Supervisor Booth asked the Town Board Members if they wanted to continue the DARE Program.

All Town Board Members agreed to continue the DARE Program. 

The next school session for the DARE Program starts in August. 

Councilman Bello has concerns about not replacing the Police Officer selected for the DARE Officer. 

Supervisor Booth said the Town of Newburgh will continue to hire part time Police Officers.

Chief Clancy will send a letter to the Board next week recommending two more Police Officers. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to authorize Chief Michael Clancy to post, conduct interviews and selection a DARE Officer for the Town of Newburgh. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene. 

DISCUSSION: The Town Board will conduct interviews for the DARE Officer on July 1st at 6:00 p.m.

9. RECREATION DEPARTMENT:
Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation, came before the Town Board. 

The Town Board discussed item 9B at this time. 

B. Additional Restrooms

Supervisor Booth said he and Mr. Petrillo discussed putting restrooms in the boat house. There are concerns with the distance between the Boat House and Chadwick Lake, which is a reservoir for the Town of Newburgh. It was recommended that an aerobic type system be used for the septic system for these bathrooms. There is a pavilion already located in the Boat House area and the Recreation Department is considering constructing a small playground in that area. It would be beneficial to have a public bathroom on the other side of the lake.  

Councilman Piaquadio asked the cost of constructing the bathrooms. 

Mr. Petrillo said Coppola Associates submitted a proposal for services to construct a bathroom addition to the existing Boat House at Chadwick Park. 

James Osborne, Town Engineer, suggested doing the perk tests before making any decisions. 

Supervisor Booth suggested that the Town do the survey and the perk tests. 

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, suggested that an EAF form be prepared.
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MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to authorize Maser Consulting to perform a topographic survey check for the Chadwick Lake Park - septic system. This includes the area around the existing Commissioner’s Office and the building, including the finished floor elevation, the water’s edge of Chadwick Lake in the vicinity of improvement area, the existing stone walls adjacent to the office and the existing grade elevations. These will be field surveyed in accordance with the guidelines of the New York State Education Department and the State Board of Engineers and Land Surveyors. A Certified Survey Plan will be provided. The Topographic Survey shall not exceed $1,850.00. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

DISCUSSION: Councilman Piaquadio asked Mr. Petrillo to investigate a waterless urinal.

A. Fitness Trail
Mr. Petrillo discussed the installation of new fitness equipment along the small trail. The equipment enables two people to use them at the same time. This equipment is not on state bid so if the Town Board decides to approve the fitness equipment the cost for the equipment and installation is approximately $28,000.00 and it would have to be a competitive sealed bid.  

Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Petrillo to prepare a bid schedule and package.

B. Additional Restrooms
This item was discussed above. 

C. Wildlife Management
Mr. Petrillo said Got Wildlife has submitted two proposals. The first is to manage the entire Town from January through November. 

Mr. Osborne said it is critical from an insurance point of view to maintain the dam free of woodchucks. Any comments made by the DEC are taken into consideration of the insurance company. 

Councilman Piaquadio is not in favor of a service contract. It is his preference to hire Got Wildlife on an as needed basis. 

Mr. Petrillo said as to date the Town has paid Got Wildlife over $5,000.00 to remove the woodchucks by the dam and to remove the birds from the pavilions. 

The Town Board agreed to hire Got Wildlife on an as needed basis. 

D. Grounds Maintenance

John Platt, DPW Commissioner, said there is a limited amount of time that the Water Department can do the mowing because of all of the other responsibilities they have. He and Mr. Petrillo are recommending that the following properties be contracted out for the remaining seasonal mowing.

Councilman Piaquadio asked where the funds will come from for the mowing maintenance. 

Supervisor Booth said the Water District and the General Fund.

Mark Taylor said the mowing contracts must have insurance. 

The Town Board decided to have Lynn Warren Landscaping make an addendum to his current contract for the properties listed above. 

Councilwoman Greene said the Town of Newburgh still has approximately 10 thousand fire hydrants that need to be painted. 

Mr. Osborne said there are 30 thousand fire hydrants that need to be painted and he has talked to Mr. Platt regarding this matter. Mr. Osborne will give Mr. Platt the spec for the remaining hydrants for them to be put out to bid. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to authorize the Supervisor to execute an addendum to the existing agreement with Lynn Warren Landscaping that will expand the scope or work to include the following:

· The above will be mowed on an as needed basis for a total fee of $200.00 per mowing

The reason for the purchase is for Chadwick Lake water shed protection.

Mr. Petrillo said the Town Board also has to make a decision regarding the Baxter property. The condition of the house presents a hazard to the Town.

A.  Auto Auction Inc.
This settlement provides for reductions in the assessed value for 2011 and 2012 by $739,400.00 from $1,736,200.00 to $996,800.00. The 2013 assessed value will be reduced to an assessment calculated at a fair market value of $2,050,000.00. The refund liability for the Town, not including special districts and the fire district, for the reductions would be approximately $17,045.09.

B. Newburgh Retail Development

This settlement provides for reductions in the assessed value for 2009 by $900,000.00 from $2,123,300.00 to $1,223,300.00 for 2010 by $600,000.00 from $2,368,300.00 to $1,768,300.00 for 2011 from $2,500,000.00 to $2,400,000.00 and for 2012 by $0 remaining at $2,500,000.00. The changes in assessed value reflect the build out and lease up of the project. The refund liability for the Town, not including special districts and the fire district, for the reductions will be approximately $14,909.69
