D. Lightning Protection

Supervisor Booth said the Town has recently completed a garden around the wheel chair accessible gazebo at Chadwick Lake. Mr. Booth has concerns with safety because the pavilions in the park are not grounded which could be hazardous in the event of a lightning storm. Supervisor Booth asked for the following motions.

7. WATER DISTRIBUTION: Budget Transfer/Pump Replacement at Rte 52 Pump Station

James Osborne, Town Engineer, said the Water Department replaced a failing pump at the Route 52 Booster Pump Station facility with a new pump and motor. The new pump replaced the original pump when the station was built in 1970. Because the pump is over ten years old and the cost exceeds $500.00 the new pump is a capital expenditure. Mr. Osborne is asking for Board approval to transfer funds from the Consultants fund to the Equipment Fund to pay for the new pump and installation.
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MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the transfer request date June 7, 2012, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer, to transfer $3,900.00 from the Consultants Fund account # 8340.0472 to the Equipment Fund account # 8340.0200. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

8. ENGINEERING: Waring Rd. Bridge/Culvert Replacement (Engineering Services)

Mr. Osborne said Maser Consulting submitted a proposal to provide construction inspection services for the Waring Road Bridge Replacement. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated June 5, 2012, submitted by James Osborne, Town Engineer to contract Maser Consulting P.A. to provide construction inspection services for the Waring Road Bridge Replacement. Maser Consulting will provide daily inspection services at the site for the anticipated 10 week duration for the lump sum fee of $5,500.00. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene asked if Maser is going to do up to 50 inspections for $5,500.00.  

Mr. Osborne said Maser Construction will visit the site at least one hour everyday to check on the progress and they will be there longer if something major is scheduled for that day.

9. HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT:  Vehicle Purchase Request

Councilman Woolsey said the truck being replaced has a great deal of rust on it. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated June 4, 2012 submitted by Darrell Benedict, Highway Superintendent, to purchase a 2012 Ford F-250XL Super Cab with four wheel drive. The purchase State Bid price is $37,767.37. The funds for this truck are in the 2012 equipment budget account number 030-5130-0200. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

10. ASSESSOR: Certiorari Settlement—Northeast Business Center

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said this settlement provides for reductions in the assessed value for 2010 for Lot 1.32 by $102,400.00 from $1,480,000.00 to $1,377,600.00 and for 2011 by $20,400.00 from $1,480,000.00 to $1,459,600.00. The settlement provides for reductions in the assessed value for 2010 for Lot 67 by $368,000.00 from $2,500,000.00 to $2,132,000.00 and for 2011 by $720,000.00 from $2,500,000.00 to $1,780,000.00. Under the terms of the Consent Order and Judgment the Town reserves the ability to increase the assessment on Lot 67 during the 3 year period in which assessed values are generally fixed under State Law following court approved settlement, 2012-2014, if a new lease at a higher annual rent and without a property tax cap of 
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$1.50 per square foot is entered into. The aggregate refund liability for the Town, not including special districts and the Fire District, for 2010 and 2011 reductions will be approximately $14,453.79.  

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the Resolution of Town Board Authorizing Settlement of Proceeding under Article 7 of the Real Property Tax Law: SBL # 95-1-1.32 and 67 Northeast Business Center Associates, 4.5 and Northeast Distribution Center Associates (Corporate Boulevard/NYS Route 17K) Index Numbers 2010-8012, 2011-6994. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

3. Is able to supervise employees.

4. Prepare reports and maintain cash receipts.

5. Maintain all records of complaints, impounded animals and adoptions.

6. Must maintain a New York State driver’s license.
