Meeting Called to Order at 7:00 p.m.

1. ROLL CALL

The results appear above.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG & MOMENT OF SILENCE

Allen Gaul led the Pledge.  Town Clerk Zarutskie asked everyone to remember in their prayers Millie Smith, who touched the lives of most of us in this room.

3. ADDITIONS, DELETIONS, & CHANGES TO AGENDA
Supervisor Booth added a new number 10, PARKS & RECREATION: Dumpsters.

4. APPROVAL OF AUDIT
MOTION made by Councilwoman Greene, seconded by Councilman Piaquadio, to approve the audit in the amount of $379,122.61.  There were no exceptions.
VOTE:  Councilman Woolsey --- absent; Councilman Piaquadio --- yes; Councilwoman Greene --- yes; Councilman Bello --- yes; Supervisor Booth --- yes.

VOTE:  4 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain, 1 absent.  Motion passed.
5. ZONING:  Local Law Amendment (Senior Citizen Housing)

Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor explained that this proposed law would alter the regulations regarding Senior Citizen housing in the R3 zone.  It would allow increased density for senior citizen housing and allow one in every three units to be senior citizen housing to quality for that designation.  Mr. Taylor said that this would be a greater incentive for developers to include senior citizen housing in their plans.  Councilman Piaquadio said that this way developers can plan for either senior citizen housing or affordable income housing on an equal basis.

MOTION made by Councilman Piaquadio, seconded by Councilman Bello, to declare the proposed law regarding senior citizen housing as unlisted under SEQR.

MOTION made by Councilwoman Greene, seconded by Councilman Bello, to schedule a public hearing on the proposed senior citizen housing law for Monday, July 25, 2011, at 7:45 p.m.

VOTE:  Councilman Woolsey --- absent; Councilman Piaquadio --- yes; Councilwoman Greene --- yes; Councilman Bello --- yes; Supervisor Booth --- yes.

MOTION made by Councilwoman Greene, seconded by Councilman Bello, to refer the proposed Senior Citizen housing law to the Orange County Department of Planning, the Town of Newburgh Planning Board, and the Town of Newburgh Zoning Board of Appeals for their comments.

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6. ANIMAL CONTROL:

A. T 93 Withdrawal

MOTION made by Councilman Bello, seconded by Councilwoman Greene, to authorize the withdrawal of $1,762.50 from the T-93 (feline) account in order to pay a veterinary bill. Comment was made that this amount is extraordinarily high.  Councilman Piaquadio pointed out that the excessive amount of this veterinary bill is caused by the fact that it is the result of an animal cruelty investigation and arrest.  The defendant was convicted in Judge Jude Martini’s court and was sentenced to a fine and an order of restitution to the Town for this full amount.  Police Chief John Mahoney asked that when these reimbursements are received they be deposited directly into the T-93 account.

T 92 Withdrawal

MOTION made by Councilman Piaquadio, seconded by Councilman Bello, to withdraw $345.00 from the T-92 (feral cat) account to pay veterinary bills.  Councilman Piaquadio noted that this 

payment will nearly exhaust this account.  Both Supervisor Booth and Attorney Taylor stated that they are hopeful new donations would be coming in soon.

7. SEWER: Outside User Status: Lands of Taft Company
Mr. Osborne asked that this item be deferred until Monday so that he can have more time to study it.

8. WATER DISTRIBUTION:  New Water Meters

James Osborne, Town Engineer, said that the Town Board should take advantage of the Badger Meter Company’s current offer to upgrade its meter reading equipment.  An offer for a “Starter Kit” would include thirty Orion Automatic Meter Reading units, a handheld Trimble unit for receiving the radio output from the new units, and applicable software for installation on the Town’s computer to accept download of meter reading data.  The Starter Kit offer also includes two days of training for the use of the software.  The cost for this is $10,500.  Mr. Osborne also recommends that an additional three Trimble handheld units and an additional thirty Orion AMR units be purchased.  The costs of these additional purchases are $16,200 and $3,450 respectively bringing the total cost to $30,150.  As previously reported to the Town Board, the Badger Meter company will discontinue manufacture of its Read-Matic generator which is the technology the Town Water Department is currently using.  There are three options available for replacing this unit---a touch read system, an automatic meter reading (AMR) (radio) unit and an AMI Fixed Network Reading System. Mr. Osborne distributed a memo outlining the advantages of AMR units (see attached).

Councilman Bello said he hopes there is no lawsuit for not going out to bid.

Mark Taylor said he would draw up a formal resolution for consideration at a future meeting.
After the adoption of this resolution, Mr. Osborne has to draw up a report detailing that no company can provide this equipment other than the Badger Company.
9. ENGINEERING:  Cronk Estates II: Formation of Drainage District
James Raab, of Taconic Design Engineering, came forward to present this proposal.  He is asking the Town Board to determine if the formation of a drainage district is the best way to address the proposed storm water facilities at the lands of Fox Crest Lane Homes, SBL 1-2-17.2.  The Planning Board suggested he come before the Town Board. Councilwoman Greene stated that she doesn’t like a drainage district at the end of a private road.  Mr. Osborne suggested a meeting of the principals to discuss possible alternatives.
10. (add on)  RECREATION DEPARTMENT:  Funding for Dumpsters
Robert J. Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation, wrote to the Town Board reminding them that they had previously approved the expenditure of $1,000 for dumpster service to remove the A-1 building on the Baxter property.  Upon further inspection, another out building was found to be extremely damaged and needed to be removed as well.  Therefore, another dumpster was required to remove this out building while the Highway Department was still on site.  The cost of the 
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third dumpster was $518.75, which brought the total bill to $1,518.75.  Upon discussion, some of the Council members suggested approving an amount greater than the $518.75 in case there are additional costs.

MOTION made by Councilman Piaquadio, seconded by Councilman Bello, to approve the expenditure of $528.75 for dumpsters at the Recreation Department.  

VOTE:  Councilman Woolsey --- absent; Councilman Piaquadio --- yes; Councilwoman Greene --- yes; Councilman Bello --- yes; Supervisor Booth --- yes.

MOTION made by Councilwoman Greene, seconded by Councilman Bello, to go into executive session at 7:56 p.m.

Mark Taylor explained that an executive session is necessary because the discussion of the appointment of the impact officer will require discussing the personnel history of a particular individual, and the Exeter matter will involve litigation.
