6. LIABILITY INSURANCE: Submission of Quotes

     A presentation on the Town’s liability insurance was made to the Town Board 

     by Hank Chapman of Haylor, Freyer, and Coon Inc. of Syracuse, New York who 

     represent Travelers Insurance. Mr. Chapman of Haylor, Freyer and Coon presented

     an insurance liability program from Travelers Allianz with an annual cost of 
     $298,029.00 which is an 8.6 % increase from last year’s cost of $274,438.00. 
     Mr. Chapman also presented a Cyber Liability Insurance program from Beazley 
     with an annual cost of $5,690.00 which is a 14% decrease from last year’s cost 
     of $6,622.00. Overall, the cost of liability insurance will increase 8.0% for 
     July, 2019 to June, 2020. Most of the increase is in the area of Automobile 
     Liability and Physical Damage.

     Town Supervisor started the discussion by reading the Summary of Mid-Hudson

     Marina Site Investigations authored by Town Engineer James Osborne. The

     report details the background information of the well and its future potential

     production output as a municipal water source. The report also discusses the

     details of the water quality from the well and the results of the environmental

     site investigation. The report concludes that the site represents a potentially

     significant water source for the Consolidated Water District. Also, the 

     Environmental Site Assessment of the property did not identify any

     “Recognize Environmental Conditions” that threatened the water quality.

      Town Supervisor Piaquadio also read a letter from Mr. Raj Thackurdeen who is a neighbor 

      of the Anchorage Property. Mr. Thackurdeen has advised Mr. Piaquadio that the 

      primary developer informed Mr. Thackurdeen that he would have certain access to 

      cross the property for emergency services and river access.  The title report does not 

      show that but certainly the Town will have a dialog going forward with the neighbors 

      with respect to access to cross property. Town Supervisor Piaquadio stated that

      there will be more opportunities for public input  in the future at such time as water 
      and or park improvements are considered by the Town Board
