The Project Engineers, MHE, have 

         prepared a revised report which shows a new total estimated project cost of

         $2,209,229 which represents an increase of $385,329 over the 2019 estimate

         of $1,823,900 which was provided by New York City. A Public Hearing was

         conducted at the Town Board Meeting on June 14, 2021.

       Attorney for the Town Mark Taylor presented a letter from Cathy Drobny,

      Esquire of E. Stewart Jones, Hacker Murphy regarding the proposed settlement 

      of tax certiorari for three units in Parr Valley Condominiums, two of which

      are “condominium” units and the third being a “townhouse” unit.

      The settlement provides for reductions in the Assessed Value of the units in

      varying amounts over the 6 years, 2015 to 2020, for the condominium units

      and over 4 years, 2015 to 2018, for the townhouse unit. The refund liability for 

      the Town for the reductions in Assessed Value will be approximately $1,532.78

      under the settlement versus claimed refund liability of approximately $3,163.66.

      The Marlboro School District’s refund liability will be approximately $8,552.48.
