7. CODE COMPLIANCE: Resolution to Authorize Work to Cut, Trim, and

     Remove Grass and Brush Exceeding 10 inches in Height and Pay the

     Costs thereof.

     Town Supervisor Piaquadio presented a list of properties in the Town that are in 
     dire need of abatement. The grass, weeds, and brush are extremely overgrown exceeding
     the 10 inch height limit set forth in the New York State and Town of Newburgh

     Building Codes. In addition, the Code Compliance Department has been receiving
     several phone calls from neighboring homeowners complaining about the lack

     of maintenance on these properties. The Town’s attempts to contact these
     property owners have been futile. Therefore, as stated in Section 95-10 of the 

     Town Code, the Town shall cut, trim, and remove the grass and brush exceeding
     10 inches in height and the property owner will need to reimburse the cost to the
