6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

     a. Fleet Maintenance
          Highway Superintendent Mark Hall reported that all the surplus Town automobiles 
          placed for sale on auction have been sold and removed from the Town.
          The area formerly occupied by these surplus automobiles will be 

          cleaned up and used to store automobiles impounded by the Town. This area

          will be behind a barn and kept out of sight.

          Mr. Hall is also in the process of reviewing a proposal from Enterprise Rent-A-Car

          which involves the leasing of vehicles for Town use.
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     b. Highway Department
          Highway Superintendent Mark Hall reported that the first phase of road
          chip sealing has been completed. Mr. Hall also reported that road paving
          has started along with road reclamation. Lastly, Mr. Hall is formulating the

          preliminary list of road projects for next year. Councilman Manley asked

          Mr. Hall about the schedule for road sweeping and Mr. Hall replied that

          the scheduled list is complete.
7. CODE COMPLIANCE: Resolution to Authorize Work to Cut, Trim, and

     Remove Grass and Brush Exceeding 10 inches in Height and Pay the

     Costs thereof.

     The Code Compliance Department compiled a list of properties in the Town that are in 
     dire need of abatement. The grass, weeds, and brush are extremely overgrown exceeding
     the 10 inch height limit set forth in the New York State and Town of Newburgh

     Building Codes. In addition, the Code Compliance Department has been receiving
     several phone calls from neighboring homeowners complaining about the lack

     of maintenance on these properties. The Town’s attempts to contact these
     property owners have been futile. The properties in need of immediate abatement 
     are as follows:

    A. Proposal for Additional Easement Survey

         Town Engineer James Osborne presented a proposal from Maser Consultants
         to provide professional surveying services for the water main installations

         at Leary Lane and Coranas Lane in the Town of Newburgh. Maser shall prepare

         easement maps and written descriptions in accordance with the guidelines
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         of the New York State Education Department and the State Board of Engineers

         and Land Surveyors. The easement maps will be delivered to the Town by
         June 6, 2018. For Coranas Lane, seven copies of the proposed Town easement

         for the water main improvement will also be provided. The fee for this entire

         project will be $3,900.00.

    B. Proposal for Construction, Engineering, and Inspection

         Town Engineer James Osborne presented a proposal from Maser Consulting
         offering construction support and observation services for the water main

         extension project at Leary Lane, Coranas Lane, Rock Cut Road, and Little

         Britain Road in the Town. The scope of services are as follows:


1. Construction Support Services which include a pre-construction kickoff

                  meeting with the Town, the Contractor Nannini and Callahan and any additional

                  parties requested by the Town. In addition, Maser will conduct one


     coordination meeting each with the New York State Department of

                  Transportation (NYSDOT) and Orange County Department of Public

                  Works (DPW). Maser Consulting shall review shop drawings and other


     submittals for their compliance with the original design intent. Maser

                  will also witness the pressure and leakage testing done on-site at each

                  location. Lastly, Maser shall review payment requests to the Town from the

                  contractor. The lump sum fee for this task is $10,300.00.

2. Maintenance and Protection of Traffic Plans for the three water main
   
     installations for the lump sum fee of $4,500.00.

3. Construction Inspection Services for a 12 week construction period which

                  will amount to 60 eight hour days to be billed on an hourly basis. The


     estimated lump sum fee is $66,500.00.
   
4. Maser shall provide as-built plans prepared from field measurements.

                  The lump sum fee for his service will be $4,000.00.
           The total cost of these four services provided by Maser Consulting is
            estimated to be $85,300.00.
