Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, stated in a letter that this settlement provides for a reduction in the assessed value by $649,800.00 for 2005 from $3,999,800.00 to $3,350.00, for a reduction of $649,800.00 for 2006 from $3,999,800.00 to $3,350,000.00 and for a reduction of $700,000.00 for 2007 from $4,350.00 to $3,650.00.

The chart indicates the refund liability for Town taxes under the settlement will be approximately $17,087.72 (exclusive of special districts). The fire district’s refund liability will be approximately $6,762.17 and the School District’s approximately $122,828.70. The petitioner’s claims, if successful, would have produced a Town refund liability of $45,154.28. 

Michael Fogarty, Assessor for the Town, is in favor of this agreement.
