     Court Assistance Program (JCAP).  The Unified Court’s System budget includes

     $3 million in JCAP funding this fiscal year. The maximum JCAP award is $30,000.00
     per court.

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7. POLICE: Accident Reports

     Police Chief Donald Campbell requests approval to enlist in a program offered
     by Carfax to aid the police to quickly access nationwide investigative information 
     on suspect vehicles and individuals involved in accidents. Police Chief Campbell
     submitted the terms of the Carfax Agreement to the Attorney for the Town Mark

     Taylor who will review the agreement and present his findings to the Town Board

     in the near future.

8. CODE COMPLIANCE: Discussion on Campfires

     Town Supervisor Piaquadio presented a letter from Town resident Bert Robinson

     who has requested assistance from the Town Board to regulate open fires 

     in the Town. Mr. Robinson has neighbors who enjoy setting up large campfires 

     on their property. These campfires emit a great deal of smoke which is disruptive 

     to Mr. Robinson’s quality of life and aggravating the asthma of Mr. Robinson’s 

     wife. Mr. Robinson was in attendance and Town Supervisor Piaquadio explained to

     Mr. Robinson that it will be impossible for the Town Board to legislate campfires in 

     the Town. Town Supervisor Piaquadio also mentioned that he and other members 

     of the Town Board never have received any complaints from other Town residents   

     concerning campfires. Town Supervisor Piaquadio suggested that Mr. Robinson

     should continue to persevere and try to come to consensus with his neighbor

     even if the neighbor seems unwilling to do so. Also, Town Supervisor Piaquadio
     suggested that Mr. Robinson should contact the New York State Department of 
     Conservation (DEC) whenever the smoke emitting from a campfire becomes intense 
     so that the DEC can measure the levels of contaminants in the smoke.

        After consulting with Water Superintendent Jeffrey Guido, Town Engineer James

        Osborne identified two critical water booster pumping stations that will require
        backup generators. The first station is located on Meadow Hill Road and feeds

        the area west of the New York Thruway. The second station is located on 

        Route 300 and feeds the Mountainview area. Mr. Guido and Mr. Osborne would

        also like to add dialer alarms, on/off data, and tank level data to each of these

        two stations. Mr. Osborne will create a proposal that will summarize the

        features required and the associated costs and present this proposal for Town

        Board consideration in the near future. Town Supervisor Piaquadio suggested

        that this project be classified as a capital project and  be forwarded to the newly
        hired Grant Writer for consideration of a grant proposal.
