           “Subdivision of Land” Lot Line Changes


Supervisor Booth asked Town Clerk Zarutskie if all of the proper notices and posting have been done to conduct this public hearing.


Town Clerk Zarutskie said notice of this public hearing was posted in the lobby of Town Hall and on the Town web site since July 12, 2011. It was advertised in the Sentinel on July 12, 2011 and in the Mid Hudson Times on July 13, 2011. Mr. Zarutskie said notice of this public hearing was mailed to all the surrounding municipalities and the County Clerks of Orange County, Ulster County and Dutchess County on July 13, 2011.


MOTION was made at 7:03 p.m. by Councilwoman Greene to open this public hearing for the Local Law amending chapter 163 entitled “Subdivision of Land” Lot Line Changes. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town of Newburgh, said Lot Line changes are presently treated as subdivisions under the Town Code. This Local Law was recommended by the Town of Newburgh’s Planning Board and it will modify the Town’s code so it will provide that lot line changes are not subdivisions. There are several exceptions which are as follows:
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1.
When a lot line change will create a non conforming lot.  

2.
When a lot line change involving an unapproved parcel will create a conforming lot. 

This Local Law provides for a simplified review process by the Planning Board for lot line changes as opposed to subdivision. The review process will also become simpler under this Local Law. The Planning Board will have the option to conduct a public hearing if it deems advisable. 

Supervisor Booth asked if there were any question or comments from either the Town Board or the public. There were none.

Mr. Taylor said last November the Town Board enacted Local Law # 8 of 2010 which established new standards in the Town’s Zoning Code for usable area and buildable area. The purpose of this local law is to amend the standards imposed by Section 185-48.5 of the Town of Newburgh Zoning Code for proposed residential lots which do not meet the minimum Buildable Area Standard as a result of the lot’s shape or configuration resulting in a Building Envelope that is smaller than the minimum Buildable Area rather than the presence of environmentally constrained lands in the Building Envelope. Mr. Taylor said prior to the Town Board’s enactment of this Local Law they received a comment from the Town of Newburgh Planning Board stating any proposed subdivision which has final approval from the Town of Newburgh Planning Board prior to November 1, 2010 shall be exempt.


Supervisor Booth asked if there were any questions or comments from either the Town Board Members or the public.
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Bill Corbin, Fleetwood Drive, asked if the exemption also included people with vested rights.


Mr. Taylor said that vested rights is another issue and does not pertain to this matter.

The buildable area standard required that certain square footage free of environmental constraints be located in the building envelope. Following the enactment of the law it was brought to the Town Board’s attention that in many instances where lots are not square the building envelope is smaller. This local law will allow the property owner to utilize areas adjacent to the building envelope that are free of environmental constraints to be counted toward the building envelope.  


Supervisor Booth asked if there were any questions or comments from either the Town Board Members or the public.


Wayne Ferguson, Meadow Hill, asked for an illustration of what the buildable area and the building envelope. Mr. Ferguson has a concern that this local law will allow houses to be closer together. 


James Osborne, Town Engineer, drew an illustration and pointed out the buildable area and the building envelope is. Mr. Osborne said the set back requirements will remain the same. 


Ann Fisher, Balmville, commended Mr. Taylor on his knowledge of the Zoning Law and the Town Code. Mrs. Fisher asked Mr. Taylor what the term significant impact meant. 


Mr. Taylor said significant impact pertains to the environmental review and is stated in the Environmental Review Act. It is an assessment of environmental effects of an action that are made as part of the process.

Mr. Zarutskie said notice of this public hearing was mailed to all the surrounding municipalities and the County Clerks of Orange County, Ulster County and Dutchess County on July 13, 2011.
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MOTION was made at 7:50 p.m. by Councilwoman Greene to open the public hearing for a Local Law to amend Chapter 185 entitled Zoning for Senior Citizen Housing. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

Mr. Taylor said this is a proposed amendment to the Town’s Zoning Code that addresses senior citizen housing and provides for greater density in a certain district in the Town. This amendment pertains to the R-3 zone. It would allow projects that consist of both senior citizens multiple dwelling units and non-senior citizen multiple dwelling units on the maximum density level of 9 units per acre of Usable Area and at least one of every three additional units shall be a senior citizen housing unit. All of the additional senior units are subject to size restrictions that are set forth in subsection 185-48B.


Supervisor Booth asked if there were any questions or comments from either the Town Board Members or the public.


Ralph Giddens, Meadow Hill, asked Mr. Taylor if this Local Law would change the units per acre from 6 units to 8 units and the 9th unit would be senior citizen housing, which allows for greater density. 


Mr. Taylor told Mr. Giddens he was correct in his statement. 


Pat Williams, Meadow Hill, said the project Golden Vista, which is located in Meadow Hill, was approved for senior citizen housing and she asked if it will remain citizen housing or will it be something else. It is her opinion that this local law is being changed to benefit the Golden Vista project which in her opinion should remain senior housing. If the project is changed to affordable housing there will be more traffic in the area and more enrollments in the Newburgh School system.   


Supervisor Booth said the developer is requesting the project be changed to affordable housing. This amendment to the local law will allow projects like this one to receive the density bonus.


Councilman Piaquadio said this local law will apply to all developers who apply for affordable housing that will have to provide for senior housing for every 8 units that are built. This local law will allow for affordable senior housing.  


Mr. Taylor said as the law stands now, a developer can build 8 units and the ninth unit has to be affordable. This amendment changes the ninth unit from affordable to a senior unit. 


Bill Corbin, Fleetwood Drive, asked how projects are policed when they are sold or who occupies the units. Mr. Corbin suggested the Town have the same standards and restrictions for senior housing as they do for affordable housing. 


Mr. Taylor said there is a provision in the Town Code for the recording documents on age restricted units. If Code Compliance should receive a complaint that an age restricted unit is not occupied by a senior citizen they would do an investigation and an enforcement action would be taken.  


George Casino, Cronk Road, asked what the term market rate means. It is his opinion that this local law is a benefit to developers, not taxpayers. 


Mr. Taylor said they are not restricted by income or age. 
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Pat Williams, Meadow Hill, asked how the Town decides on a name for new roads. She has concerns that roads are named before a development is built. 


Councilman Piaquadio said the Town tries to name road for fallen heroes in the Town of Newburgh.

Ann Fisher, Balmville, has concerns with the Town of Newburgh only having one Police K-9. She said the City of Newburgh has 4 Police K-9’s. Mrs. Fisher asked Councilman Bello if he could update her as to where the Town is on obtaining more K-9’s. Mrs. Fisher also asked Mr. Bello why the Town of Newburgh does not have a police blotter in the newspaper. 


Councilman Bello said the consensus of the Town Board is to have more K-9’s, but there are some issues that have to be worked out. As far as the police blotter that is public information and the newspapers have to request it. 


Mrs. Fisher asked Councilman Bello to please look into both of her requests. 


Bill Corbin, Fleetwood Drive, submitted a formal request for electronic copies of documents placed on the Town’s web site prior to all Town meetings. Mr. Corbin said this would create a more open Town Government and enable an informed taxpayer based proactively engage in the process of governing by our elected officials. 


Mr. Corbin asked what is in the budget for K9’s and is there a projected date for obtaining another K-9.


Supervisor Booth said there were 2 police dogs in the 2011 budget and there is no projected date to purchase or the training of a K-9.


Mr. Corbin also asked why the Town’s emails have Councilman Piaquadio’s name on them. He also suggested doing a mass email of agendas for all the Town Board meetings.  


Councilman Piaquadio said that the email data base was registered under his name. The Town is looking into changing it. 


Mr. Corbin asked the Town to look into the condition of the road curbs in his area because they are in need of repair. 


George and Donna Casino, Cronk Road, said they are still having an ongoing problem with the Peaceful Court Development and the maintenance of the drainage ditch. The situation is impacting their property. They have concerns the problem will increase when phase 2 of the project starts. The Casino asked for the Town’s help in resolving this problem. 
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Councilman Woolsey suggested putting a stop work order on the property and schedule a meeting with the Town’s Engineer, the Engineering Consultant, Code Compliance, Mark Taylor and the Town Board Members to discuss this issue. 


Mr. Osborne said this project has been under technical review. He suggested that he and the drainage consultant prepare a report and present it to the Town Board for their review. 


Councilwoman Greene requested that when the report is presented to the Town Board that the technical engineer and the Town Engineer are present to answer any questions the Town Board may have.  


Margaret Gaydos asked the Town Board for a description of where the Golden Vista Project stands. 


Bill Corbin said he was at the Planning Board Meeting for Golden Vista and the project was approved but was unsure if the units are going to be rentals or market rate sales. He asked if the developer for Peaceful Court is in compliance with the Town Code and has empathy for the Casino’s situation.


Wayne Ferguson, Meadow Hill, asked why Golden Visa only has one entrance.


Mr. Osborne said the Planning Board has taken a traffic study on Meadow Hill Road for both projects into consideration. There is a requirement for an emergency access. Mr. Osborne said there is documentation in the Planning Board.


Pat Williams also has concerns with enforcing regulations for emergency entrance projects. She also has a concern with the Orange County restriction on the removal of Ash Trees.   


Mr. Osborne said Darrell Benedict, the Town’s Supervisor of Highways, is attending an educational class on the removal of ash trees that will be given by Orange County.  


John Ward, Colden Park, asked to have the crosswalk located on Arbor Road painted before school starts. 


Councilwoman Greene asked for a pedestrian cross walk sign on Gardenertown Road by the ball parks.   


Supervisor Booth asked if there were any other questions. There were none. He then thanked everyone for coming.
