The entrance way in will be 30 feet wide and there will be a 50 foot right away. The right away will have no parking. The new plan meets all fire regulations and there will be no planting of trees near the foundation of the building.

Anthony Coppola, from Coppola Associates, came before the Board. He said the Town Board has visited the site and the proposal they have presented is 36.37 feet from the property line and it will be 287.47 feet long. 


Mark Taylor said the applicant will need an appraisal, description and a consent order in order for this project to move forward.
7.
REZONING REQUEST: Senior Housing for Assembly of God 
    
Jonah Mandelbaum, President of Warwick Properties and Rev. Ronald Conti of Assembly of God Church, came before the Board. 

Supervisor Booth said he has been talking to residents of the Town and the main concern with the proposed senior housing is the density of the project. He asked Mr. Mandelbaum and Rev. Ronald Conti if they have reached out to the area residents to talk about their concerns and comments. 


Rev. Conti said they have had a positive reaction with the people that they have spoken with.

Mr. Mandelbaum said the church needs a certain amount of units in order to meet their financial needs. He said this program for the senior housing has HUD guidelines, which is based on income, but the rentals are according to the New York State Division of Housing Guide. All of the units will be one bedroom and approximately 700 square feet. The superintendent’s apartment will have two bedrooms with an office in the front. The buildings will be three stories high with a center elevator. 

The Board members have concerns with the units being to close to the existing single residential homes and the amount of units the developers wants to build. 


Supervisor Booth said he will schedule a meeting with the surrounding neighbors and have Mr. Mandelbaum and Rev. Conti present at the meeting to answer questions. 


Mr. Mandelbaum is going to present different layouts of the project for the special meeting.

(ADD ON) COMPUTERS MAINTENANCE
Supervisor Booth said Councilman Piaquadio has brought it to his attention that the Town needs to purchase another block of time for computer maintenance.

SENIOR HOUSING: Eliminating Size Restrictions in Certain Districts Active Adult


Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said that in the Comprehensive Plan there was a draft law prepared that provided for revisions for the current senior citizen provisions in the Code. It includes the creation of an active adult overlay district that covers curtain areas of the Town. He said the Board could consider the following:

1. Should the Active Adult overlay concept be pursued or dropped?

2. If dropped, should size restrictions be eliminated for all districts in which senior citizen housing is currently permitted: R-3, B and IB or in only certain of those districts, bearing in mind that the ability to build market rate sized units in the commercial zones may divert more commercially developable land to residential uses?
3. If Active Adult is dropped, alternatively or in combination, the Board could consider requiring the size restrictions be in place for only a certain percentage of the units in a project, as opposed to all units in a project.
The Board will review the information Mr. Taylor gave them and discuss this matter at the next Audit Meeting.   
10.
GIDNEY AVENUE PROPERTY APPRAISAL

Supervisor Booth said the Town had the Gidney Avenue property appraised. The appraisal was done on 5.5 acres with a value of $100,000.00 per acre. This property is listed as a General Fund Property for the Town of Newburgh. He asked if the Board is interested in subdividing and selling this property.


The Board members present wanted an opinion of a full Board and they would put this under consideration and bring it back to the next work session.
