4. APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the audit in the amount of $370,284.84 with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

5. Ethics Board: Joint Meeting with Ethics Board & Town Board 
Roger Ramjug, Chairman of the Town Ethic’s Board and other Ethic Board members Larry Bennett, Dr. Kate Lindemann and Roseanne Smith, came before the Board to address an inconsistency in the process by which the Ethics Board members are selected. The Ethics Board sat down as a team to discuss the various options which Dr. Lindemann was instrumental in drafting the different contexts and different approaches that have been used in the past. Mr. Ramjug read the complete draft out loud. (see attached)  
Councilwoman Greene asked if the same procedure, recommended in the draft, would apply to the Town’s Ethic’s Board representative.

Mr. Ramjug said the Town Supervisor would recommend the Town’s representative.
Supervisor Booth said the position would be posted and a candidate would be selected from the list compiled. 
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Mark Taylor said the Town Board members should discuss the drafted policy and if the Board’s intent is to amend the Ethics Code they would then have to introcude an amendment to the Town Code.
Councilwoman Greene asked if a Public Hearing would be needed in order to amend the Ethics Code.
Mark Taylor said a Public Hearing would be needed. 

Supervisor Booth said he would distribute this information to Councilman Woolsey and Councilman Benedict. He said he will ask the Town Board members for their comments or recommendations and then forward them to Mr. Ramjug. 

Mr. Ramjug asked if this item can be put on a future agenda.
It was decided by the Board members to put this item on a September agenda. 
Mr. Ramjug thanked the Town Board members for their support and time. 

6. ENGINEERING:

A.         Performance Security: Terizzi Subdivision

Mr. Osborne, Town Engineer, said this is a cost estimate for the construction of a private road for the Terrizzi Subdivision. This subdivision consists of 4 lots on property off of Route 32 near Mill Street. John Nosek, P.E. prepared a cost estimate dated July 22, 2008 in the amount of $109,495.00. Mr. Osborne is recommending that the figure be increased by $3,000.00 to include the preparation of the required As-Built Drawings and Engineer’s Certification. This brings the total cost estimate to $112,495.00 with an inspection fee of $2,812.00. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated July 31, 2008, submitted by James Osborne, for the cost estimate prepared by John Nosek, for the Terrizzi Subdivision. The cost estimate is in the amount of $112,495.00 with an inspection fee of $2,812.00. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

B.       Fuel Management System: Clough Harbor

Mr. Osborne introduced Keith Cowan, C.P.G. Associates, who came before the Board to present his findings for the cost estimates to the Town Board. 

Mr. Cowan said he worked with Mr. Osborne to evaluate six underground and one aboveground storage tank at the Police Department, Fleet Maintenance, Town Highway and the Public Service Building. The Town identified a number of upgrades to the tanks. A number of the tanks are going to be completed and would put the tanks in compliance with the current DEC regulations. 

The upgrades for the Police Department tank include:  
Replace existing dispensing pump with a new dual pump.

Replace pump supply lines.
Install a fuel management system with key cards.
Install a fire suppression system. 
Install a new watertight tank manhole/overfill protection sumps
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Upgrades for the Fleet Maintenance Facility include:

An existing 1,000 gallon waste oil storage tank was not on the Town’s original list, but it does require some minor upgrades.

A new tank gauge installed.
Install secondary containment plugs.
Signage put on the tank.
A catch basin installed where the tank is filled with oil.  
Remove the existing 4,000 gallon underground gasoline storage tank.
Upgrades for the Town Highway Facility include:

Install new manholes for the existing 4,000 Gallon Diesel Storage Tank.
Replace existing dispensing pump with a new pump.

Replace pump supply lines.
Install a new key card fuel management system.
Install new watertight tank manholes/overfill protection sumps. 

Install new concrete pad over tank.
Upgrades for the Public Service Building include:

Replace the 3,000 gallon heating oil storage tank at a later date.

Properly close the existing storage tank.
Install a new storage tank and supply lines in accordance with current NYSDEC and Federal regulations on tank locations. The final size will be coordinated with the Town.

The cost estimate for the construction totaled $232,000.00, which includes a 15% contingency. For the detailed design Clough Harbour will go back to the sites with a fuel contractor, disconnect some of the equipment to physically take measurements. 
Mr. Osborne said one of the things that were discussed was to make sure there was a back-up supply point in case there is a power outage at a facility and to have a standby contract with a gas station or someone with standby power for their gas dispensing facilities. 

Mr. Osborne said the construction cost that is being presented includes construction inspection services during installation. The design estimate is a separate item. 
Councilwoman Greene asked if any of the $320,000.00 is in the 2008 budget.

Mr. Osborne said there is a limited amount of money in the 2008 budget that the Town is using for a substation investigation at Fleet Maintenance. 

Councilman Piaquadio said this is a long term item and it will be paid for by a bond. It is his opinion that this project has to be done. 

Councilwoman Greene wants a commitment on how the Town will pay for this project. 

Mr. Osborne said if this was approached as an independent project then each project could be bonded separately. This would allow Jacqueline Calarco, Town Accountant, to combine highway and the general fund in a single bond and she could then combine the allocation of replacing the highway culverts and this project. He asked Mr. Taylor if the Board would have to vote on the approval of these projects separately.  
Mr. Taylor said the highway items would come out of the Highway Fund, and the Board would have to vote on these items separately. 
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Mr. Osborne asked the Board to go over the information and contact him with any questions.

Councilwoman Greene said she wants Councilman Benedict’s and Councilman Woolsey’s input on a bond before she make a decision. 

Mr. Cowan is going to do a revised version of the proposal with a smaller tank and Mr. Osborne will distribute the information to the Board members. 

The Board thanked Mr. Cowan for coming.

(Add On)    Old Highway Garage-Exterior Preparation & Painting  
Mr. Osborne said the Town put the Painting of the Old Highway Garage out to bid. There were five bids received ranging from a low bid of $24,500.00 to a high bid of $30,884.00. The low bid was submitted by Goldleaf Painting located in Newburgh, New York. Tom Dubetsky reviewed their bid and found it to be favorable. The funds for this project are available in the Capital Project account number 9072.0200. It is Mr. Osborne’s recommendation that the Town Board award the contract to Goldleaf Painting, Inc. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to award the Old Highway Garage-Exterior Preparation and Painting to Goldleaf Painting, Inc. located in Newburgh, New York, in the amount of $24,500.00. The funds will come out of the Capital Project account number 9072.0200. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.
DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene is pleased to have this bid awarded to a local company. It is important that the Town support local businesses.
Councilman Piaquadio asked if there were plans to paint the back of the Justice Court building. 
Mr. Osborne said originally both the Highway Garage and the Justice Court were put out to bid together. The Highway Garage came in over budget but the Justice Court did not. At that time the Town painted just the Justice Court. Another bid was then put out for the Old Highway Garage and these are the results.

7. RECREATION:
A. Clough Harbour: Recreational Center Feasibility Study

Robert Petrillo, Commissioner of Parks, Recreation & Conservation, came before the Board with Jonathan Hickok of Clough Harbour, to give the Board an update on the status and suggest how the Board should proceed. 
Mr. Hickok said the feasibility study is going well and is 90 percent done. There were extra work studies done on phase one, which is the archeology study, and the results have been sent to Mr. Petrillo. He said the initial estimates for phase 1A cost $2,500.00. They are asking for an extra $3,200.00 to complete the study because of the existing house on the property considered historic. When the phase lA study is completed, the final report will be sent to Mr. Petrillo and it may determine that a 1B study needs to be done. That will require digging on the property to see if there are any other artifacts on the property. 
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Mr. Osborne said that along with Supervisor Booth and Mr. Petrillo, he spoke to Mr. Hickok about the estimate of an archeology study based on the Town’s characterization of the site. The Gunsch House is not on the historic register. 
Councilwoman Greene asked what lead to the belief that the Gunsch house was built in the 1700’s.

Mr. Hickok said a desktop search was done by SHPO as an initial screening and a mapping was done that shows the house has been on record for a very long time.

Councilwoman Greene suggested that an investigation of deeds should also be done on the property through the County Clerk’s office to determine how long the house has been there. She said that about 75 years ago the property was a working dairy farm and an apple orchard.
Councilman Piaquadio asked where the money for this project will come from.

Mr. Taylor said the money will come from the Parkland Fund.

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to take $3,200.00 out of the Parkland Trust account for the Town of Newburgh Recreational Center phase 1A Feasibility Study. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the request dated July 29, 2008, submitted by Robert Petrillo, to pay the invoice from A-1 Portable Toilets that were used for the Community Day Event on July 3rd in the amount of $1,680.00. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

D. Oktoberfest Update
Mr. Petrillo presented the Board with the approximate cost and revenue for the Oktoberfest. He suggested that the Town put the tent, dance floor, table and chairs in the soccer field. The vendors would set up around the tent. This location is good for two reasons; It is better for the seniors if it is too hot, and if it rains Jimmy Sturr and his Orchestra would have a place to perform and stay dry.
Councilman Piaquadio asked Mr. Petrillo for a balance sheet, to keep track of all of the expenditures and income. 
Mr. Petrillo asked if all of the revenue could be put into the T-38 account.

Councilman Piaquadio said this account was set up for recreation event donations.  If they are receiving this money under the same context it is his opinion that it can be done. 

Mr. Petrillo asked if the ticket money could also go into the T-38 account.

Mr. Taylor said they should consult with Ms. Calarco to answer that question. 
Mr. Petrillo said in the past the sponsor’s money went into the T-38 account and the vendors’ money went into the General Fund. He would prefer to put all of the money into the T-38 account to offset the expenses for the event.

Councilwoman Greene asked what account would be used to pay Jimmy Sturr.

Mr. Petrillo said the money will come out of the T-38 account.

Councilwoman Greene asked about the beer sales.

Mr. Petrillo said he and Supervisor Booth went to a work session and spoke to NYMIR about selling beer. William A. Smith Insurance, the Town’s insurance carrier, said they did not have any objections to the Town selling beer at Oktoberfest. He said there is a resident in the Town of Newburgh who has a state liquor license. He is willing to apply and pay for an off-premise license through the State to sell beer at Oktoberfest. William A. Smith said the applicant would have to sign a sample hold-  harmless agreement and name the Town as additionally insured. 
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Councilman Piaquadio is opposed to selling beer. He said that Montgomery has discontinued selling beer at their General Montgomery Day due to problems that they have had.

Mr. Petrillo said if the Town of Newburgh decides to sell beer it will be confined to a particular area, it will have professional bartenders and people will be proofed. He will make sure that this is very controlled and the selling of beer will help offset the cost of the event. 

Supervisor Booth said NYMIR was surprised that the Town has not sold beer at this type of event in the past and they did not have any objections. 

Mr. Taylor asked Mr. Petrillo to find out how much Dram Shop liability the vendor has.

Councilwoman Greene said this should be a total Board decision. Since two of the Board members are missing this item should be put on the next workshop agenda. 

Mr. Petrillo is objecting to the $100.00 fee that William A. Smith Insurance Company wants to charge the Town for holding this event. He said the event is listed in the Town’s recreation book and was given to the insurance company at the time of renewal. The Town does not pay any extra money for the other events listed in the book. 

Councilwoman Greene has concerns with the parking for this event and asked if the Town should contact C.V.F.D. to ask if they would consider parking cars in the firehouse parking lot. A shuttle bus would be used to transport people to Chadwick Lake Park.  
Mr. Petrillo said if the $5.00 fee for tickets can not be put into the T-38 account, then there is money in the Special Events account that can be used. 

E. Hiring of Part Time Chauffer
Councilwoman Greene said she shared an email with all the other Board members that stated the Town of Newburgh has the largest senior citizen population in the County of Orange. Our senior citizens do rely on the Dial-A-Buses for transportation. 

Mr. Petrillo said that eventually the Town is going to have to look into a fixed route system due to how popular this service is becoming. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated July 30, 2008, submitted by Robert Petrillo to hire Anthony J. Saltalamachia as a part time chauffer. The proposed hire date is August 11, 2008 at a pay rate of $12.00 per hour. The fund appropriation number is 5630-0100. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

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 F.        Schedule Public Hearings for Local Law to Amend                  
                        Chapter 41: Department of Parks, Recreation & Conservation
Supervisor Booth said this is a change in the Law for the Department of Parks, Recreation & Conservation that will change the Commissioner’s  authority to hire and dismiss employees as required by New York State Civil Service. 
Mr. Taylor said this local law was developed in order for the Town Board to fulfill its intent for an exempt position served at the discretion of the Board. The Department of Civil Service said in order for this position to be classified as such the position must have this authority because it is one that is vested to the Board as elected officials. The Board is   transferring this responsibility to the Commissioner. It is subject to mandatory referendum. The Board can have a special election or have this on the general election ballot. In order to meet the deadline for the upcoming general election, the Board would have to adopt this Local Law 68 days in advance and a Public Hearing date of August 27th would have to be scheduled. Depending on the outcome the Board could adopt the amendment then.

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to schedule a Public Hearing for the Local Law to amend Chapter 41: Department of Parks, Recreation and Conservation for August 27, 2008. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

8. MARKET PLACE

A.         Memorandum of Agreement for Brookside Avenue &                 
                                     Meadow Avenue

Mr. Taylor said the Board discussed this Memorandum of Agreement  several months ago. It pertains to two reconfigurations and a modification of Town Roads. The first will involve the reconfiguration of Meadow Avenue to flow into a roundabout. The second involves the shortening of Brookside Avenue and turn it into a cul-de-sac. There are still outstanding approvals needed. The version in front of the Board tonight has been upgraded to reflect the current status of the project with the developer’s commitment to put in a pedestrian walkway.  
John Bainlardi, Wilder-Balter partner, came before the Board. He said since this matter was discussed several months ago they have obtained a full DOT permit for all three access points for the Market Place project. As of Friday they have received the water quality certification from the New York State Department of Conservation. They are expecting the Army Corps of Engineers’ permit to be issued shortly. He said that in June they received the final site plan approval. They have satisfied all of the conditions for issuing the bonds. 
Mr. Taylor said the Board is not prepared to act tonight due to the fact that they are missing two Board Members. Mr. Taylor said Mr. Bainlardi is here tonight to answer any questions the Board may have. 
Councilman Piaquadio asked Mr. Bainlardi when they were expecting the permit from the Army Corps of Engineers.
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Mr. Bainlardi said the form for the permit is complete, but the law does not allow for the permit to be issued until a water quality certification has been issued by the DEC. It is hard to project when they will have the permit from the Army Corps of Engineers.
Supervisor Booth asked Darrell Benedict, Highway Superintendent, if he had any objections to the proposed roads. Supervisor Booth asked if the roads meet all of the Town’s requirements. 
Mr. Benedict replied that the roads meet all of the Town’s requirements and have his approval. 
Councilwoman Greene asked Mr. Bainlardi to contact Mr. Taylor or Mr. Osborne when he received the approval from the Army Corps of Engineers.

This would enable the Board members to review the information and schedule this item for a meeting. 

Supervisor Booth asked Mr. Taylor if the Town needed any other information from the Market Place.

Mr. Taylor said when pertaining to a Town road it is contemplated that the developer will contribute to the traffic calming measures on Powder Mill Road. The Town’s estimated cost for the three speed humps on Powder Mill Road that are incorporated in the traffic calming measures of the project is $27,000.00 as per Board approval. Mr. Taylor said that Supervisor Booth asked for a contribution in the same amount from Market Place. 
Mr. Bainlardi said they are committed to the project and they will do what needs to be done. 
Mr. Taylor said the Board will discuss the final provision, and they did hear the applicant make a full commitment for the full cost tonight. 

Mr. Bainlardi wanted to raise a point about this Memorandum of Understanding. He said it is basically laid out that the developer obtains all approvals that are necessary. Provided that the developer sends in all the necessary paperwork and all the applications for necessary permits, at that point they actually perform the work. If all the applications necessary to confirm that the work has been properly performed, all the necessary bonds have been posted and all of the papers have been provided for the dedication, the project will be complete. The obligation on the part of the Town is if all of these things are done they would then consent and authorize the approvals. If the applicant fails to do any of the things that they are obligated to do then the agreement is null and void. He asked if there was a possibility they could proceed with starting this agreement because is will allow them to obtain commitments from the tenants, financial developers and lenders. 
Mr. Taylor said the protections are there in the event that they do not secure their approvals. Brookside Avenue has a performance security, and in the case of Meadow Avenue, the applicant is posting security with the DOT that includes the Meadow Avenue improvements. The Town is not requiring a separate security to be posted with the Town to cover Meadow Avenue.
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Mr. Osborne said the first Memorandum is regarding the soil erosion and sediment control measures for the Market Place. A cost estimate was submitted for $762,660.00, and this cost estimate includes a line item for temporary seeding and mulching. The NYSDEC permit limits the amount of disturbance to the 25 acres instead of the full site of approximately 100 acres. Mr. Osborne is recommending an additional 25 acres be included in the cost estimate bringing the total recommended performance security estimate to $862,660.00.
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the request dated July 31, 2008, submitted by James Osborne, for the Market Place Site Plan performance security. The security is for the soil erosion and sediment control measures in the amount of $862,660.00. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the request dated August 1, 2008 submitted by James Osborne to approve the cost estimate for the removal and relocation of the cul-de-sac on Brookside Avenue in the amount of $51,300.00 with an inspection fee of $2,052.00. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

Supervisor Booth said this transfer will allow the Accounting Department to pay Officer Matthew Nadolny by voucher while he is out on military leave. Mr. Nadolny is in a war zone and therefore he is tax exempt.
MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve the request dated July 17, 2008, submitted by Charles Kehoe, Chief of Police, to transfer $19,400.00 from account number 3120.0100 to account 3120.0190 to cover the salary for Officer Matthew Nadolny, who is out on military leave. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene asked Chief Kehoe if Officer Nadolny has completed his in-country training and is he in Iraq.

Chief Kehoe said he has not as of yet.
