5.
APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve this audit in the amount of $ 1,371,703.36, with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

6. SUNNYSIDE DEVELOPMENT:  Zoning Request
George Cronk, from Chase and Companies, and Bob Logan, from Sunnyside Development, came before the Town Board. Mr. Cronk discussed a map of Sunnyside Development with the Town Board Members. Mr. Cronk said several years ago there was a proposal for a subdivision along Fletcher Drive. The parcel was previously approved for 16 lots. During the approval process for the subdivision there were zoning changes occurring throughout the Town. The property for this subdivision zoning was changed from R-3 zoning to a R-1. The lots are one acre each. There are required improvements for the sanitary sewer to extend through several properties and run down to Route 17K. This improvement benefits the development and several of the homes located in that area with septic problems. Presently it is not economically feasible to build a sewage system for only 16 lots. They asked the Town Board to consider a zoning change back to R-3 for the development area in order to make the project economically feasible and enable them to move forward. An option the developer has considered if the zoning is changed to R-2 is they would then cluster the buildings together. This would allow them to do the road work and enable them to put in the sewer system in the area. 

Councilman Bello asked if this zoning change would be considered spot zoning.

Mr. Cronk said it could be considered spot zoning because the surrounding areas are zoned R-1. The reality is that when the existing homes were built the zoning was R-3.      
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Councilman Piaquadio asked if this is the original owner of the property. 

Mr. Cronk said the owners changed during the zoning change. 

Councilman Bello asked if the homes that will be built will be single family.

Mr. Cronk said they will probably be single family cluster homes. The first track would run off of Lloyd Road and the other would come off of Fletcher Drive. Mr. Cronk said this has not been discussed with the Planning Board as of yet. 

Supervisor Booth said in 2006 there was a zoning change R-1, which encompasses the south west quadrant of the Town of Newburgh. It started west of Fletcher Drive, Meadow Hill Road and out to Lakeside Road. It also included Fleetwood, Holiday Park and Colden Park.  The zoning went from R-3 to R-1.

The Town Board all agreed that they will discuss this matter further before they make a decision. 

Mr. Cronk said he will deliver 11” X 17” maps of the area for the Town Board to reference. 

7. HOME OCCUPATIONS LOCAL LAW:  Review Public Hearing Comments
Supervisor Booth said a public hearing was held on this matter on July 23rd. A concern was raised during that meeting regarding the Town’s existing Off Street Parking Local Law. Supervisor Booth said he is going to look into having the definition and the regulations Local Law rewritten.   

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said the Zoning Board of Appeals had the following concerns.

· The enforcement of the Home Occupations Local Law

· The increased work load this Local Law will impose on the Zoning Board 

Mr. Taylor suggested retaining professional assistance to review the applications and asked the Town Board if they wanted to address occupations that has a component within the dwelling and provides services away from the dwelling with the off street parking issue or do they want it to be a separate issue. 

Councilman Woolsey said the people who he has talked to have concerns with their vehicle having commercial plates, which they use personally, will not be allow to park at their residence. 

Supervisor Booth said people had concerns with bringing a commercial vehicle home. He said if the Off Street Parking Local Law is modified it will eliminate this concern. 

Mr. Taylor said Jerry Canfield, Code Compliance Supervisor, suggested the Town Board make a list of what are considered home occupations and that would be allowed in the Town of Newburgh. 

Councilman Piaquadio said the list should also include the number of employees allowed for a home occupation. 

Councilwoman Greene asked what will happen to pre-existing businesses that have been operating out of their homes for years. 

Supervisor Booth said some of those businesses have use variances. 
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Mr. Taylor said the Zoning Board suggested the following:

· Maximum number of vehicle trips per weeks be no more than 10 trips per week

· Placing a time limit on the applications

· Prohibit parking in a front yard

· Existing businesses prior to the adoption of this Local Law would be deemed non-conforming 

· Allow one commercial vehicle at a residence

Supervisor Booth asked the Town Board if they wanted to define the Home Occupation uses.

Councilman Woolsey, Councilman Piaquadio and Councilwoman Greene are in favor of defining the Home Occupation use. It is their opinion it will make the Local Law easier to enforce. 

Supervisor Booth asked the Town Board Members to make a list of what they would consider suitable home occupations. 

8. PUBLIC NOTICE LOCAL LAW:  Review Public Hearing Comments
Mr. Taylor said the Town has received comments from the Orange County Planning Department, the Planning Board, the Zoning Board of Appeals and the comments of the public hearing. 

The ZBA suggested the following:

·  300 feet is sufficient for a residential area variance

·  500 feet should be used for use variances, special permits, businesses, commercial or items referred from the Planning Board


· The ZBA may authorize notice by first-class mail, the Board believes the word “may” should be replaced either with the word “shall” or with the following: “shall, unless otherwise directed by the ZBA,”

· The first class mail will include a stamp on the envelope which identifies it as a Notice of Public Hearing or special envelopes being printed with the words “Important, Notice of Public Hearing”

· Post a notice on a front property line

· Properties with 2 front yards should be posted on the 2 front yards and be addressed in the form of a local law
  

Councilwoman Greene said she is adamant about residents within 500 feet being notified. 

Mr. Taylor suggested the Town Board review the Planning Board comments. He said the Planning Board Department recommended certain modifications for this Local Law. If the Town Board chooses not to adopt those recommendations then the Town Board will have to explain to the Planning Department why they decided not to in their final report to them.

The following are the Planning Board Department recommendations:

· The Local Law should provide the identity of the names of all property owners 500 feet of the property. The Town Board has to specify if the list should come from the assessor’s list or the list that is listed on line.

· The notice is to be posted in the official newspapers of the Town.

· A sketch plan must be reviewed as an item that requires notification after the first appearance instead of when it was received.  
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The Planning Board had the following comments: 

· Applicants will have to take a photograph of the area to be submitted with their application.

· The text changes will add overhead demands on the Planning Board therefore they will have to revise their application packages.

· They have concerns with the level of detail with the site plan notification which could entail legalities. 

· The increased distance will add an additional burden in preparing the envelopes for the pre-appearance hearing. 

· Have concerns with the posting for public hearing notices being defaced. They suggest stating the notice must be posted and maintained by the applicant.  

Mr. Taylor said the Town Board has the option to state the following:

 “Details of this application can be viewed on line.”

Councilman Woolsey suggested sending notice to the residents within 300 feet a registered letter and the residents in the next 200 feet to reach 500 feet regular mail.  

Councilwoman Greene’s opinion is the more the Town can do to keep Town residents up to date on what is going on in the Town the better. She would like the Town Board to meet with the Planning Board and let them voice their concerns. 

Councilman Piaquadio is in favor of notifying residents within 500 feet. He also suggested the Town allow commercial business to mail out their notifications via regular mail. 

Mr. Taylor asked the Town Board the following:

· If the Town Board wanted changes made for first class mailings of the notifications within 500 feet of a project.

· Does the Town Board accept the Department of Orange County Planning’s suggestions? 

The Town Board was in agreement to both of the above. They also stated

· A Town Employee would have to mail and certify the mailings, which would become part of the Town’s record. 

· The mailing list would come from the Assessor’s Office.
9. PALMERONE SUBDIVISION:  Declare Default
Mr. Taylor said the Town Board previously called the Letter of Credit for the Palmerone Subdivision due to the fact that the Bank was not going to renew. The developer has contacted Mr. Taylor advising him that he is favor. The Town will take the proceeds to finish the Palmerone Subdivision road, drainage, stormwater management facilities and permanent stabilization and restoration measures.

The Board has concerns that the existing letter of credit will not cover the cost of the remaining work needed. 

James Osborne, Town Engineer, said his was very conservative with these securities. He retained 25% of the foundation course and 50% of the binder course. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if the Town was going to contract this work out.

Supervisor Booth said all of this work will be contracted out. 
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MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to approve the Resolution of Town Board Determining Default and Authorizing Use of Performance Security Proceeds for Completion of Palmerone Subdivision Road, Drainage, Stormwater Management Facilities and Permanent Stabilization and Restoration Measures for Land Disturbance. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

16. MEADOW WINDS: Developer’s Agreement

Mr. Taylor said there is a new developer for Meadow Winds. They have purchased the uncompleted project and the units waiting to be constructed on Orleans Road from Orange County for a tax sale. This agreement covers the scheduling of the completion of East and West Meadows Winds Lane and Orleans Road. It also states how the Town of Newburgh will issue the Certificate of Occupancies and how they will be scheduled in conjunction with the work of those improvements. 

Mr. Osborne proposed that the title of the roads will be transferred prior to the Town’s issuing the Certificates of Occupancy. There are three phases contemplated for the completion.  

The developer’s attorneys have commenced an action in Orange County Court to obtain a Quiet Title Action.  

Councilwoman Greene asked if the Town will be responsible for plowing these roads.

Supervisor Booth said the Town is already plowing these roads.

(Add On) BOND for the Lower Hudson Forestry Service

                            A Project on Union Avenue 

Councilwoman Greene said a bond for the Lower Hudson Forestry Service, who has a project on Union Avenue, was before the Planning Board on July 19th.  Section 83-12 of the Town Code allows the Town to set a bond amount for this project. The decided amount for this bond is $5,000.00, which in her opinion is inadequate. Councilwoman Greene said she objects to the amount of the Bond because there will be trucks that weigh a minimum of 60 thousand pounds that will be towing a trailer loaded with logs on Town Roads. They will use Union Avenue and they will be going over the Town’s water lines entering and exiting the property.  If there are repairs needed to Town roads or the water lines caused by this project this bond will cover the expenses. 

Mr. Osborne said the bond that is associated with the clearing and grading permit that was approved by the Planning Board was based on the recommendation of Pat Heinz and reviewed by him and was just for soil and erosion control measures.

He and the Supervisor of Highways, reviewed the location. The water main is under the pavement not in the shoulder of the road. Mr. Osborne also reminded the Highway Supervisor that the Town Board passed a new Driveway Local Law and he has the authority to collect an additional bond for the protection of the road when he issues the driveway permit for that location. 

Mr. Osborne said he will check to make sure that the driveway permit and necessary securities were issued, which were set by the Town Board. Mr. Osborne suggested that the Town Board may want to consider separate Driveway Permits for residential and commercial use.
