Copper Rock Road intersects Rock Cut Road and 

      Mr. Pasiut has observed many speeders on Rock Cut Road. Mr. Pasiut suggests

      that the speed limit on Rock Cut Road be reduced. Town Supervisor advised

      Mr. Pasiut that Rock Cut Road is a County road, not a Town road which means

      that Mr. Pasiut will need to contact Orange County for help on this matter.

      The next issue Mr. Pasiut brought to the Town Board’s attention was the

      location of the school bus stop for children who reside in the Copper Rock Road

      development. Currently, the lone school bus stop is located at the intersection
      of Rock Cut Road and Copper Rock Road. Mr. Pasiut would prefer that the bus

      travel around the loop defined by Copper Rock Road located within the

      development. Councilman Presutti advised Mr. Pasiut that school bus routes are

      defined by the school district and the school district for this development is
      the Wallkill Central School District. Mr. Pasiut was advised to contact the school

      district. Lastly, Mr. Pasiut inquired about the ownership of the island located

      at the boulevard entrance so that the landscaping on this island can be properly

      maintained. Mr. Pasiut said that most of landscaping is currently neglected and

      Mr. Pasiut tries to maintain some of the landscaping. Town Supervisor Piaquadio

      told Mr. Pasiut that he will get back to him about the identity of the island’s

      owner.
