8. PLANNING BOARD:  Landscape Bond for Quick Chek
Supervisor Booth said there is a memorandum from Karen Arent, Landscape Architectural Consultant to the Town of Newburgh Planning Board, asking the Town Board to review a landscape bond increase for Quick Chek Cooperation. The increased cost of $43,746.00 should be added to the initial landscape bond that is in the amount of $65,708.00 for a total bond amount of $109,454.00. The groundcovers, lawn and plants were installed in heavy clay soil not suitable as a growing medium. The soil was worked in wet conditions, causing the soil to compact even more. Plants will have difficulty growing in this soil. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the request dated August 13, 2012, submitted by Karen Arent to increase the landscape bond estimate for Quick Chek Cooperation by $43,746.00 for a total of $109,454.00.          The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

Richard Santacroce, Mohican Road, said there is a severe water problem on Mohican Road. It is his opinion the problem started after Pulte Homes constructed homes for a sub-division in their area. A drainage pipe was installed, but has not corrected the problem. Mr. Santacroce also asked if the residents on Mohican Road could be reimbursed for the money they have spent to try to rectify this water problem. 

Supervisor Booth said he and the Town Engineer have visited the site and a meeting has been set up with the Pulte Homes Engineer to try to rectify this problem.  

Mr. Santacroce asked to have a drain pipe put in on Mohican Road.

Supervisor Booth said he will talk to the Highway Superintendent to see if a drain can be installed. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if the bond posted for Mohican Road has any money remaining. 

Mr. Osborne said there is. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if Pulte Homes installed drainage by Algonquin Estates.

Mr. Osborne said the drainage was installed through a right-of-way into Delaware Avenue and routed to a splitting box on Neversink and Delaware Avenues. 

Terence Calburn, Mohican Road, said he is also having a water problem. Mr. Calburn said water basins were installed, but he is still having water problems. 

Peter Grabowiecki, Mohican Road, said his property is located at the lowest point on Mohican Road and all of the water on Mohican Road runs onto his property.
