The settlement provides for reductions for each of               2009-2012: (2009 = $5,048.32); (2010 = $5,321.18); (2011 = $5,454.65) and                                                  (2012 = $1,917.72).  The refund liability for the Town (not including special districts             and the Fire District) for the reductions in assessed value would be $17,741.87.             The revisions are intended to ensure that, barring a change in the assessed value,             no grievances will be filed on the 2014-2015 assessments and the 2013 proceeding        will be discontinued without a reduction.
