(7:00 p.m.): PUBLIC HEARING: For The Establishment Of The Stewart Airport Air National Guard “ANG” Base Water District


Supervisor Booth asked Town Clerk Zarutskie if all of the proper posting and notifications have been completed to conduct this public hearing. 


Town Clerk Zarutskie said notice for the establishment of the Stewart Airport Air National Guard “ANG” Base Water District has been posted in the lobby of Town Hall and on the Town’s web site since August 9, 2011. It was advertised in the Sentinel on August 9, 2011 and in the Mid Hudson Times on August 10, 2011. 


MOTION was made at 7:07 p.m. by Councilwoman Greene to open this public hearing. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

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James Osborne, Town Engineer, said the International Guard has approached the Town of Newburgh for water service in response to the Department of Defense requirement that they have a redundant supply on the base. The proposal is to connect to an existing 16 inch water main located on Route 17K owned and operated by the Town. The New York International Guard will be fully responsible for the connection to the main and the construction of a portable water distribution system on their site. There will be no cost to the Town of Newburgh for the creation of this Special District. The National Guard, which is located on land owned by New York State, will be treated as a meter customer of the Consolidated Water District. The Town does not have a mechanism to charge the International Guard Water 1 and Water 2 charges so a special rate will be established to recoup the costs of the Water Service. The rate will be $8.43 per thousand gallons. The International Guard uses approximately 15,000 gallons per day and approximately 450,000 per month. A meter will be installed outside of the gate of the International Guard and it will be the point of entry for the water. 

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town of Newburgh, said the Town of Newburgh is forming a district comprised of 205 acres located in the Town. The boundaries of the proposed district were displayed on a board for everyone to review. The Town is not proposing any special assessments on this district and there is a 30 day Permissive Referendum period if the resolutions are passed by the Board. The Town Board has requested insurance from the International Guard for the payment of the water charges. A draft agreement has been prepared and presented to the International Guard that will be finalized, subject to final comments and executed. 

Supervisor Booth welcomed Lt. Co. Johnson and members of her staff who were in the audience to answer any questions. Mr. Booth then asked if there were any questions from the Town Board Members or public. 

Councilwoman Greene asked what the timetable will be for the installation. 

Lt. Co. Johnson said the Water Distribution project is presently ongoing. They are waiting for the meter to tap into their system. 

Mr. Osborne said it will be approximately 45 days until a permit is issued.

This owner is currently under a contract with the Jewish Community Center to purchase a portion of their property for a project that is zoned R-3. The Town Board also requested that the surrounding residents be contacted regarding the change which has been done twice at two different meetings.
