APPROVAL OF AUDIT

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve this audit in the amount of $452,252.60, with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.

DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene said she does not want invoices 303319 through 303350 pulled from the audit, but she objects to them being paid.

5.
TWC: Telephone Service Presentation

Dan Coldrick, Major Account Executive for Time Warner Cable, came before the Town Board. 

Supervisor Booth said he has distributed a Time Warner Cable Business Class proposal to all of the Town Board Member for their review. Mr. Booth said he and Jackie Calarco, the Town Accountant, have solicited proposals from companies who provide outside telephone line service. The Town presently has a contract with One Communications and there have been problems with billing and service. Several of the companies who submitted proposals wanted to change the entire eternal phone system. The Town is currently satisfied with the eternal system and is only interested in changing the outside phone lines. Supervisor Booth said if the Town accepts the proposal submitted by Time Warner there will be an estimated savings of $26,000.00 per year on a local telephone service that has local customer service.    He then introduced Mr. Coldrick to the Town Board who then gave his presentation. (See Attached) Mr. Coldrick said nothing would change with the Town’s current internal telephone system.    
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Councilman Piaquadio asked Mr. Coldrick if the Town of Newburgh is going to switch all of their 111 telephone line from Verizon to Time Warner. He also asked if the analog lines the Town has will work on Time Warner lines.  

Mr. Coldrick said all of the lines would be switched from Verizon to Time Warner. The Town will be able to put fax machines on the lines but he does not recommend putting the alarm lines on Time Warner lines.


Councilman Piaquadio suggested that the Town keep two analog lines in each of the Town’s buildings for alarm lines. He asked if there are dedicated lines for the Town’s pump stations.


Councilman Bello suggested that the Town put the alarm lines on analogical radios.  


Supervisor Booth said the pump station lines are directly connected to Verizon and the Town is not going to change those lines. 


Supervisor Booth said he is going to invite the venders who service the telephone system inside of Town Buildings to do an audit to identify all of the telephone lines being used by the Town and then asked them for a quote for any equipment that is needed to make the switch to Time Warner. He will request information and price quotes to change the Town’s analog lines.

Supervisor Booth asked the Board Members if they are interested in changing telephone companies.


Councilwoman Greene said she is interested, but she would like more information on the alarm lines. 

Councilman Piaquadio said it is his opinion that the fire alarms should stay on the Potts Lines for now.   

Councilman Piaquadio asked Mr. Coldrick what other Towns use Time Warner? He also asked if there is a power outage is Time Warner able to continue to provide service.

Mr. Coldrick presented the Board with a list of Government agencies that they do business with, including includes Sullivan County, Ulster County and Dutchess County BOCES. He said Time Warner will provide a service level agreement to the Town of Newburgh. The agreement states that they will fix any problem within four hours or the Town will receive credits. The Town will be on Time Warner’s Fiber Network, which is the most reliable service that can be provided. The fiber will be brought into all three Town buildings. Mr. Coldrick said Time Warner will also pay the construction fees for the Town of Newburgh.  


He said that customer service is very important to Time Warner. He will be the account executive for the Town of Newburgh and will be available to the Town during business hours and there is an 800 number that is available 24 hours a day. Mr. Coldrick said Time Warner will do the switch over at the Towns convenience. 


The Board thanked Mr. Coldrick for coming.

ASSESSOR:  


A.
Assessor Clerk Position

Michael Fogarty, Sole Assessor for the Town of Newburgh, came before the Board. 
Mr. Fogarty said effective August 4th Karen Raiti is resigning her position as Assessor’s Clerk. He is requesting that the Assessor Clerk’s position be reestablished (based on its complexity) and asked for the process of canvassing to refill this position to begin. Mr. Fogarty said that the last three people who held this position moved on to be Assessors in other Towns. The person that will fill this position must be able to read a deed. He said he 
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will have to train someone for this position and asked for the support of the Town Board to maintain the same level of efficiency and accuracy as the Assessor’s Office has had in the past. 

Councilman Piaquadio said there are several Town of Newburgh departments who are working with a reduction in staff. He would prefer to wait until October, when the 2011 budget is completed, before considering replacing personnel in the Town.  

Mr. Fogarty said it is his opinion that the Town of Newburgh will be the first Town to bloom from the recession and he wants his office to be prepared. He said it is the time of year where new residents will be requesting exemptions and the STAR exemptions are coming due. Mr. Fogarty said the Town of Newburgh is growing.  

Supervisor Booth said the Town Board is asking him to present the 2011 tentative budget before making any decisions about replacing people.
Councilwoman Greene said it would be a move in the right direction to post the Assessor Clerk position and canvass a list of qualified candidates from the County.  

The Town Board members are all in favor of setting up the process for hiring someone for Assessor Clerk position.
B.
Certiorari Settlement: 209 South Plank Road Realty Corp.

Michael Fogarty, Sole Assessor, said he is in favor of the 209 South Plank Road Realty Corporation settlement based on the sale in November 2009 of $300,000.00 and the environmental problems associated with this site. Currently the owner is proposing a redevelopment of the former gas station and is currently before the Town of Newburgh Planning Board. The actual refund liability for the Town of Newburgh is $1,129.00 not including 2010 new tax. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the Resolution of Town Board Authorizing Settlement of Proceeding Under Article 7 of the Real Property Tax Law: SBL # 60-3-2 209 S. C. (Add On) Sewer Software Program

Michael Fogarty said the sewer software program would benefit his Assessor’s Office when creating multiple accounts. There are many condo projects and multiple lot subdivisions being proposed and approved at the Planning Board level, this program upgrade would enhance their office by providing efficient and professional service to the sewer bond account reporting system. 

MOTION was made by Councilman Bello to withdraw $690.00 from the Computer Reserve Fund to purchase a sewer software programs from Software Consulting Associates for the Assessor’s Office. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

POLICE: Stop Signs

Supervisor Booth said there are several new sub-divisions that have been built on Frozen Ridge Road and Carter Avenue. He asked Chief Mahoney to conduct a traffic safety survey of the intersection of Carter Avenue and Leslie Road. Chief of Police John Mahoney’s memo dated August 6, 2010 regarding this traffic study stated the following: 

“Both roads are Town roads and at present, there are stop signs on Leslie Road in both directions at the intersection of Carter Avenue and Leslie Road. There is limited sight visibility on Carter Avenue in both directions at the intersection of Leslie Road due to the roadway configuration and line of sight obstructions just off of the roadway in that area.

Due to the increased volume of traffic traveling on Carter Avenue and the nature of the residential area, I make two recommendations. My first recommendation is the installation of two stop signs on Carter Avenue. (Northbound and Southbound) at the intersection with Leslie Road. My second recommendation is to reduce the speed limit on Carter Avenue, which is presently 35 mph, to the Town wide speed limit of 30 mph.”

Chief Mahoney’s second memo dated August 6, 2010 regarding Traffic Study for Frozen Ridge Road and Leslie Road stated the following:


“Both roads are Town roads and at present, there are stop signs on Leslie Road at Frozen Ride Road and Leslie Road. There is limited sight visibility on Frozen Ridge Road in both directions at the intersection of Leslie Road due to the roadway configuration and line of sight obstructions just off of the roadway in that area.

Due to the increased volume of traffic traveling on Frozen Ridge Road and Leslie Road I recommend the installation of two stop signs on Frozen Ridge Road (Northbound and Southbound) at the intersection with Leslie Road. 

Councilman Piaquadio asked if the traffic safety committee met at these locations to do an evaluation. 


Supervisor Booth said he will set a time for the traffic safety committee to meet and go to the above locations and evaluate the situations. 

8. ANIMAL CONTROL:   



A.      T-94 Withdrawal

Supervisor Booth said there is a memo dated September 1, 2010 from Animal Control requesting to pay veterinarian services for the month of July, 2010 in the amount of $821.00. Maureen Bellis from Animal Control saved the Town of Newburgh $96.00 for invoice number 968281 which was for a privately owned animal that was impounded by the shelter. Ms Bellis asked the owner to pay the invoice was.

A.     New Stormwater Management Cost Estimate for Orange County Choppers 


James Osborne, Town Engineer, said the new cost estimate for the stormwater management facilities is for the proposed addition of a restaurant to the existing Orange County Choppers building on Crossroad Court. The restaurant will be retrofitted into the existing building and will require the conversion of a gravel overflow parking area into an asphalt parking area thereby increasing the amount of impervious space on the site. The proposed stormwater management system consists of an underground storage and recharge system to collect and control the runoff. The corrected cost estimate for these facilities is $59,000.00. A deposit of $3,000.00 to an escrow account for soil & erosion control inspections will also be required prior to site plan approval.


MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve the stormwater management cost estimate for Orange County Choppers $59,000.00. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

A.     CAMO Additional Hours of Operations Contract


Mr. Osborne said based on Mr. Goodrich’s retirement he was asked by Supervisor Booth to contact CAMO Pollution Control for a price quote for the provision of a replacement operator. 

Councilman Bello asked if the operator will have a class 2A license and is this a hands on position. 

Mr. Osborne said the operator will have a class 2A license and the assistant operator would be an entry level position. This will be a hands on position. He said the Filter Plant employees have a unique schedule. They will work one long week that is followed up by a short week. The Town will have to work with CAMO to ensure their personnel fills in the gaps. 

Councilwoman Greene asked where the funds will come from to pay CAMO and what time frame are they giving the Town.

Supervisor Booth said there is money in the budget to pay CAMO. He also asked the Board if they are in favor of contracting this position or would they rather the Town hire someone to fill the position. This contract will be for the duration of CAMO’s current contract. 

The Board Members agreed on contracting an outside operator and to have CAMO Pollution Control, Inc. provide a full time (40 hour) shift operator, at a cost of $9,700.00 per month. The cost includes all benefits, payroll taxes, and time off. 


MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to authorize Supervisor Booth and James Osborne, Town Engineer, to contact CAMO Pollution Control and draft a contract up for a full time (40 hour week) shift operator. The motion was seconded by Councilman Woolsey.

B. CHA Extra Work Authorization: Highway Facility
Mr. Osborne said he previously submitted the site investigation report to the Town Board Members. He also asked CHA, located in Albany, New York to prepare a memo summarizing their findings for a supplemental investigation and groundwater monitoring program for the Town of Newburgh Highway Facility, which was also distributed to the Town Board Members. Mr. Osborne said contamination was discovered where the diesel tank is located at the Highway Department. There was a site investigation and remediation 
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done by the DEC. It was first believed that the contamination was contained in the location, but after looking at it more closely they discovered the levels had gone up which indicates there is older contaminations on the site. The DEC asked the Town to continue the site investigation of the delineation of the contamination that is located on the south side of the garage approaching the property line. Mr. Osborne said what is in front of the Board tonight is a proposal to authorize extra work to complete a supplemental investigation and groundwater monitoring program at the Town of Newburgh Highway facility. The scope of work on the proposal is for a subsurface investigation, a groundwater monitoring program and a previously completed supplemental construction related services. 
MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to approve CHA, located in Albany, New York, proposal for the extra work authorization to complete a supplemental investigation and groundwater monitoring program at the Town of Newburgh Highway Facility for the scope of work of the following:

Task 1 – Subsurface Investigation

Task 2 – Groundwater Monitoring Program   
Task 3 – Previously Completed Supplemental Construction Related Services

for the lump sum fee of $32,500.00 which includes our previously incurred costs for supplemental oversight. The funds for this project are available in the Capitol Project.

TOWN CLERK: Dog Licenses

Town Clerk Andrew Zarutskie said Governor Paterson has signed new Dog License Legislation into law On July 22, 2010. The State of New York is terminating the State Dog License Offices. This means that the Town of Newburgh and all other towns and cities have to adopt new Local Laws to assume all jurisdictions over dog licenses and renewals. BAS, a computer software company, is in the process of revising the current dog license program that Towns and Cities are using. The Town has to decide how much they want to charge for a dog license. Towns and Cities will now have to purchase their own licenses and assign numbers for the dog tags. Mr. Zarutskie presented the Town Board with a draft of a new Local Law.  


Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town of Newburgh, said the Town’s and Cities will keep the revenues collected for the licenses of dog, but the State has imposed mandated surcharges. He said the license fees collected by the Town are restricted to Animal Control purposes, shelter and licensing costs. The Department of Agriculture and Markets will also have its own model law that he is waiting to see before he drafts the Town’s Local Law. The deadline to have everything in place is December 31, 2010.    
14.       (Add On)    AMERICAN CANCER BLOOD DRIVE 
Supervisor Booth said that Tom Dubetsky, Safety Officer for the Town of Newburgh, is requesting to conduct a blood drive for the Town of Newburgh in the Town Hall Meeting Room on October 14, 2010. The Town employees would be requested to contribute as well as the public. Town employees would be prescheduled to reduce the amount of time away from work.
