Personal Services Business is an establishment that provides services                   
that are non–medical to individuals as a primary use.  Examples include: barber                   
and beauty shops, clothing rental, home electronics and small appliance repair,                   
self-service laundries, locksmiths, shoe repair shops, tailors and tanning salons. 



Deputy Supervisor and Councilman Gil Piaquadio asked the Town Board to take                      
the first step and add the IB Zones back into the amendment.  Attorney for the           
Town Mark Taylor will draft a document to include broader definitions.
