4. APPROVAL OF AUDIT 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to approve this audit in the amount of $1,593,802.97 with no exceptions. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

5. MID HUDSON VALLEY FEDERAL CREDIT UNION:  I.D.A. Proposal

Supervisor Booth received a letter from Wayne Winkler, Executive Vice President, of the Mid-Hudson Valley Federal Credit Union (MVH). It stated that they will construct a new 3,900 square foot facility on Route 300 in the Town of Newburgh. They will be a full service financial services center. Anyone who lives, works, or worships in the counties of Orange, Dutchess and Ulster are eligible for membership. This will bring eight new jobs to the Newburgh area. The credit union also has plans to further expand its branch infrastructure in Orange County over the next five years. They are requesting that the credit union obtain a letter of support from the Town of Newburgh Supervisor for the ten year Pilot program. There will be a public hearing on Monday, September 12, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. at the Town of Newburgh Town Hall. The agency will acquire title to or a leasehold interest in the facility and lease the facility back to the company. The company will operate the facility during the term of the lease. At the end of the lease term, the company will purchase the facility from the agency, or if the agency holds a leasehold interest, the leasehold interest will be terminated. The agency contemplates that it will provide financial assistance to the company in the form of sales and use tax exemptions and a mortgage recording tax exemption, consistent with the policies of the agency and partial real property tax abatement. 
Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said the project site is where the previous Lloyd site was on Union Avenue. The application to the IDA involves a ten year business abatement over a period of ten years.
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The Town Board discussed the pros and cons of the abatement. They decided to attend the meeting, listen to the comments and submit their comments before making a decision. 
Mr. Taylor recommended that the Board ask the main business of an entity to guarantee the polite payments for properties with a LLC title.  
6. ZONING REQUEST: 
A. B District Text Change

Mr. Taylor said Supervisor Booth has received a letter from Jon Adams, an attorney at the law office of Corbally Gartland and Rappleyea who are representing Gas Land Petroleum Inc. His client owns two parcels of land on Route 9W and North Plank Road that is approximately 46,000 square feet.  The Gas Land parcels are located in a B zone and located between I-84 and the adjacent City of Newburgh municipal line and fronts a state highway. Gas Land wishes to replace the existing gasoline station and replacing it with a convenience store and Dunkin Donuts with a drive thru, which is not permitted in B zones but is permitted in the IB and SC zones. Mr. Taylor said this applicant has gone to the Zoning Board for a variance for the front yard. There were also traffic concerns with this property. Mr. Taylor also asked Debbie Smith, Deputy Town Clerk to pull out the Zoning Board minutes and decisions regarding Gas Land and distribute them to the Town Board members. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if there are any reports regarding the ingress and egress of this property. 

John McKelvey, Zoning Board member, said when Gas Land was before the Zoning Board they agreed to no left turns out of the exit. He said the original request was for a bank, but they changed their minds. 
Mr. Taylor said Mr. Adams or the engineer for the project was unable to attend tonight’s meeting. He said a decision for this request is not required by the Town Board tonight. The possible courses of action the Board can take are as follows:
1. Refer the applicant to the Planning and Zoning Board for their opinion. 

2. Obtain Saccardi & Schiff Law firm to draw up an escrow to be sent to the Town’s Planners. 

Councilwoman Greene suggested inviting Mr. Adams and the property owner to an Audit Workshop Meeting in order to plead their case and answer Board Members questions.  

Mr. Taylor said he will send this request to the Zoning and Planning Board for their comments and input. 

Councilman Bello asked if there were any other properties zoned IB in that area. 

Supervisor Booth said there were not.

INTRODUCTION OF LOCAL LAWS:


DUMPSTER, GARBAGE AND CLOTHING BIN CONTAINERS

OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF NEWBURGH: BRUSH, GRASS, RUBBISH AND WEED CONTROL 

Supervisor Booth said the Town of Newburgh is having more abandon or unoccupied buildings. He asked Mark Taylor to address this matter to enable the Town to have authority to the Property Maintenance Code and assist Town officials to reinforce the Public Health Law.

Mr. Taylor said the purpose of this local law is to provide for the proper use and maintenance of land in the Town of Newburgh to prevent unhealthful, hazardous or dangerous conditions resulting from the accumulation of brush, grass, rubbish and weeds or the growth of harmful or poisonous shrubs or weeds and to protect the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the Town. This local law will assist the Town in administering the Code, as well as serving to assist Town 
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officials in reinforcing the Local Law and assess the cost and for the Town to recoup the costs. He asked the Board to review the information before them. 

Supervisor Booth said he will bring this matter back to the Audit Workshop Session on September 29th for the Board to present their comments and ask any question they may have.

DRIVEWAY PERMITS

Mr. Taylor said the Code currently addresses driveway permits in a minimal fashion. This amendment would set forth a formal permit and submission requirements. It would require a performance security to be posted and the Town will be able to draw upon the security for damages affected by the construction, instillation or use during construction of the driveway opening improvement. The Town has concerns where a development has completed the roads and intents to sell the lots to developers for the construction of a home. 
Supervisor Booth said he will bring this matter back to the Audit Workshop Session on September 29th for the Board to present their comments and ask any question they may have.    
7. ASSESSOR:  

A.
Certiorari for Mountain Ridge AND LAWRENCE FARM HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.
Mr. Taylor said this stipulation provides for no reduction in the assessed values for 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007 and 2008, the years in which Mountain Ridge Development, LLC and Lawrence Farm Homeowners Association were the petitioners. The proceedings for those years are discontinued with prejudice and without costs. For 2009 and 2010, years in which the proposed order indicates only the Homeowners Association was the petitioner, the stipulated reduction is total, to $0, the agreement recognizing that the value of these common areas is reflected in the values of the remaining lots in the development. Based on the charts, the area is reflected in the value of the remaining lots in the development. Based on the charts, the refund liability for the Town, not including the County, Scholl District, Fire District or other special assessing districts would be approximately $4,519.38.

Michael Fogarty, Sole Assessor to the Town of Newburgh, said this certiorari was previously present to the Town Board. The Board had a concern that the refund would go to the homeowner association. He has been informed that this matter has been worked out and the developer will not be involved with this settlement. He is in favor of this settlement.  
Councilman Woolsey said this matter was on a previous agenda and there was a question regarding water and sewer, which has been answered. The non payment of a water and sewer bill will be relieved onto their tax bill.

The refund liability for the Town, not including special districts and the fire district will be approximately $6,489.00.

A reduction is also stipulated in assessed value for 2011 in the same amount for Lot 3.2 and for Lot 1 by $123,000.00 from $468,000.00 to $345,000.00. The refund liability for the Town, not including special districts and the fire district, for the 2009 and 2010 reductions will be approximately $4,881.27. Refund liability is also shown on the chart for the 2011 reduction, but that should not apply in the case of the Town as 2012 town taxes are not yet issued.

Purchase of TASER Equipment

Supervisor Booth said Lt. Michael Clancy is asking authorization to purchase a supply of TASER equipment for the Police Department, for training purposes as well as for department issue purposes. The units will replace five year units nearing the end of their shelf life. Supervisor Booth said this purchase is in the 2011 Police Budget.
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MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the request dated August 29, 2011, submitted by Lt. Michael Clancy, to purchase two new TASER units model # 26511, four DPM batteries, model # 26700 and 150 TASER cartridges, model # 44200. The total cost of this purchase will be $4,834.20 with the funds coming from account number 3030.499. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.
DISCUSSION: Councilwoman Greene asked if all of the Town’s Police Officers had TASERS.

Supervisor Booth said each police supervisor has a TASER, but all of our Officers do not. Everyone that carries a TASER must be certified.

Court Officer

Supervisor Booth said there is a request from Christopher Cerone, Supervisor of the Town of Marlborough, asking the Town of Newburgh’s assistance regarding John McWherter, who is a Court Officer and also has Peace Officer status which is set to expire in October 2011. Mr. Cerone’s letter states as follows:

“The Town has researched its options and it appears that the only way to continue to employ John McWherter as a Court Officer is to seek a legislative change to CPL Section 2.10 to add uniformed court officers of the Town of Marlborough as recognized peace officers, similar to the Town of Newburgh. It is the intent of the Town of Marlborough Town Board to request that legislation be introduced in the New York State Assembly and the New York State Senate and we have asked our attorney to draft the proposed legislation. 

In the meantime, we request that the Town of Newburgh consider an inter-municipal agreement with the Town of Marlborough, under which the Town of Newburgh would hire Mr. McWherter to service as a court officer, with peace officer status, and his primary assignment would be to the Town court for the Town of Marlborough. The terms of Mr. McWherter’s assignment to the Town of Marlborough, including his salary would be addressed in the inter-municipal agreement. I have been advised that under this arrangement, Mr. McWherter’s peace officer certification will not lapse and he can continue to work as a court officer in the Town of Marlborough.”
Councilwoman Greene wanted assurance that the Town of Newburgh will not be responsible for any liability or compensation with this agreement. 

Mark Taylor said the Town of Marlborough is asking for an inter-municipal agreement where in Mr. McWherter would be a Town of Newburgh employee pursuant to the terms of the agreement and his primary assignment will be to the Town of Marlborough Court. Under the agreement the Town of Newburgh can provide that the Town of Marlborough will offend and indemnify any claims, actions, proceedings, liability etc. that arise from our employee’s conduct while performing duties at Town of Marlborough court. 

Councilman Woolsey asked if our acting Police Chief would be able to draw on this employee if necessary.

Mr. Taylor said as long as it was a stipulation in the agreement.  
MOTION was made by Councilman Bello for authorization of the preparation of an inter-municipal agreement between the Town of Newburgh and the Town of Marlborough for the Town of Newburgh to hire John McWherter to serve as a court officer, with peace officer status with his primary assignment to the Town court of the Town of Marlborough. This agreement is subject to the Town of Newburgh’s Town Board review. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

Part-Time Police Dispatcher

Supervisor Booth said Daniel Holt, a long time full time dispatcher for the Town of Newburgh, is retiring this October. Lt. Michael Clancy’s memo states there are three vacant part-time Dispatcher positions at the Police Department. The hiring of these part time dispatchers will reduce the anticipated overtime with the holiday vacations approaching and the upcoming 40 hour vacancy.
MOTION was made by Councilman Woolsey to approve the request dated September 2, 2011, submitted by Lt. Michael Clancy, to review resumes, applications and a list of possible candidates to begin the interview process for the three positions of part time Dispatcher. The starting hourly pay rate will be $13.52. The motion was seconded by Councilman Bello.
DISCUSSION: Councilman Piaquadio said that Dispatcher Daniel Holt has done an outstanding job for the Town of Newburgh. All of the Town Board members agreed as did Supervisor Booth.

Councilman Woolsey suggested replenishing the amount taken out of the Computer Reserve Fund from Code Compliance 2012 budget. 

Supervisor Booth said the software that is currently being used does not have a support system. 

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to withdraw $13,420.00 from the Computer Reserve Fund for the purchase of software for Code Compliance, the Planning and the Zoning Departments. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio.

James Osborne, Town Engineer, said there is pending legislation that allows Towns to set their own speed limits. The change is subject to a speed study or Towns could continue to use the DOT for the speed study. Towns already have the authority to put up stop signs. 

Councilman Woolsey is going to have a Traffic Committee meeting with the head of the Police Department, the Highway Superintendent, the Town Engineer and himself to discus this matter. They will bring their recommendation back to the Town Board. 

15.       ETHICS BOARD: Reappointment 

Supervisor Booth said the term of Ethics Board member Karl Najork expired on July 31, 2011. Mr. Najork expressed interest to be reappointed. The other members of the Ethics Board unanimously support Mr. Najork’s reappointment.

MOTION was made by Councilman Piaquadio to purchase a APC Smart UPS 700VA Replacement Battery-12V 7.5Ah for a cost of $83.13 and 4  Kingston 1GB 240-Pin DDR2 SCRAM DDR2 800 (PC2 6400) Desktop Memory at a cost of $319.80 for a total of $402.93 from FLC Equipment and Supplies located in Cornwall, NY 12518. The motion was seconded by Councilwoman Greene.

17.       ENGINEERING:

A.   Grandview Drive:  Request for Water Main Extension

Supervisor Booth said there is a request from residents on Grandview Drive for information pertaining to a water main extension to their properties. 
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Mr. Osborne said the route suggested by the petitioners is from the cul-de-sac on Commonwealth Avenue across and through private property to the Grandview Drive cul-de-sac. The letter the petitioners sent states they do have permission from the property owners to grant easements for the water main. (Letter attached)

Mr. Osborne suggested that the Town Board arrange for a meeting with the property owners and petitioners. He said if the Board proceeds with this project as a lateral extension to the Water District, the cost will be spread over the entire district. The estimated cost for this project will be $35,000.00 plus the engineering costs and it will have to be submitted to the Department of Health for their approval. 
Mr. Taylor said these properties are in the Water District and they have been paying Water One charges.  

Councilman Woolsey asked if the homeowners are willing to pay the expense of running the lines.

Mr. Osborne suggested discussing that matter at the meeting.  

Supervisor Booth said he will arrange a meeting with the homeowners.

B.   Sewer Hook-up Installation Extension

Mr. Osborne said this request is from a resident of a seasonal cottage that is located at 405 Lakeside Road for an extension of the installation and hook up to the sewer line. The house has a kitchen and bathroom but no washer or dryer. 

Mr. Osborne said if the Town Board does decide to grant this request if and when this residence becomes a year round residence the exception would be revoked. 

Councilman Piaquadio said the ten year extension to hook up to the Town’s sewer system has passed. He asked how many residents have still not hooked up. 

Mr. Osborne said approximately 10 homes are not hooked up. 
Mr. Taylor said before the Town Board can consider this request the Building Inspector’s recommendation is needed and the owner has to obtain an engineers certification that their septic is fully functioning. 
Supervisor Booth suggested sending a response making the owner aware of the reimbursement cost of the pump.
