6. PUBLIC HEARING (7:00 p.m.): Meadow Hill South Relief Sewer Project

     Supervisor Piaquadio asked Town Clerk Joseph Pedi if all of the proper                      

     postings and publications were completed. Town Clerk Pedi said notice 

     of this meeting had been posted in the lobby since August 20, 2019 and on the

     Town website since August 29, 2019. It was advertised in the Mid Hudson Times 
     on August 28, 2019 and in the Orange County Post on August 23, 2019. 
     This complies with all of the requirements for a Public Hearing under 
     New York State Law.
     MOTION was made at 7:03 p.m. by Councilwoman Greene to open the Public  

     Hearing. Motion was seconded by Councilwoman Presutti.

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     A resolution was introduced addressing a $204,000 cost increase for the

     Meadow Hill South Parallel Relief Sewer Project.  The Meadow Hill South Sewer

     District was part of the sewer district consolidation undertaken in 2014.
     Under the terms of the approved Joint Consolidation Agreement, the additional

     costs will be borne by the whole Crossroads  Consolidated Sewer District while 

     the original cost of $1,160,000 will still be borne by the property owners in the

     benefit area. The increase in cost is attributed to inflation since 2014 and new
     conditions that can no longer permit horizontal drilling.

     Public Comments
     William Fetter of Rockwood Drive asked if the entire sewer was going to be 
     replaced. Town Engineer James Osborne explained that a parallel sewer run

     line will be constructed to handle excess water flow when wet weather 

     conditions are present. This overflow design will protect adjacent electrical

     systems.

Also, roads are being prepared for striping which

          will occur at the end of September. The final summer grass cuttings will be done

          soon. Lastly, tree trimming and chipping will start in October.
