APPROVAL OF AUDIT

ACCOUNTING: Capital Asset Policy

Supervisor Booth said the Board has before them a copy of an Asset Policy, which is a policy to establish the principles related to the recording of the Town’s capital assets. There is a capitalization threshold of $500.00, which is the cost established by the Board which must be met or exceeded if an asset is to be recorded as a capital asset. The Investment Policy applies to all monies and other financial resources available for investment on behalf of the Town of Newburgh. Jackie Calarco, the Town Accountant, has asked the Board to review these policies. (see attached)

ASSESSOR: Appraiser

Michael Fogarty, IAO the Town Assessor, came before the Board.

PLANNING BOARD: Comments on Storage Overlay

Mark Taylor, Attorney for the Town, said that the Public Hearing for the “Zoning” of the Code of the Town of Newburgh to Establish the Self-Storage Center Overlay District & Amending the Zoning Map of the Town of Newburgh to include additional property in the Business (B) Zoning District has to be rescheduled due to a timely publication of the hearing by the Sentinel.  He said there are two petitioners for this Local Law. He suggested separating this Local Law to make it into two separate Local Laws, due to the neighborhood reactions.  

Supervisor Booth agreed and asked the Board to consider having Mr. Taylor separate this Local Law into two and at that time they would set the Public Hearings. 

Councilwoman Greene asked about the buffer area for the property that faces Barclay Manor. She asked if it was the decision of the Town Board or the Planning Board to require denser planting in this buffer area. She also asked Mr. Taylor if there were any restrictions on motor homes or boats being stored at this location.
Mr. Taylor said that requirement would have had to be put on the record. He said it has not been put forward on any of the documents that he has seen. He asked the Town Clerk to research the minutes to see if anything was mentioned and he would also mention Councilwoman Green’s the concerns about the buffering and storing of the motor homes and boats at the locationto Mr. Dose.   

MOTION was made by Councilwoman Greene to postpone the Public Hearing scheduled for September 21st for the Storage Overlay to a date to be determined, due to the failure of the Sentinel, one of the Town’s official newspapers, to publish the notification of the Public Hearing. The motion was seconded by Councilman Piaquadio. 
DISCUSSION: It was the decision of the Town Board to post notice of the cancellation at the entrance of Town Hall and to send a letter to all the residents located in the area of where this overlay is being requested.
