REQUEST TO PURCHASE PROPERTY: Wood Street
Michael Hall of 105 Wood Street has requested to purchase a parcel of Town property approximately 35 feet deep and 100 feet wide to build a garage across from his home.  This property is an old well site which is 4.5 acres.  

Code Compliance Supervisor Gerald Canfield commented that a garage is classified              as an accessory structure which must be an accessory use to a primary use on the               site.  Vacant land has no primary use; therefore, an accessory structure is not permitted  by our Zoning Code.  This request can be presented to the Zoning Board of Appeals                 for a Use Variance, only if he obtains the property.

TRAFFIC SAFETY COMMITTEE: Speed Limit on Brewer Road
Joseph Benzinger of Saratoga Road recently traveled on Brewer Road from Fostertown Road to Old North Plank Road and was shocked to see that the speed limit changes from 30 mph to 40 mph when nearing the intersection of Brewer and Wells Roads.  The line of sight is limited and the traffic can be quite busy.  Mr. Benzinger requests that the entire road be 30 mph.
Supervisor Piaquadio stated that it is difficult for a Town to change the speed limit as               it must go through New York State but he will bring Mr. Benzinger’s request to the   Town’s Traffic Safety Committee.
