    Donald B. Campbell, Chief of Police presented Hudson Valley Arson & Explosives Task Force. 
    The purpose of this Agreement is to outline the mission of the Task Force. Additionally, to 
    maximize interagency cooperation, these guidelines will formalize relationships between the 
    Member Agencies regarding items such as chain of command, policy guidance, planning, 
    training, public relations, reimbursements, funding, arrest and media coordination. The
    mission of the Task Force is to achieve maximum coordination and cooperation, through
    utilizing the combined resources of the Member Agencies, to Conduct both proactive and 
    reactive investigations into fire and explosives incidents occurring in New York’s Hudson 
    Valley Region. To this end the Task Force will conduct origin and cause and post blast 
    investigations and conduct additional investigations related to these incidents, all to reduce 
    the incidents of Arson, Arson for profit and explosives incidents.

       participate and contribute to the planning process and included a link on the Town’s Web-
       site that allows member of the public to submit written comments for consideration in 
       order to assure full opportunity for citizen participation in the preparation of the proposed 
       plan; and the Committee caused to be prepared and reviewed a draft Comprehensive Plan 
       Update which included proposed recommended planning and zoning action items; 
       proposed rezonings; recommended Code enforcement textual clarifications, proposed 
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      transportation action items and proposed water, sewer and utility action items; and the
      Town Board and the Committee recognize the importance of sound planning as a means of
      promoting responsible development and protecting the health, safety and general welfare 
      of the citizens of the Town of Newburgh and otherwise fulfilling the legislative findings and 
      intent set forth in the Town Law Section 272-a.
