EXEMPT ACTIVITIES, AREA HYDROLOGY, OR LAND USE PRACTICES CHANGE (e.g. AGRICULTURAL
TO RESIDENTIAL). AFTER 10 YEARS THE BOUNDARY MUST BE REVALIDATED BY DEC STAFF.
REVALIDATION MAY INCLUDE A NEW DELINEATION AND SURVEY OF THE WETLAND BOUNDARY.

ANY PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION, GRADING, FILLING, EXCAVATING, CLEARING OR OTHER
REGUIATED ACTIVITY IN THE FRESHWATER WETLAND OR WITHIN 100 FEET OF THE WETLAND
BOUNDARY AS DEPICTED ON THIS PLAN REQUIRES A PERMIT FROM THE NYS DEFPARTMENT
OF ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION UNDER ARTICLE 24 OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL
CONSERVATION AW (FRESHWATER WETLANDS ACT) PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF WORK.

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DRAINAGE NOTE:

1. ALL HDPE PIPE SHALL BE GASKETED TIGHTPIPE.

WATERSHED NOIJE:

1. THIS PROPERTY DOES NOT LIE WITHIN THE WATERSHED OF A PUBLIC WATER SUPPLY.
WELL NOJTE:

1. INDIVIDUAL WELLS ARE PROPOSED FOR EACH LOT.
2. NO WELLS WITHIN 200° DOWNHILL OR 100° UPHILL OF PROPOSED SEPTIC SYSTEMS.
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EROSION CONTROL STANDARD NOTES

1. EXCAVATION, FILLING, GRADING AND STRIPPING SHALL BE PERMITTED
70 BE UNDERTAKEN ONLY IN SUCH LOCATIONS AND IN SUCH A MATIER
AS TO MINIMIZE THE POTENTIAL OF EROSION AND SEDIMENT AND THE
THREAT TO THE HEALTH, SAFETY AND WELFARE OF NEIGHBEORING
PROPERTY OWNERS AND THE GENERAL PUBLIC.

2. SITE PREFPARATION AND CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE FITTED TO THE
VEGETATION, TOPOGRAPHY AND OTHER NATURAL FEATURES OF THE
SITE AND SHALL PRESERVE AS MANY OF THESE FEATURES AS FEASIBLE.

3. THE CONTROL OF EROSION AND SEDIMENT SHALL BE A CONTINUOUS
PROCESS UNDERTAKEN AS NECESSARY PRIOR 10, DURING AND AFTER
SITE PREFPARATION AND CONSTRUCTION.

4. THE SMALLEST PRACTICAL AREA OF LAND SHALL BE EXPOSED BY SITE
PREPARATION AT ANY GIVEN TIME.

5. THE EXPOSURE OF AREAS BY SITE PREFARATION SHALL BE KEPT TO
THE SHORTEST PRACTICAL PERIOD OF TIME PRIOR TO THE
CONSTRUCTION OF STRUCTURES OR IMPROVEMENIS OR THE
RESTORATION OF THE EXPOSED AREAS TO AN ATIRACTIVE NATURAL
CONDITION.

6. MULCHING OR TEMPORARY VEGETATION SUITABLE TO THE SITE SHALL
BE USED WHERE NECESSARY TO PROTECT AREAS EXPOSED BY SITE
PREPARATION, AND PERMANENT VEGETATION WHICH IS WELL ADAPTED
TO THE SITE SHALL BE INSTALLED AS SOON AS PRACTICAL.

/. WHERE SLOPES ARE TO BE REVEGETATED IN AREAS EXPOSED BY SITE
PREPARATION, THE SLOPES SHALL NOT BE OF SUCH STEEPNESS THAT
VEGETATION CANNOT BE READILY ESTABLISHED OR THAT PROBLEMS OF
EROSION OR SEDIMENT MAY RESULT.

8. SITE PREFARATION AND CONSTRUCTION SHALL NOT ADVERSELY
AFFECT THE FREE FLOW OF WATER BY ENCROACHING ON, BLOCKING OR
RESTRICTING WATERCOURSES.

9. ALL FILL MATERIAL SHALL BE COMPOSITION SUITABLE FOR THE
ULTIMATE USE OF THE FILL, FREE OF RUBBISH AND CAREFULLY
RESTRICTED IN ITS CONTENT OF BRUSH, STUMPS, TREE DEBRIS, ROCKS,
FROZEN MATERIAL AND SOFT OR EASILY COMPRESSIBLE MATERIAL.

70. FILL MATERIAL SHALL BE COMFACTED SUFFICIENTLY TO PREVENT
PROBLEMS OF EROSION, AND WHERE THE MATERIAL IS TO SUPPORT
STRUCTURES, IT SHALL BE COMFACTED TO A MINIMUM OF ONE HUNDRED
PERCENT (100%) OF STANDARD PROCTOR TEST METHOD OR 95% MODIFIED
PROCTOR TEST METHOD WITH PROPER MOISURE CONTROL.

17. ALL TORPSOIL WHICH IS EXCAVATED FROM A SITE SHALL BE
STOCKPILED AND USED FOR THE RESTORATION OF THE SITE, AND SUCH
STOCKPILES, WHERE NECESSARY, SHALL BE SEEDED OR OTHERWISE
TREATED TO MINIMIZE THE EFFECTS OF EROSION.

12. PRIOR 70, DURING AND AFTER SITE PREFARATION AND
CONSTRUCTION, AN INTEGRATED DRAINAGE SYSTEM SHALL BE
PROVIDED WHICH AT ALL TIMES MINIMIZES EROSION, SEDIMENT,
HAZARDS OF SLOPE INSTABILITY AND ADVERSE EFFECT ON NEIGHBORING
PROPERTY OWNERS.

13. THE NATURAL DRAINAGE SYSTEM SHALL GENERALLY BE PRESERVED
IN PREFERENCE TO MODIFICATIONS OF THIS SYSTEM, EXCEPTING WHERE
SUCH MODIFICATIONS ARE NECESSARY TO REDUCE LEVELS OF EROSION
AND SEDIMENT AND ADVERSE EFFECTS ON NEIGHBORING PROPERTY
OWNERS.

74. ALL DRAINAGE SYSTEMS SHALL BE DESIGNED TO HANDLE
ADEQUATELY ANTICIPATED FLOWS, BOTH WITHIN THE SITE AND FROM
THE ENTIRE UPSTREAM DRAINAGE BASIN.

15. SUFFICIENT GRADES AND DRAINAGE FACILITIES SHALL BE PROVIDED
70 PREVENT THE PONDING OF WATER, UNLESS SUCH PONDING IS
PROPOSED WITHIN SITE PLANS, IN WHICH EVENT THERE SHALL BE
SUFFICIENT WATER FLOW TO MAINTAIN PROPOSED WATER LEVELS AND
70 AVOID STAGNATION.

16. THERE SHALL BE PROVIDED WHERE NECESSARY 17O MINIMIZE
EROSION AND SEDIMENT SUCH MEASURES AS BENCHES, BERMS,
TERRACES, DIVERSIONS AND SEDIMENT, DEBRIS AND RETENTION BASINS.

17. DRAINAGE SYSTEMS, PLANTINGS AND OTHER EROSION OR SEDIMENT
CONTROL DEVICES SHALL BE MAINTAINED AS FREQUENILY AS
NECESSARY TO PROVIDE ADEQUATE PROTECTION AGAINST EROSION AND
SEDIMENT AND TO ENSURE THAT THE FREE FLOW OF WATER IS NOT
OBSTRUCTED BY THE ACCUMULATION OF SILT, DEBRIS OR OTHER
MATERIAL OR BY STRUCTURAL DAMAGE.

NO LOT IS TO BE FURTHER SUBDIVIDED WITHOUT ORANGE COUNTY
DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH REVIEW AND AFPPROVAL.

THERE SHALL BE NO REGRADING, EXCEPT AS SHOWN ON THE APPROVED
PLANS IN THE AREA OF THE ABSORPTION FIELDS.

A NEW YORK STATE LICENCED PROFESSIONAL ENGINEER (OR OTHER DESIGN
PROFESSIONAL AS ALLOWED BY THE NYS EDUCATION DEPARTMENT) SHALL
INSPECT THE SANITARY FACILITIES( WATER SUPPLY, ANY TREATMENT AND
SEWAGE DISPOSAL FACILITIES) AT THE TIME OF CONSTRUCTION. PRIOR TO
THE OCCUFANCY OF THE DWELLING, THE ENGINEER SALL CERTIFY 7O THE
ORANGE COUNTY DEFARTMENT OF HEALTH THAT THE FACILITIES HAVE BEEN
INSTALLED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE APPROVED PLANS AND THAT ANY
SEPTIC TANK JOINIS HAVE BEEN SEALED AND TESTED FOR WATER TIGHTNESS.
ALL WELLS AND SEPTIC SYSTEMS WITHIN 300° OF THIS PROJECT HAVE BEEN
LOCATED AND ARE SHOWN ON THE PLANS

SEPTIC TANKS SHOULD BE INSPECTED PERIONICALLY AND PUMPED EVERY
2—3 YEARS.

DISTRIBUTION BOXES/ DROP BOXES SHOULD BE INSPECTED PERIODICALLY
TO ASSURE THAT THEY ARE LEVEL AND OPERATING PROPERLY.
