The retail building is set up
so it could be potentially divided into five
separate storefronts or one tenant coul d take
mul tiple storefronts, depending on who they were.

It's a one-story building. It's a hip
roof structure. It has a decorative colum
structure at the front which provides for nice
covered entrances to all the storefronts. There
are sone taller roof features at sone of the
storefronts that gives them accent to their
stores.
